And God saith, "L et the waters under the heavens be collected unto one place, and let the dry land

beseen:” anditisso. And God calleth to the dry land "Earth,” and to the collection of the waters

He hath called "Seas;” and God seeth that [itis] good. And God saith, "Let the earth yield tender
grass, herb sowing seed, fruit-tree (whose seed [is] initself) making fruit after itskind, on the earth:”

anditisso. And the earth bringeth forth tender grass, herb sowing seed after its kind, and tree
13
making fruit (whose seed [ig] in itself) after its kind; and God seeth that [it is] good;  and there

14
is an evening, and there is a morning -- day third.  And God saith, "Let luminaries be in the
expanse of the heavens, to make a separation between the day and the night, then they have been

15
for signs, and for seasons, and for days and years,  and they have been for luminaries in the

16
expanse of the heavensto givelight upon theearth:” anditisso.  And God maketh the two great
luminaries, the great luminary for the rule of the day, and the small luminary -- and the stars -- for

17
therule of the night;  and God giveth them in the expanse of the heavens to give light upon the

18
earth, and to rule over day and over night, and to make a separation between the light and the

every fowl with wing, after its kind, and God seeth that [it is] good. = And God blesseth them,
saying, Be fruitful, and multiply, and fill the waters in the seas, and the fowl let multiply in the

earth.”  and thereis an evening, and thereisamorning -- day fifth.  And God saith, "Let the
earth bring forth the living creature after its kind, cattle and creeping thing, and beast of the earth

after itskind:” and itisso.  And God maketh the beast of the earth after its kind, and the cattle
after their kind, and every creeping thing of the ground after its kind, and God seeth that [it is]

26
good. And God saith, "Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness, and let them
rule over fish of the sea, and over fowl of the heavens, and over cattle, and over all the earth, and

over every creeping thing that is creeping on the earth.”  And God prepareth the man in His

28
image; in the image of God He prepared him, amale and afemale He prepared them.  And God
blesseth them, and God saith to them, "Be fruitful, and multiply, and fill the earth, and subdue it,
and rule over fish of the sea, and over fowl of the heavens, and over every living thing that is

29
creeping upontheearth.”  And God saith, "L o, | have givento you every herb sowing seed, which
[is] upon the face of al the earth, and every tree in which [is] the fruit of atree sowing seed, to you

30
itisfor food; and to every beast of the earth, and to every fowl of the heavens, and to every
creeping thing on the earth, in which [is] breath of life, every green herb [is] for food:” and it is so.

And God seeth al that He hath done, and lo, very good; and there is an evening, and thereisa
morning -- day the sixth.

Chapter 2
1 _ 2
And the heavens and the earth are completed, and all their host; and God compl eteth by the
seventh day Hiswork which He hath made, and ceaseth by the seventh day from all Hiswork which
3

He hath made. And God blesseth the seventh day, and sanctifiethiit, for in it He hath ceased from

4
all Hiswork which God had prepared for making. These [are] births of the heavens and of the

5
earth in their being prepared, in the day of Jehovah God's making earth and heavens, and no
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shrub of the field is yet in the earth, and no herb of the field yet sprouteth, for Jehovah God hath
6
not rained upon the earth, and a man there is not to serve the ground, and a mist goeth up from

the earth, and hath watered the whole face of the ground. And Jehovah God formeth the man --
dust from the ground, and breatheth into his nostrils breath of life, and the man becometh aliving

creature.  And Jehovah God planteth a garden in Eden, at the east, and He setteth there the man

9
whom He hath formed; and Jehovah God causeth to sprout from the ground every tree desirable
for appearance, and good for food, and the tree of life in the midst of the garden, and the tree of

knowledge of good and evil. 10A nd ariver is going out from Eden to water the garden, and from
thence it is parted, and hath become four chief [rivers]; 11the name of the one [is] Pison, it [is]
that which is surrounding the whole land of the Havilah where the gold [ig], 12and the gold of that
land [is] good, there [is] the bdolach and the shoham stone; ! and the name of the second river
[is] Gibon, it [ig] that which is surrounding the whole land of Cush; 14and the name of the third

river [is] Hiddeke, it [is] that which is going east of Asshur; and the fourth river isPhrat.  And
Jehovah God taketh the man, and causeth him to rest in the garden of Eden, to serveit, and to keep

it.  And Jehovah God layeth a charge on the man, saying, "Of every tree of the garden eating

thou dost eat;  and of the tree of knowledge of good and evil, thou dost not eat of it, for in the
18
day of thine eating of it -- dying thou dost die.”  And Jehovah God saith, "Not good for the man

to be aone, | do make to him an helper -- as his counterpart.”  And Jehovah God formeth from
the ground every beast of the field, and every fowl of the heavens, and bringeth in unto the man,

20
to seewhat he doth call it; and whatever the man calleth aliving creature, that [is] itsname.  And
the man calleth names to all the cattle, and to fowl of the heavens, and to every beast of the field,;

21
and to man hath not been found an helper -- ashiscounterpart.  And Jehovah God causeth adeep
sleep to fall upon the man, and he sleegpeth, and He taketh one of hisribs, and closeth up fleshin

22
itsstead.  And Jehovah God buildeth up the rib which He hath taken out of the man into awoman,

and bringeth her in unto the man;  and the man saith, "This [is] the [proper] step! bone of my
bone, and flesh of my flesh!™ for thisit is called Woman, for from a man hath this been taken;

therefore doth a man leave his father and his mother, and hath cleaved unto his wife, and they

have become one flesh.  And they are both of them naked, the man and his wife, and they are
not ashamed of themselves.
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Chapter 3

1
And the serpent hath been subtile above every beast of the field which Jehovah God hath

made, and he saith unto the woman, "Isit true that God hath said, Y e do not eat of every tree of the

garden?  And the woman saith unto the serpent, “Of the fruit of the trees of the garden we do eat,
3
and of the fruit of the tree which [is] in the midst of the garden God hath said, Y e do not eat of it,

nor touch it, lest yedie.” And the serpent saith unto the woman, "Dying, yedo not die, for God
doth know that in the day of your eating of it -- your eyes have been opened, and ye have been as

God, knowing good and evil." And the woman seeth that the tree [is] good for food, and that it
[is] pleasant to the eyes, and the tree is desirable to make [one] wise, and she taketh of itsfruit and

7
eateth, and giveth aso to her husband with her, and he doth eat; and the eyes of them both are
opened, and they know that they [are] naked, and they sew fig-leaves, and make to themselves

girdles. Andthey hear the sound of Jehovah God walking up and down in the garden at the breeze
of the day, and the man and his wife hide themselves from the face of Jehovah God in the midst of

the trees of the garden. And Jehovah God calleth unto the man, and saith to him, "Where [art]

thou?  and hesaith, "Thy sound | have heard in the garden, and | am afraid, for | am naked, and

And Jehovah God saith unto the serpent, "Because thou
hast done this, cursed [art] thou above all the cattle, and above every beast of the field: on thy belly

15
dost thou go, and dust thou dost eat, all days of thy life;  and enmity | put between thee and the

woman, and between thy seed and her seed; he doth bruise thee -- the head, and thou dost bruise

16
him--theheel.”  Untothewoman Hesaid, ‘Multiplying | multiply thy sorrow and thy conception,
in sorrow dost thou bear children, and toward thy husband [is] thy desire, and he doth rule over
17

thee.”  And tothe man He said, "Because thou hast hearkened to the voice of thy wife, and dost
eat of the tree concerning which | have charged thee, saying, Thou dost not eat of it, cursed [is] the
ground on thine account; in sorrow thou dost eat of it all daysof thy life,  and thorn and bramble

19
it doth bring forth to thee, and thou hast eaten the herb of thefield; by the sweat of thy face thou
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dost eat bread till thy return unto the ground, for out of it hast thou been taken, for dust thou [art],
20
and unto dust thou turnest back.”  And the man calleth his wife's name Eve: for she hath been
21
mother of al living.  And Jehovah God doth make to the man and to his wife coats of skin, and

22
doth clothethem.  And Jehovah God saith, "L o, the man was as one of Us, as to the knowledge
of good and evil; and now, lest he send forth his hand, and have taken also of the tree of life, and

23
eaten, and livedtotheage,” --  Jehovah God sendeth him forth from the garden of Eden to serve

24
the ground from which he hath been taken;  yea, he casteth out the man, and causeth to dwell at
the east of the garden of Eden the cherubs and the flame of the sword which isturning itself round
to guard the way of thetree of life.

Chapter 4

And theman knew Eve hiswife, and she conceiveth and beareth Cain, and saith, "I have gotten
2
aman by Jehovah;” and she addeth to bear his brother, even Abel. And Abel isfeeding aflock,
3
and Cain hath been servant of the ground. And it cometh to pass at the end of days that Cain

bringeth from the fruit of the ground a present to Jehovah; and Abel, he hath brought, he also,
from thefemalefirstlings of hisflock, even from their fat ones; and Jehovah looketh unto Abel and

And Jehovah
saith unto Cain, "Where[is] Abel thy brother?” and he saith, | have not known; my brothers keeper

-- 1?7 And He saith, "What hast thou done? the voice of thy brother’s blood is crying unto Me

11
fromtheground;  and now, cursed [art] thou from the ground, which hath opened her mouth to

12
receive the blood of thy brother from thy hand;  when thou tillest the ground, it doth not add to

13
give its strength to thee -- a wanderer, even a trembling one, thou art in the earth.”  And Cain
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14
saith unto Jehovah, "Greater is my punishment than to be borne; 1o, Thou hast driven me to-day
from off the face of the ground, and from Thy face | am hid; and | have been a wanderer, even a

15
trembling one, inthe earth, and it hath been -- every onefinding medoth slay me.”  And Jehovah
saith to him, "Therefore -- of any dlayer of Cain sevenfold it is required;” and Jehovah setteth to

16
Cain atoken that nonefinding him doth slay him.  And Cain goeth out from before Jehovah, and

17
dwellethintheland, moving about east of Eden;  and Cain knoweth hiswife, and she conceiveth,
and beareth Enoch; and he is building a city, and he calleth the name of the city, according to the

name of his son -- Enoch. 18And born to Enoch is Irad; and Irad hath begotten Mehujael; and
Mehujael hath begotten Methusael; and Methusael hath begotten Lamech. 19And Lamech taketh
to himself two wives, the name of the one Adah, and the name of the second Zillah. 20A nd Adah
beareth Jabal, he hath been father of those inhabiting tents and purchased possessions, 21and the

22
name of his brother [is] Jubal, he hath been father of every one handling harp and organ.  And
Zillah she aso bare Tubal-Cain, an instructor of every artificer in brass and iron; and a sister of

23
Tubal-Cain [is] Naamah.  And Lamech saith to hiswives. -- "Adah and Zillah, hear my voice;
Wives of Lamech, give ear [to] my saying: For a man | have slain for my wound, Even a young

24
man for my hurt;  For sevenfold isrequired for Cain, And for Lamech seventy and sevenfold.”
5
And Adam again knoweth his wife, and she beareth a son, and calleth his name Seth, “for God

26
hath appointed for me another seed instead of Abel:” for Cain had dain him.  And to Seth, to
him al so ason hath been born, and he calleth his name Enos; then abeginning was made of preaching
in the name of Jehovah.

Chapter 5

This[is] an account of the births of Adam: In the day of God's preparing man, in the likeness

of God He hath made him; amale and a female He hath prepared them, and He blesseth them,

3
and calleth their name Man, in the day of their being prepared. And Adam liveth an hundred and
thirty years, and begetteth [ason] in hislikeness, according to hisimage, and calleth his name Seth.

And the days of Adam after his begetting Seth are eight hundred years, and he begetteth sons and
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daughters. 5And all the days of Adam which he lived are nine hundred and thirty years, and he
dieth. 6And Seth liveth an hundred and five years, and begetteth Enos. 7And Seth liveth after his
begetting Enos eight hundred and seven years, and begetteth sons and daughters. 8A nd all thedays
of Seth are nine hundred and twelve years, and he dieth. 9And Enos liveth ninety years, and
begetteth Cainan. 10And Enos liveth after his begetting Cainan eight hundred and fifteen years,
and begetteth sons and daughters. 11A nd all the days of Enos are nine hundred and five years, and
he dieth. 12A nd Cainan liveth seventy years, and begetteth Mahalaled!. 13And Cainan liveth after
his begetting Mahalaledl eight hundred and forty years, and begetteth sons and daughters. 14And
all the days of Cainan are nine hundred and ten years, and he dieth. 15A nd Mahalaled liveth five
and sixty years, and begetteth Jared. 16A nd Mahalaleel liveth after his begetting Jared elght hundred
and thirty years, and begetteth sons and daughters. 17And al the days of Mahalaleel are eight
hundred and ninety and five years, and he dieth. 18And Jared liveth an hundred and sixty and two
years, and begetteth Enoch. 19A nd Jared liveth after his begetting Enoch eight hundred years, and
begetteth sonsand daughters. 20A nd all the days of Jared are nine hundred and sixty and two years,

21 22
and hedieth.  And Enoch liveth five and sixty years, and begetteth Methuselah.  And Enoch
walketh habitually with God after his begetting M ethusel ah three hundred years, and begetteth sons

23 24
and daughters.  And all the days of Enoch are three hundred and sixty and fiveyears.  And

25
Enoch walketh habitually with God, and he is not, for God hath taken him.  And Methuselah

26
liveth an hundred and eighty and seven years, and begetteth Lamech.  And Methuselah liveth
after his begetting Lamech seven hundred and eighty and two years, and begetteth sons and

27
daughters.  And al the days of Methuselah are nine hundred and sixty and nine years, and he

28 29
dieth.  And Lamech liveth an hundred and eighty and two years, and begetteth ason, and

calleth his name Noah, saying, "This[one] doth comfort us concerning our work, and concerning

30
the labour of our hands, because of the ground which Jehovah hath cursed.”  And Lamech liveth
after his begetting Noah five hundred and ninety and five years, and begetteth sons and daughters.

32
And all thedaysof Lamech are seven hundred and seventy and seven years, and hedieth.  And
Noah isason of five hundred years, and Noah begetteth Shem, Ham, and Japheth.
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Chapter 6

1
And it cometh to pass that mankind have begun to multiply on the face of the ground, and

2
daughters have been born to them, and sons of God see the daughters of men that they [are] fair,

3
and they take to themselveswomen of all whom they have chosen.  And Jehovah saith, "My Spirit
doth not strive in man -- to the age; in their erring they [are] flesh:” and his days have been an

4
hundred and twenty years. The fallen ones were in the earth in those days, and even afterwards
when sons of God come in unto daughters of men, and they have borne to them -- they [are] the

5
heroes, who, from of old, [are] the men of name. And Jehovah seeth that abundant [is] the
wickedness of man in the earth, and every imagination of the thoughts of his heart only evil al the

6
day; and Jehovah repenteth that He hath made man in the earth, and He grieveth Himself -- unto

7
Hisheart. And Jehovah saith, '| wipe away man whom | have prepared from off the face of the
ground, from man unto beast, unto creeping thing, and unto fow! of the heavens, for | have repented

that | have made them.” And Noah found grace in the eyes of Jehovah. These [are] births of
Noah: Noah [is] arighteous man; perfect he hath been among his generations; with God hath Noah

walked habitually.  And Noah begetteth three sons, Shem, Ham, and Japheth.  And the earth
12
is corrupt before God, and the earth isfilled [with] violence.  And God seeth the earth, and lo,

13
it hath been corrupted, for al flesh hath corrupted itsway on the earth.  And God said to Noah,
"Anend of al flesh hath come before Me, for the earth hath been full of violence from their presence;

14
and lo, | am destroying them with the earth.  "Make for thyself an ark of gopher-wood; rooms
15
dost thou make with the ark, and thou hast covered it within and without with cypress;  and this
[is] that which thou dost with it: three hundred cubits [is] the length of the ark, fifty cubits its

16
breadth, and thirty cubitsitsheight;  awindow dost thou make for the ark, and unto a cubit thou
dost restrain it from above; and the opening of the ark thou dost put in its side, -- lower, second,

17
and third [stories] dost thou makeit. ~ "And I, lo, | am bringing in the deluge of waters on the
earth to destroy al flesh, in which [is] aliving spirit, from under the heavens; al that [is] in the

18
earth doth expire.  "And | have established My covenant with thee, and thou hast come in unto

19
the ark, thou, and thy sons, and thy wife, and thy son’swives with thee;  and of all that liveth,
of all flesh, two of every [sort] thou dost bring in unto the ark, to keep alive with thee; male and

female arethey.  Of the fowl after its kind, and of the cattle after their kind, of every creeping
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21
thing of the ground after itskind, two of every [sort] they comein unto thee, to keep alive.  "And
thou, take to thyself of all food that is eaten; and thou hast gathered unto thyself, and it hath been

22
to thee and to them for food.”  And Noah doth according to all that God hath commanded him;
so hath he done.

Chapter 7

1
And Jehovah saith to Noah, "Come in, thou and all thy house, unto the ark, for thee | have
2
seen righteous before Me in this generation;  of all the clean beasts thou dost take to thee seven

3
pairs, amaleand itsfemale; and of the beasts which are not clean two, amaleand itsfemale; also,
of fowl of the heavens seven pairs, a male and a female, to keep alive seed on the face of al the

earth; 4for after other seven days | am sending rain on the earth forty days and forty nights, and
have wiped away all the substance that | have made from off the face of the ground.” 5And Noah
doth according to al that Jehovah hath commanded him: 6and Noah [is] ason of six hundred years,
and the deluge of waters hath been upon the earth. 7And Noah goeth in, and his sons, and hiswife,

8
and his sons” wives with him, unto the ark, from the presence of the waters of the deluge; of the
clean beasts and of the beaststhat [are] not clean, and of thefowl, and of every thing that is creeping

9
upon the ground, two by two they have come in unto Noah, unto the ark, amale and afemale, as
10
God hath commanded Noah.  And it cometh to pass, after the seventh of the days, that waters of

11
the deluge have been on the earth.  In the six hundredth year of the life of Noah, in the second
month, in the seventeenth day of the month, in this day have been broken up all fountains of the

great deep, and the net-work of the heavens hath been opened,  and the shower is on the earth

they comein unto Noah, unto the ark, two by two of all thefleshinwhich[is] aliving spirit;  and

they that are coming in, male and female of all flesh, have come in as God hath commanded him,

and Jehovah doth close [it] for him.  And the deluge is forty days on the earth, and the waters
18
multiply, and lift up the ark, and it is raised up from off the earth;  and the waters are mighty,

19
and multiply exceedingly upon the earth; and the ark goeth on the face of the waters.  And the
waters have been very very mighty on the earth, and covered are al the high mountainswhich [are]

20
under the whole heavens, fifteen cubits upwards have the waters become mighty, and the

mountains are covered;  and expire doth all flesh that is moving on the earth, among fowl, and
among cattle, and among beasts, and among all the teeming things which are teeming on the earth,

and all mankind;  all in whose nostrils [is] breath of aliving spirit -- of all that [is] in the dry

land -- have died.  And wiped away is all the substance that is on the face of the ground, from
man unto beast, unto creeping thing, and unto fowl of the heavens; yea, they are wiped away from

mighty on the earth a hundred and fifty days.

Chapter 8

1
And God remembereth Noah, and every living thing, and all the cattle which [are] with him

in the ark, and God causeth awind to pass over the earth, and the waters subside, and closed are
the fountains of the deep and the net-work of the heavens, and restrained is the shower from the

3
heavens. And turn back do the waters from off the earth, going on and returning; and the waters
4
are lacking at the end of a hundred and fifty days. And the ark resteth, in the seventh month, in

5
the seventeenth day of the month, on mountains of Ararat; and the waters have been going and
becoming lacking till the tenth month; in the tenth [month], on the first of the month, appeared the

heads of the mountains. And it cometh to pass, at the end of forty days, that Noah openeth the
7
window of the ark whichhemade, and he sendeth forth the raven, and it goeth out, going out and
8
turning back till the drying of the waters from off the earth. And he sendeth forth the dove from

him to see whether the waters have been lightened from off the face of the ground, and the dove
hath not found rest for the sole of her foot, and she turneth back unto him, unto the ark, for waters
[are] on the face of al the earth, and he putteth out his hand, and taketh her, and bringeth her in

Chapter 9

1
And God blesseth Noah, and his sons, and saith to them, "Be fruitful, and multiply, and fill

2
