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So, when he had gone out, Jesus said, “Now the Son of
Man is glorified, and God is glorified in Him.”

INTRODUCTION

Three hundred million years from now, what will be
the only thing that will matter? Will it matter how
much money you made? Will it matter what kind of

car you drove? Will it matter who won the NCAA football
and basketball titles this year? Will it matter who you took to
the homecoming dance?

Three hundred million years from now, the only thing
that will matter is who is in heaven and who is in hell. And if
that is the only thing that will matter then, that should be
one of our greatest concerns now. Jesus tells us in Matthew
18:11, “The Son of Man has come to save that which was
lost.” If it is of the utmost importance for Jesus to reach the
lost, shouldn’t it be a major priority for you? The real ques-
tion is, what are you doing of significance today that will
matter 300 million plus years from now?

Second Corinthians 5:10 assures as, “We must all appear
before the judgment seat of Christ, that each one may re-
ceive the things done in the body, according to what he has
done, whether good or bad.” Do you really believe as a fol-
lower of the Lord Jesus Christ that there will be a day on
which you will stand before His throne? We will each go
one-on-one with the God of this universe. Can you imagine
that? Do you think it will matter on that day whether you
boldly shared your faith with unbelievers, whether you told a
very lost and dying world about the only answer for a soul—
Jesus? Yes, it will. It will matter whether you shared the most
precious thing you have with everyone you could.
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I have envisioned standing before the throne of God, and
I believe certain thoughts are going to hit me. When I look at
Jesus, I think it will occur to me that He is more real than I
ever imagined. I will be struck by how sinful and impure I
am in front of Total Holiness. It will amaze me how beauti-
ful heaven is, well beyond what I could have ever dreamed.
But then I think it will really hit me that I’ll wish I would
have shared Him a whole lot more than I ever did on earth.

If we could spend time with Peter and Paul, I wonder
what advice they would give us. If we were able to talk with
Spurgeon, Whitefield, Wesley, and Moody, what guidance
would they offer? I truly believe they would tell us to give
ourselves totally to reaching the lost no matter what the cost,
to not look back but to boldly speak out for our Lord. Ro-
mans 10:13–15 says,

“Whoever calls upon the name of the LORD shall be
saved.” How then shall they call on Him in whom they
have not believed? And how shall they believe in Him
of whom they have not heard? And how shall they hear
without a preacher? And how shall they preach unless
they are sent? 

That is what this book is about: sending every believer
out with the confidence, boldness, and love of Jesus Christ to
reach a very lost and dying world. People will not believe in
Jesus and call upon Him for their salvation unless they hear
about what He has done for them. And how can they hear
unless each Christian takes the great name of Jesus to every
person possible?

Over the last seven years, I have had the opportunity to
witness to several thousand people individually. I have been
humbled through that experience and by the lessons God
has taught me along the way. This book distills what I’ve
learned in those seven years, which I hope will shorten the

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learning curve for others. My prayer is that you will find this
book to be very challenging, and yet encouraging. First Thes-
salonians 5:11 says, “Therefore encourage one another and
build each other up, just as in fact you are doing” (NIV). We
all need encouragement to be the best that we can be for
Jesus Christ. My intent is not to make you feel guilty because
you have not been sharing your faith like you should. In-
stead, I hope through these pages to encourage you to be
bold for the Lord. This book will challenge you that you have
the only answer for eternity. And it will equip you to share
that answer using very practical, biblical techniques for reach-
ing the lost.

Today, 600,000 people will die. I wonder where each of
them will spend eternity? Enjoy this book, and then step out
of your comfort zone, trusting the Lord in what He can do
through you. Always remember that, every time you step out
of your comfort zone, you step right into God’s comfort
zone. Thanks for wanting to do something that will make a
difference 300 million plus years from now!

SOUTH BEACH

South Beach, Miami, Florida. If you have never been
there, it is truly an amazing place. Beach, sun, sand,
tans, Lamborghinis, drinking, drugs, nightlife, and

sin—that’s what South Beach is all about. It is wild, it is
crazy, and it is America’s version of Sodom and Gomorrah.
And I just love going there! I know that sounds strange, but I
try to get to South Beach at least once a year. The spiritual
darkness there is unbelievable. So many people are hurting,
and they are looking for truth and love. As a matter of fact, it
is so dark there that it is easy for a believer’s light to shine
very brightly.

A couple of years ago I was in South Beach witnessing. I
like to hit the streets around 8:00 p.m. and stay until about
4:00 a.m. It makes for an interesting, but very long, evening.
One night as I was walking along a street, I saw a young wo-
man sitting on top of a newspaper stand. I approached her
and struck up a conversation, then I asked her this question:
“When you die, what do you think is on the other side?”

She gave me a most interesting answer: “A whole bunch
of naked women.”

I have heard that answer from guys before, but never
from a girl! As we talked, I learned that she was a seventeen-
year-old Jewish girl who was struggling with lesbianism.

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She opened up, and had a lot of very in-depth questions
about God and sin. She had really thought about the eternal
side of life. About halfway through the conversation, she
admitted that her curfew was midnight; it was now 12:40 in
the morning. She explained that, as she was driving home to
arrive before her curfew, something in her mind told her not
to go home, but to go to South Beach instead. So she did.
She then pointed a finger at me and said, “You are the whole
reason that I came to South Beach tonight!”

My jaw almost hit the concrete. We typically think that
people don’t want to talk with us about eternity and Jesus,
but that’s just another lie from the devil. This young lady

was searching for eternal truth, and
God had her out way past her curfew
to hear the information that she had
truly been seeking. Ecclesiastes 3:11
says that “He has put eternity in their
hearts.” God has placed an awareness
of eternity in the heart of every man
and woman. No matter how deep peo-
ple may push it down, it is still there.
They know there is something more
than this life. It is our job to help them
find out what is waiting for them in

eternity, who God is, and how they can commit to Him and
live by His principles.

As we continued to talk, one of her friends came out of
an ice cream parlor and sat down. She asked him, “Do you
believe in this Jesus? What do you think about all this Jesus
stuff?” This young lady was already witnessing, and she was-
n’t even a believer yet!

Toward the end of our conversation, she looked at me
and asked, “Are you an angel from God?”

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I said that I couldn’t be: I have an address, a phone num-
ber, etc. The Bible tells us to entertain strangers because we
might be entertaining an angel. Although I was a stranger to
her, I am not a stranger to the world. What she was saying,
though, was that God had touched her life, and He just hap-
pened to use me to do that. What a humbling thought that
the God of this universe would use fallen mankind to plant
seeds in the hearts of the lost! Five times in my life someone
has asked me if I was an angel from God. It is a little unnerv-
ing, but when we step out in faith and boldly share the good
news of Jesus Christ with all the love we can, people will be-
gin to see Jesus through our lives.

One Thing You Can’t Do in Heaven
I will never forget that young lady. But what would cause me
to even want to talk with her that night? Here is one of those
reasons—and it is a weighty piece of eternal truth. I can guar-
antee that there is one thing you cannot do in heaven that
you can do on earth. You can worship God in heaven. You can
praise God in heaven. You can sing songs to God in heaven.
You can learn God’s Word in heaven. But one thing you can-
not do in heaven is share your faith with a nonbeliever. Why?
Because everyone in heaven is a believer. Do you realize that
when you take your last breath, you will never again be able
to talk with a lost person? Since that is true, shouldn’t it be a
priority of your life to reach out to all the lost people on
earth while you can?

Auburn University gave me a four-year basketball schol-
arship for one very simple reason. I don’t say this to be
cocky, but I can shoot a basketball pretty well. I can take that
orange ball and put it in the goal. Some people say I was
born with the talent. I don’t believe that, although I definite-
ly have athletic talent wired into me. The real reason I can

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shoot a basketball pretty well is hours upon hours upon hours
of practice. All I did as a kid was shoot basketball, and if you
do something often enough you get pretty good at it. So, if
we can’t witness in heaven and can witness only on earth,
what is the only way we will ever become good at it? Prac-
tice. Practice. Practice.

I firmly believe that witnessing is a learned talent. God
burdens our hearts to reach the lost, but we must get out there
and start practicing those conversations. The funny thing is,
though, the more you practice the easier it becomes.

In That Very Hour
For the past four years, I have gotten into a conversation
with every person I have sat next to on an airplane flight. I
do this because I know I have to practice sharing my faith in
order to improve. And since I pray for those people before we
meet, I don’t consider them strangers, but friends I haven’t
met yet. If God seats a believer next to me, I encourage that
person to be a bold man or woman of God. If He puts a
nonbeliever next to me, then I give the person the best news
ever heard!

After taking my seat on a flight out of Colorado Springs,
I introduced myself to the man next to me and we began to
chat. He had in his hands a very thick book with very small
print. I asked him what he was reading—and why he would
want to read such a hefty book. It was a title by Dostoevski
that he had read in college twenty years earlier, he told me,
and he felt that he needed to read it again. I was thinking,
This guy has too much free time on his hands!

He worked at the Pentagon for the Ballistics Missile De-
fense Operations. He was a very interesting man and was quite
conservative in his outlook. We hit it right off, and shared the
same viewpoint on numerous issues. The problem was, he

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would not close his book. He didn’t look at it, but he kept it
open on his lap. When someone closes his book, it signals
his interest in getting into a good conversation with you. We
talked for an hour; the book was still open.

So I said, “Can I ask you an interesting question?”
He replied, “Sure.”
“When you die, what do you think is on the other side?

What do you think is out there when we walk out of here?”
He was not sure. The book was still open, but we kept

talking. Suddenly he took his plane ticket, used it as a book-
mark, and closed the book! Then the con-
versation really took off. The rest of the
flight we talked about eternal matters. At
one point he said, “I get the feeling that
you are just walking me along!” We both
laughed. I said that it might seem like
that, but I do believe that all of this is very
logical and straightforward. At the end of
the flight, he said, “I want to thank you
for something. You’re not one of those
zealots or fanatics, and I really like that.”

I laughed, “Well, if you got to know
me, you might have a different opinion!” Then I added, “But
what I think you are trying to say is that I didn’t take my re-
ligion and shove it down your throat.”

He said, “That’s exactly what I’m trying to say.” I got his
business card, and later wrote him a letter and sent him a
book. We had this conversation six weeks before the World
Trade Center and Pentagon attack; I have since wondered
what happened to him.

Little did I know that the living God was going to place a
man so hungry for spiritual truth next to me on that flight.
All I had to do was get into the conversation and watch it go

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from there. Jesus says in Luke 12:12, “The Holy Spirit will
teach you in that very hour what you ought to say.” The Holy
Spirit is very faithful to take us all the way through a conver-
sation and to give us plenty of things to say. All we must do
is get in “that very hour.” Let the Lord take you into those op-
portunities, and He will show you how faithful He really is.

Second Timothy 4:2–8 is a powerful part of the Bible. In
verse 2 Paul tells us, “Preach the word! Be ready in season and

out of season . . .” Remember that there
are only two times to share the gospel
with people: in season and out of sea-
son. Any other time would be wrong!
That means we should be prepared to
preach the Word at all times, and go for
it. Also realize that when we stand in
front of God, none of us will say that we
shared His Son too much. But many of
us will realize that we shared His Son
way too little during our time on earth.

Practice. Practice. Practice. Can you
think of someone you need to practice with today? I am not
referring to role-playing, but to an actual conversation with
a friend. Go for it. You will be glad you did.

Now that we know one thing we can’t do in heaven, what
can give us the boldness that we all should have in the Lord?
The next chapter will show how we can train our minds to
start viewing opportunities from the Lord in a different way.

Ifirmly believe that we must change our mindset about
sharing our faith. We must view it as the awesome op-
portunity that it is and not as some sort of drudgery. It

should be a joyful activity that we can’t wait to do instead of
the worst part of our week. So how can that be done?

God impressed my heart a few years ago in a very simple
but life-changing way. Often when we wake up late on Sun-
day morning and are tired, we think that we have “got” to go
to church. That is completely the wrong perspective. It is not
that we have “got” to go to church, but that we “GET” to go
to church! It is a privilege to gather with fellow believers and
worship our great God and Savior. By just changing a vowel,
it goes from being a task to being an opportunity! There are
believers in China who literally walk six hours to go to
church, and they don’t have “McChurch” for thirty minutes!
They thoroughly worship the Lord, and then they walk six
hours back home. We consider it “suffering” when we have to
drive to church in the rain! We must develop the mindset
that we “GET” to go to church.

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We may realize, at eleven o’clock at night, that we haven’t
had a quiet time of prayer that day. It is not that we have
“got” to pray, but we “GET” to pray to the Almighty God of
this universe! Isn’t it amazing that the God who is in total
control of this universe will take time out of His day to hear
us pray to Him? He can’t wait to communicate with us and
listen to our heart. It is not a chore to pray, but an incredible
opportunity. We should so desire to communicate with our
heavenly Father that we “pray without ceasing” (1 Thessalo-
nians 5:17).

Sometimes we realize very late at night that we haven’t
read our Bible yet that day. We have the mindset that we have
“got” to read the Bible, but we must not
view it as a chore. It’s not that we have
“got” to read our Bible, but we “GET” to
read the holy Word of God. We have the
chance to nourish our spirit with eternal
food at any point during the day that we
choose. Jesus said, “Man shall not live by
bread alone, but by every word that pro-
ceeds from the mouth of God” (Mat-
thew 4:4).

One time I was speaking in Califor-
nia and staying at Lake Arrowhead Re-
sort. Each night I would return late from my speaking en-
gagements. The second night there, I got into a conversation
with the night security guard. Luis was a very interesting
young man. He was twenty years old, and was struggling
after a breakup with his girlfriend. He really thought she was
the person he was going to marry. As we chatted, he told me
that he had made a commitment to Christ when he was
younger, but that he wasn’t into it as much as he should be.
He couldn’t go to church on Sunday because of his work

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schedule. I asked him if he had a Bible, which he did. I then
asked if he had time to read at work. He replied that just
about all he did at work was read. Lying on his desk were
Rolling Stone, People, and Spin magazines. So I told him that
if he brought his Bible in to work and read just three-and-a-
half chapters a day, he would be able to read the whole Bible
in one year. Setting aside fifteen to thirty minutes a day is all
it takes to read God’s Word once through each year. He said
he would do that.

The next two nights when I came in, Luis wasn’t there.
My last night in town, Luis was on duty and we had another
good chat. I asked him if he had brought his Bible in and
read it. He told me that he did and had been reading it each
night. He had read twenty chapters the first night alone! He
said that, since he closed the Bible two nights earlier, he had
not had one jealous thought about his girlfriend. Whatever
situation you are facing, God’s Word has the answer. Second
Timothy 3:16,17 assures us, “All Scripture is given by inspi-
ration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for
correction, for instruction in righteousness, that the man of
God may be complete, thoroughly equipped for every good
work.” What a privilege it is to “GET” to read God’s Word.

Many times we have the mindset that we have “got” to
tithe our money to God. We most definitely have the wrong
mindset. It is not that we have “got” to tithe and give our
money to the work of the Lord, but that we “GET” to! As the
economy has slowed recently, many pastors around the coun-
try are reporting that tithes are down significantly. All I know
is that when times get tough we ought to give more, not less.
If I need to make a cut in my budget, it cannot be in the
money that I give to the work of God. I have cheated God in
the past with my tithes and offerings, but no more.

A friend of mine supports twenty-five missionaries each

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month. When his finances got tight, he took out a loan to
pay the missionaries that month! I was so humbled by what
he did. He knows the importance of giving with all that you
have to the work of the Lord. Luke 6:38 tells us, “Give, and it
will be given to you: good measure, pressed down, shaken
together, and running over will be put into your bosom. For
with the same measure that you use, it will be measured back
to you.” In Malachi 3:8–11, God says,

“Will a man rob God? Yet you have robbed Me! But
you say, ‘In what way have we robbed You?’ In tithes
and offerings. You are cursed with a curse, for you have
robbed Me, even this whole nation. Bring all the tithes
into the storehouse, that there may be food in My house,
and prove Me now in this,” says the LORD of hosts, “if I
will not open for you the windows of heaven and pour
out for you such blessing that there will not be room
enough to receive it.”

Giving back to God is a privilege. We must learn to view
it that way.

As I speak at different events, I find it interesting to ob-
serve the various styles of worshiping God. Apparently, many
people consider it a chore to sing loud and from the heart to
the Lord that we love. They appear to have the mindset that
they have “got” to praise and worship God. Instead, they
should realize that we “GET” to worship the King of kings
with our entire being! Psalm 150 gives us a good example of
how we should worship Him:

Praise the LORD! 
Praise God in His sanctuary;
Praise Him in His mighty firmament! 
Praise Him for His mighty acts;
Praise Him according to His excellent greatness! 

GET TO!
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Praise Him with the sound of the trumpet;
Praise Him with the lute and harp! 
Praise Him with the timbrel and dance;
Praise Him with stringed instruments and flutes! 
Praise Him with loud cymbals;
Praise Him with clashing cymbals! 
Let everything that has breath praise the LORD.
Praise the LORD!

By the way, when we die, it is not that we have “got” to
go to heaven, but we “GET” to go to heaven! I am praying
that the Holy Spirit will use this book to change your mind-
set from one in which you have “got” to share your faith, to

realizing that you “GET” to share your
faith with all the lost people you can
find until you get to heaven. When you
die, it isn’t that you’ve “got” to go to
heaven by yourself. When you die and
“GET” to go to heaven, you “GET” to
bring as many people as you want to!
We must have that mindset.

There is something else we must
realize as we share our faith: the value
of other people in the eyes of Almighty
God. What is a soul worth? God said

that He made mankind in His own image and likeness (Gen-
esis 1:26). Every soul is of infinite value to God. Once we
understand that, it will keep us on the edge of our seat and
on the tips of our toes to share the good news of Jesus with
every lost soul on this planet.

In Mark 16:15, Jesus tells us to “go into all the world and
preach the gospel to every creature.” One great place to go
out witnessing is at events such as state fairs. While at a state
fair in Georgia, I had a great conversation with three wild-
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looking teenagers. They were tattooed, pierced, and wearing
crazy-looking clothes. Near the end of the talk, I told them
that they were fearfully and wonderfully made by God—that
they had been knit together piece by piece in their mother’s
womb. I asked, “How special does that make you?”

They responded, “Pretty special.”
I then asked, “Do you know that you were made in the

image of the God of this universe? Do you know how special
that makes you?”

They replied, “Very special.”
I agreed, “You are very special! If anyone ever tells you

any different, they are 100 percent wrong—and don’t you
ever forget that!”

You should have seen their eyes light up! I didn’t just
view the outward appearance, I saw the value of the inward
person. Because I knew how special they were in the eyes of
God, I wanted them to hear the truth about His Son, Jesus
Christ.

How do you see your coworkers? How do you see the
people who walk past you every day? We must view them as
valuable, like the Lord does; then there won’t be anything we
wouldn’t do in order for them to come to a saving knowl-
edge of the Lord Jesus Christ. Going into the whole world to
preach the gospel will be a joy.

It may seem very intimidating to think about going out
witnessing to strangers, but that’s a great way to meet the
lost—and it works!

I was asked to do a retreat for the youth group of a large
church. The youth pastor and I were planning to hold it at a
local hotel and then take the teens out witnessing at a mall.
But once the pastor caught wind of our plans, he was none
too happy. He told the youth pastor that that type of wit-
nessing doesn’t work. Christians must build relationships

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first and not do “cold-call” witnessing. The youth pastor then
decided to take the teens to a retreat center far away from civ-
ilization (and any actual lost people) so they could learn
how to share their faith. On Sunday afternoon after the
retreat, one of the teens decided to go the mall to witness,
and got into a conversation with an Iranian man.

The man said, “It’s very interesting that you’re talking
with me. One of the reasons I came to America was to find
out more about Christianity. Matter of fact, I just bought a
Bible yesterday.”

During the conversation, the teenager asked, “Have you
ever been to a Christian church before?”

He said no, so the teen asked, “Would you like to come
with me next week to my church?”

The man said, “That would be great.”
Isn’t it nice to know that that type of witnessing doesn’t

work!
In the next chapter I’ll share with you something that

the Lord impressed upon me—a truth that changed me from
being a wimp for Jesus to being a much bolder witness for the
Lord. It is also the truth that touches many people’s lives
when I speak around the country. It encourages believers to
step out of their comfort zone when it comes to witnessing,
and step right into God’s comfort zone. They are never the
same again! Let’s see what changes so many lives.
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So then Pilate took Jesus and scourged Him.

Being a counselor at a Christian summer camp is al-
ways a fun thing to do. It is a way to grow in your
faith and make an eternal investment in the lives of

others. One of the great camps in America is Kanakuk Kamps
in Branson, Missouri (www.kanakuk.com). I worked there
as a counselor a few years ago.

The group I was in had ten campers and three coun-
selors. Each night we would have devotionals in our cabin.
One afternoon, as I was praying about a topic for that night’s
devotional, the Lord laid on my heart to talk about witness-
ing and evangelism. I thought that was a little strange since I
wasn’t one to share my faith a lot; but when God begins to
lead, I have learned that it is a good idea to follow! So that
night as we talked about witnessing, I asked the guys, “What
are the only three possible things that can happen when we
share our faith?” The correct answer they gave was: 1) the
person can accept Jesus Christ; 2) the person can reject Jesus
Christ; or 3) we can plant a seed. After we talked about each
of the possibilities, we came up with a graph that looked like
the following.
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We determined that accepting Jesus was a good situa-
tion, planting a seed was a good situation, and rejecting Jesus
was a bad situation. Another way to look at it was that ac-
cepting Christ was a winning situation, planting a seed was a
winning situation, and being rejected was a losing situation.
We concluded that 66 percent of the time that we share our
faith it is a winning situation. Aren’t those pretty good odds?
Two-thirds of the time that we share our faith, we literally
can’t lose! If you know anything about sports, wouldn’t
Shaquille O’Neal take that from the free-throw line when he
shoots a basketball? Of course he would! He is a terrible free-
throw shooter; he shoots in the 40 percent range. He would
take 66 percent in a second when it comes to shooting free-
throws, but many of us won’t take it when it comes to wit-
nessing because we are so afraid that we’ll be rejected when
we stand up for Jesus Christ. The biggest fear most people
say they have when it comes to witnessing is the fear of being
rejected.

Little did I know that the very next day the God of the
universe was going to change my life forever. I was sitting on
a dock in the middle of a lake when God spoke to my heart
like never before. I was reading 1 Peter 4:14 which says, “If
you are reproached for the name of Christ, blessed are you,
for the Spirit of glory and of God rests upon you. On their
part He is blasphemed, but on your part He is glorified.” Just
think about that for a moment. If we ever get rejected in the
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name of Jesus, we will be blessed and the glory of God will
rest upon us. If you could have the glory of God shine in
your life and be reflected onto others, would you want that?
We all would want that as much as possible! One way that
will happen is if we are rejected in the name of Jesus.

God wasn’t done with me yet. Luke 6:22,23 says, “Blessed
are you when men hate you, when they exclude you and
insult you and reject your name as evil, because of the Son
of Man. Rejoice in that day and leap for joy, because great is
your reward in heaven” (NIV). Do you realize that when you
get rejected in the name of Jesus, God has rewards waiting
for you in heaven that will make any earthly reward seem
like chump change? That is truly amazing.

After I spoke at a Christian high school in Mobile, Ala-
bama, a group of students decided to go witnessing at the
malls and at the beach. They were rarely shot down by some-
one, but if they were, they would make the sound cha-ching
(like a cash register). They would ring up their rewards in
heaven, and then give each other a high five and move on to
the next person. They decided to take the Word of God lit-
erally and not let anything get them down, but just be bold
for the Lord.

When I was speaking at a Fellowship of Christian Ath-
letes leadership conference in Lexington, Kentucky, the teens
and college students went witnessing door-to-door one after-
noon. One group went to the first house on the street and
were rejected. They rang up their rewards in heaven, gave each
other a high five, and moved on. At the next house no one
was home. At the next house they were rejected. Next house
no one was home. After eight houses, they were becoming
discouraged. They considered quitting and trying again an-
other day, but they remembered their reward in heaven and
kept pressing on. At the ninth house was a man sitting on his
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porch in a rocking chair, drinking a beer. As they began talk-
ing with him, he quickly told them they were wasting their
time. When they asked why, he replied, “Because there is no
way God can forgive me of all my sins.”

We know that is not a true statement. But Satan will lie
to people to make them think their sins are so bad that they
cannot be forgiven. The students asked the man what he had
done that was so bad that God would not forgive him.

While he was in Vietnam, he explained, he was dropped
into towns and villages where he would indiscriminately kill
women and children. Sometimes he would put his gun be-
hind him and shoot people behind his back like it was a game.

The students began to minister to him and show him the
love of God. They talked about sin and the cleansing blood
of Jesus. Forty-five minutes later the man said, “I really need
this Jesus you are talking about.”

They prayed with him as he accepted Jesus. The teens re-
ported later that when he lifted his head, he had a glow on
his face that they had never seen before. He said, “I just feel
like reading my Bible! I just feel like going to church! That’s
all I feel like doing.”

What an amazing story! But this would not have hap-
pened if those kids had given up and not pressed on in the
Lord, if they had been more concerned about rejection than
about their reward in heaven.

After God showed me those two verses, I began that
night’s devotions by telling the guys that I had misled them
the previous night. I had said we had a 66 percent chance of
a winning situation when we share our faith. Then I shared
those two verses with them, and their eyes opened wide as
they too realized the mistake we had made. Now that we
know those two verses, let’s see how the graph changes.
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Just by knowing the Word of God, we learned that every
time we share our faith it is a winning situation. I don’t ever
have to worry again about Satan trying to talk me out of wit-
nessing, because the Word of God says that I can’t lose doing
it. It is a winning situation every single time!

Let Satan Draw Them Together
While witnessing at a mall in Denver, I started a conversa-
tion with two teenagers. One of them didn’t want anything
to do with me so he stood to the side while I talked with his
friend. The other teen told me that they had just left a satanic
cult. They had seen animal sacrifices at some of their meet-
ings, so I decided to ask him a crazy question: “Have you ever
seen a human sacrifice at one of your meetings?” Be careful
what you ask because you may just get an answer.

He said, “Yes, I have.” He then described what they did
with a newborn baby. I was shocked at what he was saying,
but I could tell from his eyes that he was serious.

I began to witness to him about sin and his need for
Jesus Christ. There was no way I could lose in sharing my
faith, since it is a winning situation every single time. We not
only had a great conversation, but I had a chance to talk with
him again before he left the mall.

Aren’t you a little bit angry at what Satan is doing to the
fifteen- and sixteen-year-olds of the world? Are you mad
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enough yet to want to do something about it? If you ever
want to find a good place to witness, just see where Satan is
working hard and go there. He is working very hard on mid-
dle schoolers and high schoolers. So why don’t we make sure
that we are reaching them with the truth, before Satan reach-
es them with a lie?

One gentleman I know has a motto when it comes to wit-
nessing: “Let Satan draw them together, and we will witness
to them.” What a motto! Let Satan do all the work of bring-
ing people together, then we can just show up and share the
gospel. Malls, sporting events, coffee shops, college campus-
es, tailgating parties before football games, concerts, art festi-
vals, music festivals, festivals of any kind, parks, spring break
gatherings, beaches, bar sections of towns, laundromats, bus
stations, etc.—all of these are great places where we can wit-
ness and hand out tracts.

Atlanta, Georgia, hosts a big annual festival the first
weekend of May called Music Midtown. It usually has about
a dozen stages and hosts some of the top secular bands for
three days. I put it on my schedule each year and go there to
witness. This year approximately 300,000 people attended the
event. God gave me the chance to witness to over fifty people
during the weekend, and to hand out 3,000 tracts about
Jesus. What a weekend! It is one of my favorite weekends of
the year. Last year at the festival a man pointed his finger at
me and said, “I know you.” He told me that I had witnessed
to him two years ago at that festival, and he saw me again
last year. This year he stopped to talk. How he remembered
me from a couple of years ago I will never know, but we
serve a great God who is working on hearts in ways we can’t
even imagine.

Piedmont Park in downtown Atlanta hosts four really
good festivals each year. They are excellent places to witness,
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because people who just hang out and are killing time are
eager to chat. One festival is the second largest gay and les-
bian festival in the United States. For the last several years I
have gone there and witnessed. You might initially think that
it wouldn’t be such a great place for that, but it is actually a
very easy place to witness. There is a lot of death in the gay
community. Homosexuals often think about eternity because
so many of their friends die.

One man I talked with at the festival in 1999 told me that
twenty years earlier he and eighty friends had a group photo

taken at a gay bar in Atlanta. He said
that a week ago he had looked at the
photo again. He held up five fingers as
he explained that out of eighty guys,
only five were still living! At the end of
our conversation he said, “Thank you
for being down here and sharing what
you believe, and thank you so much for
how you are doing it.” Homosexuals
tend to be the only group of people that
Christians look down on and treat like
the scum of the earth. We don’t do that

with liars, thieves, blasphemers, prisoners, etc., but we often
do with homosexuals. Once we witness to homosexuals eye
to eye and realize how much they truly need Jesus, we can
show them the appropriate love, and they will be receptive to
our message.

This past year on the same weekend as the gay festival,
on the other side of town, was the annual three-day festival
of contemporary Christian music. That illustrates how too
many people lead the Christian life—they completely sepa-
rate themselves from the lost and don’t engage them with the
truth. If just a small group of people from the Christian fes-
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tival had gone to the gay festival, it would have taken only a
few hours to talk with everyone about Jesus, and then they
could have returned to their Christian concerts rejoicing that
they shared the good news. Let’s not separate ourselves from
the lost, but take our light into the darkness and watch the
Lord work in amazing ways.

Ruffling Feathers
While coming home from a festival at Piedmont Park, I felt
that I had not done enough witnessing. I was passing through
a part of town where prostitutes hang out, and for some rea-
son I decided to stop. I pulled up to a woman, chatted with
her briefly, then offered her ten dollars to talk for ten min-
utes. Prostitutes work for money and won’t talk very long if
there is no pay involved.

“Are you a cop?” she asked suspiciously.
I replied, “No.”
“Are you recording this?”
“No!”
She agreed to get into the car, and we drove around and

talked for a few minutes. It didn’t go well, so I dropped her
off. I still felt that I had not done enough witnessing, so I
picked up another prostitute—and we ended up talking for
thirty minutes! This woman had a six-year-old child. Do you
think prostitutes enjoy their lives? They don’t; they hate their
lifestyles. One woman told me that she made $500 a day
prostituting herself, and spent $300 a day on crack cocaine!
God did not design any of us to live a life like that. Some
prostitutes are so miserable that they’re crying their eyes out
when we finish talking.

Whenever I tell this story, it ruffles people’s feathers. One
person asked, “What if someone from your church drove by
and saw you picking up a prostitute?”
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I answered, “If people from my church saw me doing
that, they would probably say, ‘There goes Mark again wit-
nessing to a prostitute; let’s pray for him.’ Then they would
probably pray that if I had picked up that prostitute for the
wrong reason, the Spirit would convict me so that I would not
do anything to discredit the ministry of the Lord Jesus Christ.”

Why are we so concerned about what other people think
of us? It was okay for Jesus to be a friend of the tax collectors,

prostitutes, and sinners, but it is appar-
ently not okay for us. I have received
letters from people who were shocked
that I would encourage others to wit-
ness to prostitutes. I asked one person if
she witnesses to prostitutes. She does-
n’t. Does anyone in her family witness
to prostitutes? No. Does anyone at her
church witness to prostitutes? No. I then
explained, if she doesn’t witness to pros-
titutes, if no one in her family does, and
if no one in her church does, then who

will witness to these people? God loves them just as much as
He does us “regular” people, and they need the good news of
Jesus brought to them.

I confess that I didn’t handle the situation the right way
the night I witnessed to those prostitutes. I should have had
someone else in the car with me. Even better would have been
to get out of the car. The best approach, I believe, would be
for women, not men, to witness to prostitutes. But do you
see where my heart is? I want every person I will ever meet
to be in a relationship with Jesus.

After I finished speaking at the University of Central Flor-
ida at an event called Undivided, about thirty people came
up to me. They said they were going to go witnessing that
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night and needed some tract booklets. I asked where they
were going. Ten of them were going to one bar section of Or-
lando, ten to another bar section, and ten to where the pros-
titutes hang out.

I asked one guy, “Are you sure you want to do that?”
“It’s okay,” he assured me. “My church witnesses to the

prostitutes all the time.”
I said, “My kind of church!”
When you discover that every time you share your faith

it is a winning situation, you just can’t wait to find lost peo-
ple to talk with.

I taught the “winning, winning, winning” strategy one
Sunday at a very nice, small church in St. Augustine, Florida.
In the audience that morning was a professor from a local
college. He was so enthralled with the teaching that when he
and his wife went to Wal-Mart after church, he walked right
up to a biker on a Harley-Davidson and began sharing his
faith. His wife said that it was the longest trip they ever took
to Wal-Mart!

The pastor of the church told me that he and his wife
used to go witnessing on dates. If you decide to date rather
than court, why does a date have to involve going to a movie
or a party? Why can’t a date consist of going to a mall to wit-
ness? When the youth group and I went witnessing in down-
town St. Augustine on Sunday and Monday nights, the pas-
tor went with us. He said he had forgotten how much fun
witnessing really was!

People Are Listening
In an airport one day, I was handing out tract booklets on
the way to my flight. After I handed one guy a tract, he asked,
“Do you remember me?”

I replied apologetically, “Well, I meet a lot of people . . .”
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He said, “I used to collect trash in your neighborhood in
Stone Mountain.”

When I would visit my parents there, I would sometimes
see the trash collectors come by. I am very thankful that I
don’t do that for a living, so I try to encourage and bless
those guys whenever I can. I often go out and talk with them,
and sometimes give them tracts. They love talking basketball
so we would often talk “hoops.” One time I grabbed some
money and tracts, and gave each guy $7 and a tract booklet.
I told them that I wanted to buy them lunch that day, but
that the information in the booklet was much more impor-
tant. I wonder how many people have ever done that for
them? We need to do crazy things in love for the lost around
us. They will never forget it!

At the airport the guy told me, “I saw you on ESPN Clas-
sic the other day.” (You know you are getting old when you are
not on ESPN anymore, but on ESPN Classic!) ESPN Classic
did a one-hour special on Charles Barkley, a famous basket-
ball player. Charles and I were on the same team together at
Auburn University during our college years. Somehow they
had dug up my name on the Internet and wanted me to give
them some fresh stories about Charles. I remember two
things about the interview. First, I tried to work Jesus into
every answer so that no matter what was cut, there would
still be some mention of Jesus in the interview. (Of course, I
couldn’t really do that, but I tried!) Second, the gentleman
who interviewed me was Jewish. As we chatted after the in-
terview, I asked him a spiritual question, and we talked about
it for fifteen minutes.

He then asked, “How do you know so much about what
you believe?”

I thought that was an interesting question. Shouldn’t we
know a lot about what we believe? The more we know and
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the more we share in love, the more we find that people are
listening. I later wrote him a letter and sent him a book (God
Doesn’t Believe in Atheists by Ray Comfort), and we shall see
one day what the Lord did with that seed.

At a mall one time, a man walked up to me and asked,
“Do you remember me? You shared Jesus with me two years
ago in this mall. Two months after that, I committed my life
to Jesus and now I am living my life for Him!” He was so
excited. Be bold about sharing what you believe. People are
listening!

God opened a great door for me to speak to Clemson
University’s Fellowship of Christian Athletes. Each year the
students go to Daytona Beach for a mission trip during
spring break. Now, that sounds like a good spring break—
not wasting a week of precious time, but using it for the
Lord. The students work at places such as homeless shelters
and juvenile detention centers. I spoke to them about wit-
nessing, and at night we went out to talk with folks. The
night we arrived was a Saturday—St. Patrick’s day. What a
great day for witnessing! Four college students and I hit the
streets at about midnight to witness. At around 3:30 a.m. we
walked up to two guys on motorcycles. The guy I began to
talk with told me that a year earlier he had been going 120
mph on his bike when he lost control and hit a tree. He had
also been shot two different times, one of which was self-
inflicted. The previous week, his best friend had been riding
his bike at 120 mph down a street in Daytona when a drunk
driver pulled out in front of him. His friend died after ram-
ming into the side of a Ford Explorer, which then flipped
four times. You will be amazed at what you encounter when
you step out in faith and begin conversations.

This biker was an atheist. Ten minutes into the conversa-
tion, he asked me to prove that there was a God. As I went
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through one of the basic proofs that I use (which I’ll cover in
Chapter 10), he nodded and agreed, “Now that’s a good
point.” As we finished talking he told me, “I’ve learned an
awful lot in this conversation.” People are waiting to hear the
truth if we will lovingly share it with them.

At 4:00 a.m., the students and I went back to our hotel.
Half an hour later, I decided to get something out of my car.
In the lobby of the hotel were four teens who were staring at
me as I walked past them to my car. They were still there
when I came back in, so I asked if I could do anything for
them. One asked if I had a quarter for a phone call.

I checked my pockets and realized that I had emptied all
my change onto the dresser in my room. So I said, “No, I don’t
have a quarter, but you guys can come up to my room and
use my cell phone.”

They were excited about that, so they jumped up and got
on the elevator with me. As we were riding up to my room,
one of the teens asked, “You know who we are going to call,
don’t you? We’re going to call a stripper!”

“A stripper!”
“Yes, and you can join us if you want to.”
I told the guys they had one problem—I’m a minister. You

should have seen their eyes! I wish I’d had a video camera.
One guy said, “Oh . . . does that mean we can’t use your

cell phone?”
I didn’t want to lose these guys, because it was obvious

that we needed to have a conversation. So I handed each one
a tract booklet, and said that if they read it they could use
my phone.

They fulfilled their part of the bargain, so when we got
to my room I let them make their call. As God would have it,
they couldn’t reach the stripper. So we began to talk about
life. Just as I swung the conversation to the supernatural
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side, there was a knock on my door—it was two guys asking
for the stripper. Unbelievable! Somehow they all knew each
other, so two of the teens went outside to talk with them.
The other two stayed in the room, and we got into a serious
conversation about Jesus. One teen said that he was able to
have sex with a girl the night before just by giving her a
cheap plastic necklace. I could see the emptiness in his eyes.
As we began to get very serious, there was another knock on
the door. It was the first two teens asking for their friends.

I told them, “They will be out in a minute.”
I closed the door and went back to the conversation.

There was another knock on the door.
I called, “They will be out in a minute.”
Then there was a third knock on the door. The eighteen-

year-old I was talking with went to the door, said that he
would be out in a few minutes, and closed the door on his
friends! God was working on this guy, and he really wanted
to talk. I heard some noise at my door but didn’t think much
about it. I had the opportunity to pray with these two teens
—not for salvation, because they didn’t want to make a com-
mitment, but just to let them hear someone pray for them.
Do that as often as you can. It means so much to people.

I walked them to the door and said good-bye. As I
looked back at the door, I realized what the other two guys
had done. With a thick pencil they had written on my door
“Smoke Reefer,”“The Antichrist,”“Satan Rules,”“666,” etc.

I yelled down the hall and told the two teens to come
back. “Why don’t you guys explain this to me?”

One guy blamed it on a friend who wasn’t there. I told
them that their friends should not have done that. When I
grabbed some soap and a towel and began to clean my door,
the guy on whom God seemed to be working said, “No, you
shouldn’t be doing that.” He went inside my room to get a
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washcloth and soap and began washing my door for me!
God was certainly touching that boy’s heart. I told him it was
okay, that I would finish it; then we parted company.

I told this story while I was speaking to the college stu-
dents the next day, and one student suggested that God was
keeping Satan out of the room, stuck right at the door, so
that he could not interrupt the conversation inside the room.
I do believe that is exactly what God was doing. The more
you step out in faith and trust Him, the more amazing things
you will see Him do.

Take a Stand
A couple of days later while speaking to the college students
in Daytona Beach, my left knee began to swell—and swell!—
and I couldn’t put any pressure on my leg. So, being a typical
guy, I asked for a chair so I could sit down to finish my talk.
Afterwards, because I couldn’t walk, someone suggested
going to the emergency room. Although I am not a big fan
of doctors, I didn’t see any other option at that point. So
about ten college students piled into a van and took me to
the emergency room. Along the way, I told the students that
I was finally old enough and wise enough to realize that this
whole situation didn’t have anything to do with my knee.
Instead, God was sending us to this emergency room for a
reason, so we should find out what it was.

When the students walked into that dark hospital, they
let their lights shine very brightly and ministered to people
in an amazing way. One girl began to minister to a man who
was suicidal. She did a wonderful job. Two others got to lead
two people to Jesus in the middle of the emergency room! As
I talked with the workers at the front desk, they were sur-
prised at our loving attitude and the fact that we didn’t com-
plain like many others.
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One woman said, “I was grouchy and grumpy, and then
you walked into this place!” She wanted to have a terrible
day, and we just wouldn’t let her! 

When we left, the seven workers at the front desk watched
us as we walked out. These college students had discovered
that every time they shared their faith they couldn’t lose, so
they took a bold, loving stand for Jesus.

We have now learned, straight from
the Bible, that every time we share our
faith it is a winning situation. The rest of
this book won’t make any sense unless
you can answer this simple question: If
every time we share our faith it is a win-
ning situation, what is the only time we
lose when it comes to witnessing? The
only time we lose is when we don’t share
our faith. Every other time it is a win-
ning situation. Now that we know that, let’s look at some of
the excuses we use that keep us from taking a very bold
stand for our God who took a very bold stand on a cross just
for you and me!
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When they had twisted a crown of thorns, they put it on His
head, and a reed in His right hand. And they bowed the knee

before Him and mocked Him, saying, “Hail, King of the Jews!”
MATTHEW 27:29



EXCUSES, EXCUSES

“I would sooner bring one sinner to Jesus Christ
than unravel all the mysteries of the divine Word,

for salvation is the one thing we are to live for.”
CHARLES HADDON SPURGEON

Oswald J. Smith said, “Oh my friends, we are loaded
down with countless church activities, while the
real work of the church, that of evangelizing the

world and winning the lost, is almost entirely neglected!”
Don’t neglect the call of the church to reach the lost. As one
preacher put it, “God’s top priority is the salvation of every
single soul.” We should desire to be used by God in what
really matters to His heart.

Yet, although we know we should witness, there are many
reasons why we don’t boldly step out and share our faith.
Let’s look at some of those reasons, and see if any will hold
weight when we stand in front of God one day.

Fear of Being Rejected
Are you more worried about what people think of you, or
about what God thinks of you? Too many times believers
worry what others think. However, when we are witnessing
to people, what is the worst thing they can do to us? They
can kill us and send us to heaven. Is that such a bad thing?
Philippians 1:21 says, “To me, to live is Christ, and to die is
gain.” We live for Christ, and we die for Christ. That is the
life of a true believer and disciple of Jesus Christ.
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In Galatians 1:10 Paul says, “Do I now persuade men, or
God? Or do I seek to please men? For if I still pleased men, I
would not be a servant of Christ.” As believers in Jesus Christ,
we should live to please Him and no one else. Be focused on
Christ in every area of your life, and God will do amazing
things through you.

As we learned in Chapter 3, God shows us in the Holy
Scriptures that every time we share our faith it is a winning
situation. That truth took away my fear of rejection, as it has
for countless others around the country. Let it do the same
for you.

Don’t Know How To
Another primary reason for not witnessing, according to sur-
veys, is that people feel they don’t know how to. But consider
this: Didn’t someone lead you to Jesus? If so, then you actu-
ally do know how to lead someone to the Lord. One eighth
grade student of mine led one of her best friends to Jesus. The
very next day that girl led one of her public school friends to
Jesus—and she had been a believer for one day! She learned
how to share her faith from the girl who led her to Christ.

The Bible gives us some great ways to share our faith. In
John chapter 4, Jesus talked with the woman at the well first
about natural water, then about living water. He went from a
natural topic to a spiritual one. In Acts 17 when Paul was giv-
ing his sermon on Mars Hill, he mentioned an altar he saw
with an inscription “to the unknown God.” He took some-
thing natural around him and turned it into a supernatural
conversation. So how can this work for us?

Think of an event around you that might involve death,
and use it to spark a conversation about eternity. For exam-
ple, I may ask people what they thought about the Colum-
bine High School shooting. Everyone has an opinion about
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that tragedy and about school violence in general. When I
feel that it is time to swing to the eternal, I just ask, “What do
you think happened to those fifteen people when they walked
off the planet?” Suddenly, you are having an eternal conver-
sation, learning about what the person believes.

On a flight from Los Angeles to Atlanta, I was sitting next
to a pilot who was hopping to another city to catch his next
assignment. We were just talking casually, which is a good
thing to do with people. It builds rapport and trust, so when
you transition to the eternal they are more willing to listen.
After a while, I asked the pilot what he
thought about the Alaska Airlines plane
that crashed a couple of years ago. The
plane had had mechanical problems and
plummeted into the Pacific Ocean, kill-
ing all eighty-eight onboard. He said
passionately, “I am sick and tired of the
fact that I have to trust those mechan-
ics. If the mechanics don’t do their job,
I am at their mercy.”

I could see where that would be
stressful for a pilot. So I empathized with him as we talked
for another few minutes about the circumstances of that
crash. Then I asked, “By the way, what do you think happens
when eighty-eight people walk off the planet like that?”

He told me that he believed in reincarnation. We talked
the whole rest of the flight about reincarnation, heaven and
hell, the truth of the Bible, etc.

Of course, now we have the September 11th attacks that
we can use to begin a conversation. Everyone everywhere has
an opinion about that event. Then simply ask people where
they think those 3,000 victims are right now, and you will
have an eternal conversation about what they believe.
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The following chapters will help you learn how to share
your faith with anyone. We’ll look at additional ways to be-
gin a conversation about eternal matters, what to actually say
in witnessing, and how to counter arguments and answer
questions. After reading this book, no one will be able to say
that he doesn’t know how to witness!

Fear of Losing a Friend
This is a primary reason cited by young people for why they
don’t share their faith. But what kind of friendship do you
really have if you would go to heaven when you die, but your
friend would go to hell? If you are friends for 20 years and
separate for 800 million plus years, what kind of friendship
is that? If you are not eternal friends, are you really friends at
all?

Outside a rock concert, I was handing out tracts to peo-
ple as they were going into the show. One guy, Ron, struck
up a conversation with me. He said that he had read the tract
and knew it was the truth. We talked awhile, but his friend,
who looked like a rock star, didn’t want anything to do with
me so they went into the concert. About thirty minutes later,
Ron came walking up and said that he wanted to continue
the conversation. He had asked the police officer to let him
out of the concert so he could talk with me! He then said
about his rock star friend, “I think I am his friend just to
reach him for God.” God allows us to be friends with lost
people so that we will plant seeds in their lives and help
them to become eternal friends.

A few years ago, one of my high school buddies told me
over dinner, “You are the only friend I have who cares where
my soul is going to spend eternity.” What a great thing to
hear from a friend. I am so glad I brought up the topic of
eternity during that dinner. But if, in his words, I am the
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only person he knows who cares where he will spend eterni-
ty, trust me—God has placed me there for a specific reason:
to be a vessel of His to be used in that person’s life.

Read the following poem and let it sink into your soul.

My Friend
My friend, I stand in judgment now,
And feel that you’re to blame somehow.
On Earth I walked with you day by day,
And never did you point the way.

You knew the Lord in truth and glory,
But never did you tell the story.
My knowledge then was very dim;
You could have led me safe to Him.

Though we lived together here on Earth,
You never told me of the second birth.
And now I stand this day condemned,
Because you failed to mention Him.

You taught me many things, that’s true;
I called you “friend” and trusted you.
But I learn now that it’s too late,
And you could have kept me from this fate.

We walked by day and talked by night,
And yet you showed me not the light.
You let me live, and love, and die,
You knew I’d never live on high.

Yes, I called you “friend” in life,
And trusted you through joy and strife.
And, yet, on coming to this dreadful end,
I cannot, now, call you “my friend.”
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Don’t worry about losing friends by witnessing to them.
When people see and hear the love of Jesus coming from
you, you will have more friends than you know what to do
with. I want to know tons of people in heaven! That means I
had better be inviting a whole lot of people to heaven while
I’m here.

One guy told me that he wanted to get serious about all
of this Jesus stuff, but he really wanted to be “cool.” I asked
him, “Do you know what ‘cool’ is? Going to heaven on the day
you die—now that is ‘cool.’ Do you know what ‘really cool’
is? Going to heaven when you die and bringing a whole lot
of people with you. Now that is ‘really cool.’” Make sure that
you spend your life being “really cool”!

They Have Already Heard
It’s important to keep in mind that repetition is very valu-
able in witnessing. I heard recently that it takes an average of
7.6 times for people to hear the gospel before they commit
their life to Jesus. And you don’t know if your conversation
with someone is going to be number 1, 5, .6, or 75! God
could be sending you to follow up on what someone else has
done in that person’s life. The key is to be faithful. First Cor-
inthians 3:6 says, “I planted, Apollos watered, but God gave
the increase.” Some of us plant seeds, some water, but only
God is able to make those seeds grow.

Have you considered that this might be the perfect time
for an individual to hear the gospel? Because of circum-
stances in that person’s life, today might be the day that God
sends you to have a conversation with that friend or strang-
er. The person may have heard it before, but timing is very
important.

A few years ago, I was witnessing to a man in an Atlanta
mall who told me, “You are the eighth person this year to
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talk to me about Jesus Christ.” He had apparently been think-
ing a lot on the issue, and recalled exactly how many people
he had chatted with about it.

One time I approached three guys at a mall in Dallas and
asked them, “If you died tonight, are you 100 percent assured
that you would go to heaven?” All three gave me an immedi-
ate no as they turned to walk away. I quickly handed each
one a tract, and they were gone. After they had walked away
I wondered, Lord, what was the point of that conversation?

About thirty minutes later, one of them walked up to me
and said, “About two minutes after you approached us, I
stopped dead square in the mall and asked myself the ques-
tion, ‘If I died tonight in a car accident going down Emerson
Road in Dallas, am I 100 percent assured that I would go to
heaven?’ And my answer was no. I began at that moment to
pray to God.”

After he prayed, he came and found me. We sat down
and had a thirty-minute conversation. This happened in late
January, and his New Year’s resolution had been to leave the
homosexual lifestyle. So we talked about how to repent of
sin and to start living for God. You will be amazed at what
God can do when you just faithfully plant seeds. What I ini-
tially thought was a waste of time turned out to be perfect
timing in that young man’s life.

I Am Just Lazy
Believe it or not, this is one of the reasons people give for
not witnessing. How do you think God feels when we say we
are lazy, while multitudes of people die and go to hell every
single day? As a Christian, what is more important than see-
ing those in your family, your school, your city, your state,
your country, and your world coming to the saving knowl-
edge of Jesus Christ?
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Yet, according to Zondervan Church Source, 97 percent
of church members have no involvement in any sort of evan-
gelism. A survey by Christianity Today found that only 1 per-
cent of their readership had witnessed to someone “recently.”
Does anything strike you as being wrong with this picture?
This does not sound like the people I read about in the New
Testament who had so much zeal that they were willing to
die for our Lord. Probably the reason most people don’t
share their faith is that they really don’t have any faith to
share. Charles Spurgeon said, “Have you no wish for others
to be saved? Then you are not saved yourself. Be sure of
that.” Please let the Lord strike an evangelistic zeal in your
heart. Being lukewarm is not of the Lord.

Samuel Chadwick (1860–1932) wrote, “Why does the
church stay indoors? They have a theol-
ogy that dwindled into a philosophy, in
which there is no thrill of faith, no ter-
ror of doom and no concern for souls.
Unbelief has put out the fires of passion,
and worldliness garlands that altar of
sacrifice with the tawdry glitter of unre-
ality.”

If God gave you a thousand dollars
every time you shared your faith in Jesus
Christ, would you share your faith? Let’s

be honest: many of us would quit our day jobs and become
full-time evangelists! Every one of us, including me, ought to
repent of the fact that we would share Jesus for a measly dol-
lar bill, instead of sharing Him because of the unconditional
love that He has for each one of us. Would you be more zeal-
ous for money than for God? Would you deal with your lazi-
ness problem for the love of money when you won’t deal with
it for the love of God? We can’t serve both God and mam-
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mon. We can never repay Jesus for what He did for us on the
cross, but what a fantastic thank-you we can give Him each
time we step out and share our faith in Him with the lost!

Friendship Evangelism
Many Christians want the lost to simply look at their lives
and be able to see that they love Jesus. I suppose that means
the lost will need to infer that they too should love Jesus.
First John 2:6 says, “He who says he abides in Him [Jesus]
ought himself also to walk just as He walked.” No doubt
about it—everyone who calls himself a believer must strive
to walk like Jesus did. John chapter 4 tells us that Jesus made
the first move to talk to the woman at the well. So to walk
like He did, we must be available to the Spirit of God to ini-
tiate conversations with people as we’re out witnessing.

Also, if people are looking at you, whose life are you
really sharing—yours or God’s? They would not know why
you are supposedly such a good person, so you would be
sharing your life only. And once you say you are a Christian,
nonbelievers will watch everything you do. They like to see
Christians stumble. So when you talk bad about the coach
who doesn’t give you enough playing time, drop a curse
word into the conversation, talk about others behind their
backs, etc., the lost are listening. Are you sure you want to
witness by your actions alone? I definitely don’t want to do
that, because sometimes my actions don’t portray my Savior
in a very good light.

I had the opportunity a couple of years ago to speak at a
missions conference at Biola University in Los Angeles. It
was a great time, with many folks challenged by the messages
God had me deliver. One day during lunch, some students
invited me to sit with them. After we chatted awhile, one of
the girls said, “Mark, I heard everything you said today, but I
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am just going to share my faith by my actions.”
When people say that, I tell them, “Oh, you must be

thinking of Romans 1:16, ‘I am ashamed of the gospel of
Christ . . .’”

They usually respond, “But that isn’t what the verse says.”
That’s true—the verse actually states, “I am not ashamed of
the gospel of Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation
for everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the
Greek.” When we don’t want to talk about our faith, it is usu-
ally because we are ashamed of what people might think of
us. However, God commands us to stand for Him and never
be ashamed of Jesus.

I asked each of those students how they got saved. Their
answers were what I expected: “My parents led me to Jesus.”
“I heard about Him at a revival meeting and made a com-
mitment.” “I was at church one Sunday and surrendered my
life to the Lord.”“A friend led me to Christ.”

I then said, “Each one of you has just admitted that you
are now a Christian because someone verbally told you about
Jesus. Yet you want to come up with a new way to share your
faith where you don’t have to use words?” Suddenly they all
realized the importance of speaking boldly about what they
believe.

In Romans 10:13–17 Paul tells us:

For “whoever calls upon the name of the LORD shall
be saved.” How then shall they call on Him in whom
they have not believed? And how shall they believe in
Him of whom they have not heard? And how shall they
hear without a preacher? And how shall they preach
unless they are sent? As it is written: “How beautiful are
the feet of those who preach the gospel of peace, who
bring glad tidings of good things!” But they have not
all obeyed the gospel. For Isaiah says, “Lord, who has
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believed our report?” So then faith comes by hearing,
and hearing by the word of God.

People believe when the good news is preached and the
Spirit of God touches their hearts. So preach the good news
as God (through Paul) tells us to!

I Don’t Know Enough
If knowing everything were a prerequisite for us to share our
faith, none of us could ever witness. Interestingly, though,
witnessing is one of the best ways that you will learn more
about your faith. When you talk with lost people and can’t
answer their questions, it drives you to the Bible and other
books to find answers. Also, your prayer life changes. As you
meet hurting people and you want them to know the Com-
forter, you begin to pray more for others and not just for
yourself.

You may think that you don’t know enough to confi-
dently witness, but consider this: you are saved and the peo-
ple you witness to are lost; who knows more in every spiritu-
al conversation? You always know more than a lost person
does in any conversation. As a believer, you have the Holy
Spirit living within you to help you understand God’s Word
(1 Corinthians 2:12). You can comprehend spiritual truths
that a lost person can’t.

I read about a man who memorized the entire New Tes-
tament. That’s an amazing feat, especially since I struggle with
a verse at times! Two years later, that man bowed his heart
and gave his life to Jesus. He had memorized the New Testa-
ment before he was saved! If you had talked with him before
he was born again, you might have thought that he knew
more than you did, but that wouldn’t be true. You know Jesus
with your mind and heart, and he only knew about Jesus
with his mind.
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They Won’t Want To Talk About It
On most days when I witness, I encounter no more than one
person who won’t talk with me. Usually everyone I approach
is interested in a conversation. In this crazy world we live in,
the lost are really curious about what is going on and are
trying to make sense of things. We will be able to help them
by providing answers to many of their questions.

I can’t tell you how many people have told me, “I usually
don’t discuss this topic, but you make me feel so comfortable

talking about it.” When you witness in a
loving, Christlike way, people will be
interested in what you have to say.

During a recent physical, I took the
time to begin an eternal conversation
with the doctor. After we had talked for
a short time she said, “There are two
subjects that I don’t talk about with pa-
tients: religion and politics. But since we
have already started . . . !” We had a great
conversation. Always assume that peo-
ple do want to talk about eternity, and

not that they don’t want to talk about it. Therefore, before
you leave your house, it’s important to pray that the Lord
will lead you to lost people during the day, and that He will
soften the individuals’ hearts before you ever begin the con-
versations. That way, you know they are ready for you when
you get there!

I Can’t Answer Their Questions
This is a big stumbling block for many people. They worry
that they might look foolish if they can’t answer someone’s
questions. But listen to what God tells us in Psalm 14:1: “The
fool has said in his heart, ‘There is no God.’” The fool is one
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who doesn’t believe in God. You are not a fool just because
you do not know an answer to a question.

If I don’t know how to answer a question, I say some-
thing like, “That is a good question, and I don’t know the
answer. Would you like to know the answer?” People usually
say yes because that’s why they asked the question in the first
place. So then I ask, “What is your e-mail, phone number, or
address so when I find the answer, I can get it to you?” This
allows me to follow up with people. It really means a lot to
people when believers actually follow up. It shows we care. I
always try to get a business card from the individuals I talk
with on a plane flight. I almost always send them a note, and
sometimes a book. We should want to see people in heaven
so much that we would be willing to do anything for them to
know Jesus.

In a later chapter, we will take a look at some of the ques-
tions you’re likely to encounter when witnessing, and show
you that they are really not that difficult to answer.

Now that you know there is no suitable excuse for not
sharing your faith, let’s look at a very easy way to begin plant-
ing those seeds of the gospel—evangelistic tracts.
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They cried out, “Away with Him, away with Him! Crucify
Him!” Pilate said to them, “Shall I crucify your King?”

A tract—a presentation of the gospel on a small piece
of paper, postcard, booklet, etc.—is one of the most
important ways you can share your faith. Many lost

people have a Bible but never read it, yet they will read
something about Jesus that is not very long. Tracts are an ef-
fective way for the lost to hear Scripture and are often used
by God to give people an interest in reading His holy Word.
They’re a great way to plant seeds of the gospel!

Handing out tracts is also a very simple way to get start-
ed in witnessing. Shy people may want to begin by distribut-
ing tracts and then progress to verbal witnessing as their
confidence builds.

When I am out witnessing using my survey approach
(which I’ll talk about in Chapter 7), I carry tracts in my
pocket. As I get to the end of the conversation, I either read
through the tract with the person or tell them, “I have a gift
for you for helping me out.” People love gifts—so give them a
gift that talks about the greatest Gift ever given, Jesus Christ!
Tracts are useful even when you are verbally witnessing be-
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cause you may get nervous and not say things the way you
want to. A well-written tract will explain sin, repentance, and
the gospel in a clear, concise manner.

One time in a mall I approached a couple of teenage girls
to begin a conversation. They didn’t want to talk with me
and turned to walk away. I said, “Well, you get a gift even
though you didn’t help me out.” They came back, took two
tracts from me, and began reading the tracts aloud to each
other as they walked through the mall!

Another time, after I had been chatting with a couple of
people for a few minutes, one of them said, “Wait a minute.
You talked with me last year at this mall. Matter of fact, you
gave me a booklet about Jesus, and I still know where it is.”

I said in disbelief, “No, you don’t.”
“Yes, I do,” he said. “It is on the top shelf of my desk

right now.” I was amazed that he knew right where it was,
and I had the feeling he had read it more than once.

In Atlanta, a lot of concerts, basketball games, and other
events are held at Philips Arena. I often hand out tracts to
people as they come off the trains or are going into the arena.
I will say something like, “Enjoy the game” or, “Have a nice
evening,” and then extend a tract toward them. When you
are friendly and smile, people usually respond the same way.
So the nicer you are, the more likely they will talk with you
or accept a tract from you.

One day I was downtown at the arena handing out tracts,
and a girl walked up and asked, “What have you got for me
this time?”

She described each of the three tracts I had given her be-
fore, and she wanted to know if I had any new ones! She was
not a believer, but she really liked the tracts. A couple of weeks
after the September 11th attacks, I was downtown handing
out tracts again. She approached me and started a conversa-
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tion, and we talked for over an hour. But we would never
have talked if I had not handed her a tract that first time.

When I go downtown, I often hand out tracts on one
side of an arena or football stadium to the people attending
the event. Then once the event starts, I go to the other side of
the arena and put tracts on cars in the parking lot. Many
times I will ask a homeless man to
help me, and pay him for his time.
You can place the tracts under wind-
shield wipers, but a much better idea,
if the tract is not flimsy, is to slide it
between the rubber piece and the win-
dow by the driver’s side door handle.
That way the people see it when they
unlock their doors and can easily grab
it. Most people don’t like to litter, so
they will place the tract in their car
and drive off. I have seen many indi-
viduals sit in their cars and read the entire tract before driv-
ing away. So be encouraged—the lost really do read them.

As I walk through airports, I like to hand out tracts be-
fore boarding my plane. I ask people, “Did you get one of
these?” They usually say that they didn’t, and then take one.
This is a great question that makes them feel like they are
missing out on something. And they are. They are missing
out on the best thing in this world and in the next one—
Jesus Christ. Use this question, and you will hand out a lot of
tracts!

The Value of a Soul
Beach areas are also great places to witness. Whether it is the
daytime when people are worshiping the sun or nighttime
when they worship the night life, people always seem to be
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hanging out and ready for conversations. One night in Myrtle
Beach, South Carolina, I was out witnessing with a young
man who had heard me speak at a camp. We were using the
survey approach, and had an excellent twenty-minute conver-
sation with three eighteen-year-old girls from Kentucky. At
the end of the conversation, I told the young ladies that they
got a gift for helping us out. I handed the first two a tract,
but the third girl declined.

I asked, “After the great conversation we just had, you
don’t want this?”

She replied, “No, I don’t.”
“Okay,” I said. “I’ll give you a dollar to read it.”
“Nope.”
“Two dollars.”
She shook her head.
“I’ll give you five dollars to read it.”
She still refused.
“I’ll give you ten dollars to read it!” I persisted.
She finally agreed. So I put a ten-dollar bill with the tract

and extended it toward her, then pulled it back slightly and
said, “Now, anyone who would walk up to you and share his
faith is assured that he has the right answer. And anyone
who would pay you to read about his faith is 100 percent
assured that he has the right answer!” I then handed her the
money with the tract. You should have seen the surprised
look on her face. I am pretty sure that no one had witnessed
to her before, but I am convinced that no one had ever given
her money to read about God. I don’t think those girls will
ever forget the conversation we had that night.

At the time I did that, a few years ago, I had just recently
started public speaking and made about $4,000 that year.
With an annual income of $4,000, $10 is very important. But
do you think that, if you spend $10 for someone to read
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about Jesus, God will get $10 back into your pocket? You had
better believe it! God is more faithful than we can ever
dream. The great missionary Hudson Taylor said, “God’s
work done in God’s way will never lack God’s supplies.” A
few days later as I was praying, God really touched my spirit.
It was very clear that He was asking me how much a soul
was worth. Was it worth $10? $20? $4,000? And God clearly
impressed my spirit that we should be willing to empty our
bank accounts for one person to know Jesus Christ! We can’t
imagine the value of a soul to God except to look at the
cross.

Think about this. Why are we the only generation in his-
tory that feels we need $300,000 in an IRA on which to re-
tire? Why didn’t any other generation feel that way? Are we
trusting money more than we are trusting God to take care
of our needs in life? I am not saying that we shouldn’t plan
for the future, but why does God allow some people to have
that much money? How will we feel on Judgment Day when
God asks us what we plan to do with all that money now
that we are dead—and then He explains that the income He
blessed us with was intended to support missionaries, buy
Bibles, and to help spread the gospel to the ends of the earth?
We will not feel good on that day.

A couple of years ago I had some money in an IRA. Al-
though it was not a lot, it seemed like it to me. I finally real-
ized why I had that money, and it was not to retire on. It was
for me to fall back on just in case this whole speaking thing
didn’t work out! That is pretty shallow and not too godly, so
God started to tug on my heart to take the money out and
give it away. If you only knew how difficult this was for me!
At the time, I was one of the stingiest people ever with a dol-
lar bill. The decision was excruciating, but I knew what I
needed to do. I took the money out of the IRA and began
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giving it away. I was supporting missionaries in other coun-
tries, buying Bibles for China and Sudan, feeding the hun-
gry, etc. It was so much fun to give it all away! 

A few months later, however, I had to pay my taxes. I had
completely forgotten that I owed tax on the money I with-
drew, and I had not set any of it aside to pay the taxes. But
God, who knows all our needs, had someone give me enough
money to cover the taxes! Through that experience, God has
taught me to be a giver, and to really know what He means

when He says that “it is more blessed
to give than to receive.” Please be a
giver. It is the only way to live this life.

There are few things I hate in life,
but grocery shopping is one of them.
Since I love to eat, however, it is one of
those necessary evils. One time in a
grocery store, I was next in line to check
out. I could tell by their language that
the family in front of me was from
another country. They didn’t look like
they had a lot of money, so I had the

thought that I should buy their groceries. While the cashier
was checking their groceries, their son was checking out the
interesting items on the racks. He reached down and picked
up a huge squirt gun called a Supersoaker. Obviously, his
dad had him put it down because he couldn’t afford it. So I
bought him a Supersoaker! He was so excited. When I
checked my two items out, my bill was $79—and I just went
in to get two items! 

Afterwards, I was chatting with the family and discovered
there was only one person in the family who could speak
English. Can you guess who it was? It was the young kid with
a brand new Supersoaker! So I shared the gospel with him,
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gave him a tract, and asked him to share it with his parents.
Keep doing crazy, loving things for our God. He can use
your generosity to touch lives and make an eternal impact.

Give People a Surprise
One reason I hate to go to grocery stores is that I can’t usual-
ly do as much witnessing there as I would like. So to make
the most of the opportunities, I park at the far end of the
parking lot and place tracts on the cars as I walk in. Then
once inside, I walk over to the beer section and slide a small
tract (two inches by three inches) inside twelve-packs and
cases of beer. Then I head over to the twelve-packs of Coke
and Pepsi. Those companies are so thoughtful they actually
put a slit on the side of their cartons that is just perfect for
sliding tracts into! I figure if Cracker Jacks can give people a
surprise, why can’t I?

One day, as I was walking out of a bank, I noticed three
guys in a van. I walked over to them and began to hand them
tracts. As I handed the third guy one of those small tracts,
called a Smartcard, he said, “Oh, I’ve seen one of those!”

Surprised, I asked, “You’ve seen one of these?” I had just
gotten there, so I couldn’t figure out how he had seen one.

He said, “I bought an eighteen-pack of beer the other day,
and that thing was slid right down inside there!”

Amazing! Just a few days after finding a tract in his beer,
he met the guy who put it there. We serve a great God. Keep
planting those seeds. He will give you creative ideas for reach-
ing the lost.

My first speaking engagement in Canada proved to be
quite an experience getting there. The trip from Atlanta to
Medicine Hat required three connections. I don’t often get
sick, but I was not feeling well this day. Once in Calgary, I
needed a passport to get through customs. Unfortunately, I
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didn’t have mine with me, so I had to go through another
line. Once through that line, I rushed to make my connec-
tion and arrived at the gate just as the door was closing for
boarding. I tried all of my persuasive ability to get on that
plane, but to no avail. I had to wait another two hours for
the next flight, and I was none too happy! 

While I was sulking, I decided to walk around the air-
port and hand out tracts. I stopped to look around a gift
shop, then I handed the man behind the counter a tract as I
left. A while later I was walking down the same hallway, and
that man saw me. He called me over to talk, and told me that
he was a Christian and his father was the airport chaplain. Be-
cause not all chaplains are followers of Jesus, I first did some
probing to make sure this man really had made a commit-
ment to Christ.

He said, “Yesterday, my dad tapped the pocket on my shirt
and told me, ‘That is a tract pocket.’” His dad meant that it
was a pocket to hold tracts so that he could give them away.
“I didn’t know what a tract was,” he continued. “Now I do,
since you handed me one, and now I know where to get
them!” When you’re running late, thank God and see how
He might use you to glorify Him and further His kingdom.

After I spoke at a Christian school in Augusta, Georgia,
one of the teachers took me out for dinner. We drove to
downtown Augusta, parked the car, and began to walk toward
the restaurant. I noticed a woman by a car, so I walked over
and asked her, “Did you get one of these?”

She said, “No.” I handed her a tract, told her to have a
good evening, and continued toward the restaurant.

As we were sitting in the restaurant getting ready to order,
the teacher looked up and said, “Mark, it’s time for some fol-
low up.”

I said, “Follow up? I haven’t done any witnessing yet.”
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He pointed toward the door as that woman walked into
the restaurant. How she found us I will never know; the res-
taurant we were in was a good stretch away from where I
had handed her the tract. She came over to our table, held
out the tract and asked, “Did you give me this?”

I responded, “Yes, I did.”
She said, “You don’t know how much I needed to hear

what this had to say.” I reached out and took her hand, and
shared with her what the Lord had done in my life, and what
He could do in her life.

She continued, “My roommate is my rock. She is a Chris-
tian. She’s a waitress in a local restaurant, but she used to be
a dancer just like I am.” This woman was a stripper in a local
strip joint! Pointing to the tract, she said,
“This is now the third thing that God
has done to let me know the exact deci-
sion that I need to make, and this is the
icing on the cake!”

Tears were welling up in her eyes, so I
asked her if I could give her a hug. As I
stood up and began to bend over to hug
her, I noticed that several people in the
restaurant were watching us. With her
short shorts and a windbreaker over her
top, this woman didn’t fit the atmosphere. What were all
those people thinking? They may have thought that I was
getting a special favor for giving her a good tip at the club
where she worked! Little did they know that I got the chance
to see eternity touch this lady’s heart—all because of a five-
cent piece of paper. I didn’t care what those people thought;
their opinions didn’t matter. What matters is that we step
out in faith and let the Lord use us. If God can use a five-
cent piece of paper in that woman’s life, He can use it in any-
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one’s life. Just step out in faith, and let the Lord use you as a
vessel to bring eternity, salvation, and surrender to the lost.
With tracts, it couldn’t be easier.

As Spurgeon said, when we witness we need “good strik-
ing tracts.”

When I started sharing my faith, I never used tracts. I
learned how to witness by having a verbal conversation with
a lost person. To this day the most thrilling part of witness-
ing is a good conversation with someone who doesn’t know
Jesus. The following chapters will give you the tools neces-
sary to have those conversations with everyone you meet.
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Then they compelled a certain man, Simon
a Cyrenian, . . . to bear His cross.

Former Beatle George Harrison said in an interview,
“There is nothing more important than finding out
what is after death. What happens to us after we die?”

It was Harrison’s faith, the interviewer stated, that got him
through his battle with cancer. One of his big solo hits was
“My Sweet Lord.” The only problem was that Harrison was
not a Christian; his Lord was the Hindu god Krishna. Al-
though his faith may have helped him through his illness, it
will not help him on Judgment Day.

As believers, we know what happens to us after we die.
Second Corinthians 5:8 says, “We are confident, yes, well
pleased rather to be absent from the body and to be present
with the Lord.” The only true Lord, of course, is Jesus Christ.

As we talk with people, how can we get them to think
about what happens after death? I am a firm believer that
before someone can accept Jesus, he must be thinking about
his eternal destination. So let’s look at some ways we can
help people to consider—and continue to think about—
eternal matters.
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Tombstone example
One way to get people to consider eternity is to ask them to
identify the three basic items found on a tombstone. The
answers are the deceased person’s name, date of birth, and
date of death. Then say, “I can make you a guarantee. I guar-
antee that you will be dead a whole lot longer than you will
be alive. Since that’s true, you should be searching out what
is on the other side instead of searching out things down
here that are temporary, because you will be there a whole
lot longer than you will be here on earth.”

Dwight Moody, the great preacher, said that if he could
get someone to think about eternity for five minutes, he
could lead the person to Jesus Christ. I believe that one of
Satan’s best tricks is to get people to focus on college, jobs,
family, retirement, bank accounts, etc., and avoid thinking
about eternity. We must help people begin to consider what
will happen to them when they die.

150 years from now
Ask someone, “A hundred and fifty years from now, will it
matter if you made a million dollars, drove a convertible
Mercedes, graduated from college, played in the Final Four?
No. The only thing that will be important then is whether
you know the God who created you, because you will be in
one of two destinations forever . . . and ever and ever.” It is
very important to get people to realize that it is the eternal,
not temporary, things that matter.

What then?
One day I was talking with a seventeen-year-old who worked
at the mall. We were chatting about life, so I asked him what
he was going to do after high school.
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He said, “I’ve been looking at some colleges, and proba-
bly will go to college.”

I asked, “What then?”
“Well,” he answered, “after I graduate from college, I’ll

probably get a job.”
“What then?”
“I will probably get married and have some kids.”
“What then?”
“I guess I will retire.”
I continued, “What then?”
“I guess I will die.”
“What then?”
“Now that’s a good question,” he said.
That is a good question, one that everyone will have to

answer one day. He didn’t have an answer at that point, but
he knew what the answer was before our conversation ended.
This “what then” approach is a very simple, conversational
way to talk with someone about eternity.

Eternity is an awfully long time. Make sure you’ve got the
right answer.
On an airplane flight, I had a brief conversation with a man
across the aisle. It didn’t go very well in an earthly sense. I
handed him a tract booklet, which he read and handed back.
He was an atheist and didn’t want anything to do with me.
As we were standing up to leave the plane, I tried to say a
couple of encouraging things to him. Then I added, “Re-
member, eternity is an awfully long time; make sure you’ve
got the right answer.” When he looked at me, I could see in
his eyes that that thought made an impact. He had never
considered how long eternity was, but now he had to.

As I was talking with a student at the University of Geor-
gia, I asked him why he was in college. He said, “It’s what
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you do after high school.”
I said, “No, why are you here?”
“To get a degree.”
I persisted, “No, why are you really here?”
“So I can do something with my life,” he replied.
“Exactly,” I said. “You want to do something in this jour-

ney that we call life. Job 16:22 says, ‘Only
a few years will pass before I go on the
journey of no return.’ If you are going to
study and search to make sure you do
something with your life, why wouldn’t
you study and search about the journey
into eternity that every one of us must
take?”

The light went on. He knew he was
going to die, and he knew eternity was a long time, so he
would be smart to find out what would be waiting for him.

There is a 100 percent chance that you will die.
As I was talking with one man I asked, “Do you realize that
there is a 100 percent chance that you will die?” Then I add-
ed, “And do you realize that you will be dead a whole lot
longer than you will ever be alive?”

This gentleman looked at me and said, “Say that again.”
Those two statements made him think so much that he
wanted me to repeat them! Ten out of ten people die. Don’t
be afraid to remind people of that.

Can you guarantee that you will wake up tomorrow morn-
ing? You shouldn’t put your head on your pillow tonight un-
less you know exactly where you are going to spend eternity.
While I was chatting with three people at a popular arts fes-
tival, I noticed a young man who sat down about ten feet
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away and was watching us. When I finished talking with this
group several minutes later, the young man was still there.
So I walked over and asked if I could help him. He said, “Do
you remember me? You talked with me and several of my
friends at Piedmont Park a few months ago.” At that festival,
I had sat down with a group of teenagers and had a conver-
sation with them. It didn’t go very well in my opinion. Now,
three months later, this seventeen-year-old recognized me and
wanted to talk. I asked him about the conversation we had
then, and he relayed our conversation almost word for word
the way I witness.

I then asked, “What do you remember most about the
conversation?”

He replied, “The very last thing you said. You asked me,
can I guarantee that I will wake up tomorrow morning? I
think about it every single day that I wake up!”

His first thought in the morning is about where he would
be if he had not woken up. God was working on this young
man’s heart! 

A couple of days later as I was praying, wondering how
this young man could have remembered all this after three
months, God spoke to my heart with a still, small voice. He
said, “When you plant a seed, I will do something with it!”
Our God is so faithful; He takes the meager seeds that we
plant and makes them grow (1 Corinthians 3:7). Keep plant-
ing those seeds!

BIBLE: Basic Information Before Leaving Earth
This is a great acronym that people really like—and one they
remember. I explain that it doesn’t matter who you are—
Michael Jordan, the president, you, or me—we will all be
leaving earth one day. If you have the right information
about eternity and do something with it, you will end up at
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the right destination; but if you have the wrong information,
you will end up at the wrong destination!

I once wrote this acronym on the back of a tract that I
gave someone. The guy looked at it and said, “Wow.” Then
he repeated, “Wow!” It really made him think. Use it some-
time and observe the person’s reaction.

I care where you spend eternity. (or) It is very important
to me where you spend eternity.
If you can look someone in the eyes and say this and mean
it, it will have a tremendous impact. Many people care about
others in a temporal sense, but few care in an eternal sense.
When you show people that you care about their eternal
well-being, they will gladly listen to you when you talk about
spiritual truth.

After speaking at the Citadel, a military college in Charles-
ton, South Carolina, I went with a few of the cadets to the
bar section of town to witness. One of the cadets stopped to
talk to a man sitting outside a bar. As they were talking, the
guy asked the cadet, “What are you doing out here?”

The cadet said, “I am just out here meeting people and
talking with them.”

The other guy insisted, “No, what are you really doing
out here?”

“I am a believer in Jesus Christ,” the cadet replied. “And
because I love God, that means I love you and I care where
you will spend eternity. I want to see you in heaven one day.”

It so impacted the guy that he stood up, grabbed the
cadet (he was a huge cadet in full dress uniform), and gave
him a hug. Twenty minutes later that guy bowed his heart
and committed his life to the God of this universe.

I called one of my buddies, Doug, on his birthday. He is
a young man who has been through a lot, and is not always
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heading in the right direction. But he is one of those people
I really love and want to see in heaven one day. So after I
went through several of the questions mentioned in this
book, I told Doug, “I share all this with you because it is very
important to me where you are going to spend eternity, and,
Doug, I hope that means something to you.”

With heartfelt emotion Doug replied, “It does. It really
does.” When people know that we care, they will listen when
we share.

Make a friend, be a friend, lead a friend to Christ!
Studies have shown that 87 percent of all people who come
to Jesus were introduced through a friend. We need to be
about the business of making friends who do not know
Jesus. This isn’t so they can pull us away from Jesus, but so
the Lord can use us to draw them to Him. Personally, I don’t
have time for temporary friendships (that is, just hanging
out with people who don’t know the Lord). I do have a lot of
temporary friends, but for the purpose of making them eter-
nal friends. And it isn’t that I talk about Jesus twenty-four
hours a day. Although I would like to, I don’t because it
would push them away. I have them as friends for the ex-
press purpose of loving them like Jesus would, talking to
them about Jesus as I have opportunity, and eventually seeing
them in heaven for all of eternity.

By the way, Ephesians 4:15 reminds us that we should be
“speaking the truth in love.” When you share your faith, if
you are going to shove it down someone’s throat, the best
advice I can give you is to keep your faith to yourself. We
don’t need to shove it on someone, but to love it on some-
one. The best lovers on earth should be Christians. Our Bible
says that “God is love” (1 John 4:8), and we have a relation-
ship with Him. Don’t let anyone out-love you, but let the
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love of God shine through you.
The Budweiser ads say a real friend doesn’t let a friend

drive drunk. At Auburn University, we always said that a real
friend doesn’t let a friend go to Alabama! And the God of
this universe says: A real friend tells a friend about Jesus!

It is very simple. If you want to see your friends in heav-
en, invite them. If you don’t want to see your friends in
heaven, don’t invite them. Remember: It is our responsibility
to invite others to heaven with us; it is
their responsibility to decide how to re-
spond to the invitation. They can throw
it in the trash or they can take it and
cash it in, but it is our job to issue the
invitation.

Basketball has been a major part of
my life. As I mentioned earlier, I played
college basketball at Auburn University
in the Southeastern Conference. Charles
Barkley was at Auburn during three of
my four years there, and we became
pretty good friends, often rooming together on road trips.
We have stayed in touch through the years, which has been a
lot of fun. One time I was visiting him in Birmingham, Ala-
bama, and six of us went out for lunch. While we were sit-
ting in the restaurant, I threw out a spiritual question for the
whole table. The next thing I knew, the entire group was
talking about eternal things.

Charles pointed at me from across the table and said,
“Mark is the only friend I have who is into this whole God
and religion thing.” How does Charles know I am into that? I
talk about it. I don’t talk about it all the time with Charles,
but I do talk about it. Why? I want to see Charles in heaven.
And because I do, I had better invite him! 
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Charles is a big man; he could break me in half any time
he wanted to. Once he actually picked me up and threw me
over his shoulder, and I’m a pretty decent-sized guy myself!
But he appreciates the fact that I bring up that topic because
he knows it takes guts to talk about it.

Did you notice, though, that he said I’m the only friend
he has who is into religion? It might be that you are the only
Christian friend of someone who is lost, and God has strate-
gically placed you in that person’s life for a purpose. The
question is, what are you going to do about it? You are there
to plant a seed in that person’s life, so go for it. You will not
regret it. I never regret bringing up the topic of God with
people. The only regret I have is when I don’t bring it up.

As Charles and I were hitting golf balls later that day, we
talked again about eternal things. At one point I said, “I have
to be honest. This is the most open I have seen you to the
topic of God and Jesus Christ.”

Charles responded, “Mark, when you get a little bit older
and your career starts winding down, you begin to think
about these things.” Remember, in the life of the person God
wants you to witness to, it might just be the perfect time for
you to have that conversation.

Charles and I went back to his mother’s house and were
in the kitchen with his younger brother, Darryl. When Charles
went to another room, Darryl told me, “You know, I had a
heart attack a couple of months ago.”

Then he added, “. . . I saw something.”
You have probably heard about near-death experiences,

where some people who briefly died reportedly saw a tunnel
and a white light. But many people see other things, and
Darryl did not have the typical experience. He told me that
when his heart stopped, his spirit rose up out of his body,
and he could look down and see his body on the operating
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table. He explained that his spirit took off on a journey.
Suddenly he saw trees burning, the ground smoldering
around the trees, and a lake of fire in front of him. I asked,
“What did you see?”

“I saw hell.”
“You saw hell? Darryl, if you would have died, where

would you have gone?”
He said confidently, “I would have gone to hell.”
“Do you want to go to hell?”
He responded, “Absolutely not.”
“Do you want to go to heaven?”
“Yes, I do.”
“Darryl,” I prompted, “do you know what it takes to get

to heaven?”
“Yes, I do.”
“What does it take?”
He stated, “Committing my heart and my life to Jesus

Christ.”
“Darryl, now that you know that you are going to die and

go to hell, are you ready to commit your heart and your life
to Jesus Christ?”

What do you think he said? He answered, “No.”
I asked, “Why not?”
He gave the same answer most people give: “I like the

things of the world more than I like the things of God.” He
would rather live in sin than live for the God of this universe.

I tried to stress the seriousness of his decision by asking,
“Do you realize that you will have no excuse when you stand
in front of God on Judgment Day?”

“Yes,” he replied, “I know.”
That was one of the saddest conversations I have ever

had. He knows what he needs to do to avoid an eternity in
hell, but the cares of the world are more important at this
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point in his life. He told me that what he saw was no dream,
but was the most vivid, real thing he has ever seen. It was
more real than the book you are reading or the chair on
which you are sitting. As he told me the story, I watched his
eyes growing larger as he relived that experience. Believe it
or not, his story is just one of many I have heard from peo-
ple who have seen hell instead of the tunnel and white light.
Some have reported seeing people standing in pits of fire,
their skin melting off their bodies, then coming back on and
melting off again. These stories sound amazing, but our
Bible does tell us about a lake of fire for those who experi-
ence the second death.

I have a question for you. If one of your friends died
today, would any of those friends see a lake of fire for eterni-
ty? If you are like most people, your answer would be yes.
The question now is, what are you going to do about it? Are
you really going to let your friends die and go to hell for all
of eternity? You can’t let them go there. Jesus did His part
two thousand years ago, and now it is time for you to do
yours. Have that conversation with them, or write that letter,
and you and God and they will be glad you did!

Michael Jordan’s Soul
When I was speaking at a conference in Phoenix, Arizona,
where Charles lives, I called him to see if we could get to-
gether. He asked, “Why don’t you hang out with us tonight?”

Charles tends to stay out late, and I had to speak that
night and the next morning. But before I declined I asked,
“Us? Who is in town?”

He replied, “Michael Jordan is in town.”
I was thinking, I’m sure we can work this out! I admit to

being shallow at times, and this would be one of those mo-
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ments. So what if I was a little tired the next day? I didn’t
want to pass up the opportunity! 

After my speaking engagement that night, I met Charles
and Michael at a cigar bar. Charles and his friends were sit-
ting in the back on couches and chairs, surrounded by secu-
rity people so no one would bother them. While I was there,
the Lord impressed me that I should witness to the guy next
to me. Because he wasn’t one of the famous people, I thought,
I don’t want to talk to him—I want to talk to HIM (Michael
Jordan)! God prompted my spirit again to talk with the guy
next to me.

As I was praying a few days later, God just drilled me. I
hate when He does that, but He only does it because He
loves us and is trying to mold us into the people He called us
to be. God laid on my heart, “Mark, was
that soul next to you any less important
to me than Michael Jordan’s soul?”

Oh, my goodness! I realized that I
had gone to that place to get a story.
During the conference, I had told the
attendees that I was going to witness to
Michael Jordan that night. This would
be the third time that I would be able to
hang out with him and Charles, but I had never been bold
enough to talk to him about Jesus. We talked about other
things, but not about eternity. How sad to think that I didn’t
go there that night just to be used by God, but to get a story.
Isn’t it great that we serve the God of second chances? Re-
member, every soul is valuable to God. His Son is the price
tag for every single soul.

As I sat next to this guy, I began to chat with him briefly,
then transitioned to the eternal. We had a good talk. He had
become a believer about five months earlier and was in a real
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growth phase of his Christian walk. He asked me a very in-
teresting question: “What do you suppose God would think
about us hanging out in a place like this?” We were in a place
where people drank, smoked cigars, and danced; it was not a
godly place.

I told him that I thought God would be concerned about
only one thing: our motive for being there. “If you came here
to just hang out with these famous people,” I said, “you have
wasted a good evening. I came here for a specific reason.
There is someone in this club to talk to about Jesus Christ.”
Why else would Satan have bars? They draw lost people to-
gether so we can witness to them! We had a very encourag-
ing conversation.

When the lights came on in the club at 1 a.m., Charles
informed me that it was closing time. He loves staying out
late, so I couldn’t believe he would live in a place where all
the clubs close that early. But Phoenix has a lot of good golf
courses, and Charles loves to play golf! The owner came over
and told Charles that he and his friends could stay after
everyone else left. That’s when the party started. The owner
brought Charles a case of the beer he had been drinking, and
Michael Jordan went up to the bar and was downing shots of
tequila. Please understand that what you see of celebrities on
TV is often not what they are like in real life. Commercials
will tell you to “be like Mike.” This is why it is important not
to be like Mike, but to be like Jesus in all that you do.

Michael came over to where we were sitting and poured
a large shot of tequila for Charles. Charles was shaking his
head like he didn’t want to do it. I gave him a look that said
“don’t do it.” Michael was egging him on to do it. So he did it.
The look on his face afterward said that he probably shouldn’t
have done that shot. It is amazing how our pride can get in
the way of doing the right thing.
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Next the bartender poured a shot for a girl sitting next to
me. She drank it, and the look on her face said she shouldn’t
have done it either.

Then the bartender poured a shot and handed it toward
me. This was absolutely no temptation for me. I used to
drink, but when you give something totally over to God, He
can completely remove the desire for it. So I put out my hand
and said, “I don’t drink.”

Suddenly Charles put his hand in front of mine, looked
at the bartender and said, “Hey man, he doesn’t drink.”

Remember this, folks. Some of you have made your stand
that you are not going to drink, use drugs, have immoral sex,
etc. Don’t back down. Because when push comes to shove,
many times it is nonbelievers who will stand up for you
quicker than believers will. They respect the position you
have taken, although they may not say so. So don’t back
down; make your stand and stand strong. The bartender
then took the shot and drank it himself! It was a crazy night.

A few minutes later, Michael announced that it was time
to go. As we were walking out to our cars, Michael was just a
couple of steps in front of me. I was praying for God to turn
this guy around so I could talk with him. That’s the reason I
went there that night. I was thinking, God, what do I have to
do, slap his big bald head and say, “Turn around!”? Then, just
as he got to his car, he turned around! 

So I decided to approach him. Do you think I was nerv-
ous at this point? You bet I was! Remember, we get nervous
sometimes when we share our faith, but nervousness should-
n’t stop us. We have the only right answer for eternity and
we cannot keep it to ourselves. We must tell the world about
Jesus.

As I was approaching Michael, Charles walked over. He
said, “Michael, don’t forget that this is a buddy of mine from
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college.” I was too nervous to figure out what Charles was
doing, but as I thought about it later, I think Charles knew
that I was going to witness to Michael, and in guy lingo he
was telling Michael not to be a jerk to me because I was a
friend.

As I reached out to shake Michael’s hand, I realized that
we were exactly the same size. And all that came to my mind
was, We are the same size, but you jump so much higher than I
do! Then I thought, Cut it out—you have to start witnessing!
So I said, “Michael, I am here speaking at a conference, and I

just wanted to ask you a question.”
He replied, “Okay.”
I asked, “Michael, when you die,

what do you think is on the other
side? What do you think is out there
when we walk out of here?” A serious
look came into his eyes, and he start-
ed nodding his head and thinking.
There was a ten-second silence, which
is a long time for silence in a conversa-
tion. (I call it eternity plus!) But when

people are being silent and thinking, don’t say anything; let
the Lord work on them.

Michael finally answered, “I think there are those pearly
gates when we die.”

I knew I didn’t have much time, so I asked this question:
“Michael, have you ever committed your heart and life to
Jesus Christ?” (I wish I would have said something else, but
that is how it goes sometimes.) 

And quicker than that man jumps off the floor, he an-
swered, “Yes, I have.” But even quicker he added, “Have you
talked to Charles about this?”

I said, “Yes, we talked about it a few months ago.” Michael

just shook his head and began to walk away. So I handed him
a tract, and that was it.

Because Charles used valet parking, and I parked in the
“cheap seats,” Charles was going to give me a ride to my car.
As I crawled into the back seat of his car, sitting on one side
of me was Quinn Buckner, who played basketball at Indiana
University and was a former head coach of the Dallas Mave-
ricks. On the other side was Alex Rodriguez, who used to be
the shortstop for the Seattle Mariners and was now with the
Texas Rangers.

Even though it didn’t go as well as I’d hoped, I had just
witnessed to Michael Jordan, and I was on cloud nine, ten,
and eleven all at the same time! So I asked Alex, “Can I ask
you a question?” The next thing you know, I am talking
about eternity with Alex and Quinn. When we got to my car,
I handed them some tracts and hopped out of the car. Charles
walked me to my car, and invited me over for dinner the fol-
lowing night before I had to leave for a speaking engagement
in Tucson.

The next night when I went to Charles’ house, who
should I see but Michael Jordan! When I walked into the area
where he was, he glanced at me and then looked away, like
he didn’t want to even acknowledge my presence. By the
way, is that okay? Yes, it is. The only thing Michael knows
about me is that I love Jesus enough to try to tell him about
Him. He basically couldn’t handle a conversation on the
topic of God.

Sometimes we get so worried that if we stand up for
Jesus, people are not going to like us. The point is, it doesn’t
matter whether they like us. It matters whether we are living
a life pleasing to the Lord. Jesus was perfect, loved everyone
perfectly, and still got nailed to a cross! So I went over and
said hello to Michael and asked how his day of golf went.
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Later that night, Charles, Michael, and some friends were
sitting at his kitchen table, drinking beer, smoking cigars,
and playing blackjack. It was just a fun game between friends
with some money being wagered. At one point in the game,
Charles lost three straight hands to Michael, losing $4,000 in
ten minutes! When I first got started in the speaking busi-
ness, I made that much in a year! 

From my safe spot on the couch, I observed, “Charles,
that’s a lot of money you just lost.”

“It’s okay, Mark,” he replied. “I won $5,000 last night!”
The night before they had played cards on Michael’s pri-

vate jet while they flew in from Houston. It was like Monop-
oly money to these guys. But as I watched them, their eyes
seemed so empty. The money, cigars, and beer could not sat-
isfy them. Nothing in life can satisfy us, except completely
living wholeheartedly for Jesus.

As I was sitting on the couch, I decided to talk with a
woman seated near me. She was from Chicago, where she
had met Michael, but was now living in Phoenix. I learned
that she had made a commitment to Jesus about five months
earlier. She seemed very solid in her beliefs. So I told her that
the night before, I had gotten into a spiritual conversation
with Michael, but he wasn’t interested in it.

She explained, “Ever since his dad died, Michael avoids
any conversation about Jesus.” What do you think Michael
could be thinking? He may be angry or bitter with God be-
cause of the death of his dad. That is understandable to a
point. She also said that Michael used to talk with Horace
Grant from the Bulls about religion, but doesn’t have much
to do with it now.

I’m glad that I witnessed to Michael Jordan that night. I
now pray for him more than ever before. When you begin to
share your faith, your prayer life will change. Your prayers
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will begin to be for the lost, people whom you would never
have met if you weren’t out witnessing.

The Finality of Death
When I was teaching eighth and ninth grade at a Christian
school, I would read the paper each morning to keep up with
the news as well as to get bonus questions for my tests. It was
a way to encourage my students to read the paper and be
familiar with world events.

One morning I had finished the front page and the busi-
ness section, and was reading the sports section. (I always
save the sports section for last because it is the icing on the
cake!) At the end of the sports section was an obituary page,
and for some reason that morning I decided to read it. While
most of those listed were older, I noticed there were also
some young people who had died.

At that moment, I felt the Lord very clearly speaking to
my heart. I did not hear a voice, but it was as clear in my
spirit as the “winning, winning, winning” concept that God
had revealed to me. God laid on my heart, “All these people
died yesterday. All these people took their last breath yester-
day. And, Mark, there is nothing you can do about it. You
can’t plant one more seed. You can’t have one more conver-
sation with any of them. Each of these people is in heaven or
hell, and they will be there forever and ever and ever.”

I was stunned. The finality of what I was reading on the
obituary page had never really hit me.

My heart was racing as I got dressed and drove to school.
My first period that day was a ninth grade Bible class. I told
the students what had happened that morning and we talked
about it as a group. We decided that once you read a friend’s
name on the obituary page, once you are at a friend’s funer-
al, it is too late to find out the most important piece of infor-
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mation about him: whether he knows Jesus Christ as his
Savior. So we came up with a motto, one that I live my life
by: If they’re breathing, they need Jesus!

Think about it. Every breathing person you will ever
meet needs Jesus. Those who are believers already realize how
much they need Him in their life. Those who are nonbeliev-
ers most definitely need Him, for the rest of this life and for
the eternal life to come. Since all these breathing people need

Jesus, and you know Him personally
(you know what I am going to say)
. . . just go ahead and tell everyone you
meet about the Son of God until you
draw your last breath!

By the way, do you realize that the
God of this universe literally holds
your breath in His palm? Daniel wrote
about “the God who holds your breath
in His hand and owns all your ways”

(5:23). Why not thank God for giving you the breath of life
today? And then use the breath that He has given you to fur-
ther His kingdom here on earth until He returns.
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SAY WHAT?
“If sinners will be damned, at least let them leap to hell over
our bodies. And if they will perish, let them perish with our
arms about their knees, imploring them to stay. If hell must
be filled, at least let it be filled in the teeth of our exertions,

and let not one go there unwarned or unprayed for.”

The number one reason people don’t share their faith
is that they are afraid of being rejected. That excuse
has been eliminated by the Scriptures—now we know

that every time we share our faith it is a winning situation.
The next biggest reason people don’t share their faith is that
they don’t know how to. As already pointed out, if someone
has led you to Christ, then you know how to lead someone
else to Christ. So, now that you’ve overcome those barriers
and decided to step out and witness, let’s say you’ve gotten
someone thinking about matters of eternity. How do you
transition to the gospel? Let’s walk through some questions
you can ask to learn about the person’s spiritual beliefs.

A conversation starter can be as simple as asking, “Do you
believe in Easter (or Christmas)? What do you believe about
it?” You can also ask for directions. I will approach someone
at a gas station (or anywhere else) and say, “I need some di-
rections. Can you help me out?”

People always answer, “Sure, where are you trying to go?”
“I am trying to get to heaven,” I respond. “Do you know

how to get there?” If the person says yes, find out why. If he
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says no, ask if he would like to know the way, or ask what he
believes will happen after he dies. This question usually gets
a great reaction; watch the person’s expression when you ask
for directions to heaven! 

Another good way to transition to a spiritual topic is to
say, “Can I ask you an interesting question?” Or, “Can I ask
you a tough question?” This helps to pique curiousity and
get people thinking before you even ask the main question.
Then simply ask any of the following questions to help you
learn their spiritual beliefs.

Where are you on your spiritual journey? (or) What is
happening spiritually in your life? 
Everyone is on a spiritual journey of some sort, but the
question is, what will be the final destination of that jour-
ney? Carl Sagan, a renowned atheist, was on a spiritual jour-
ney during his life. Now that he is dead, he is 100 percent as-
sured of what is out there—but it’s too late for him to do
anything about it. We want to ensure that people know what
is awaiting them before they leave the planet.

As I was on a flight from Los Angeles to Atlanta, a large
man with scraggly hair sat down next to me. And I didn’t say
a word to him! I am normally very friendly, so I don’t know
why I did that. He quickly fell asleep. I witness to a lot of
people, but even I won’t witness to someone who is sleeping! 

I was very tired myself because I had just flown in from
Hong Kong after a mission trip in China, so I walked around
on the plane a bit to keep myself awake. I knew I was sup-
posed to talk with the man seated next to me, so I prayed,
“Lord, if You want me to talk with this guy, You must wake
him up.” Not five minutes after I sat back down, it was like
he had had two cups of coffee, and he was awake and ready
to go!
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As we began to talk, I found him to be a very interesting
man. He was a cameraman who worked for MTV. He had
been a cameraman for VH1, the Super Bowl, etc., so he must
be great at his job. By the way, encourage a lost person when-
ever you get the chance. The Bible says that believers need
encouragement (1 Thessalonians 5:11), and if we do, then
surely lost people do too.

I took time to encourage him, then I said, “Can I ask you
an interesting question? What is happening spiritually in your
life?”

He responded, “Well, not much of anything.”
I was thinking, You have to give me more information

than that! So I followed up with, “Aren’t all of us on a spiri-
tual journey of some sort?”

He then added, “Well, when I visit my mother in New
York, she takes me to church every Sunday.”

Bingo! That was my opening, and we spent the rest of
the flight talking about spiritual things, God, and Jesus. You
can see why that is a great question. Another benefit of that
question is that it doesn’t mention Jesus. It’s a very powerful
name, and if you mention it too early in a conversation, it
can scare people off. It’s important to build trust and friend-
ship at the beginning of a conversation.

If you died tonight, are you 100 percent sure that you
would go to heaven?
I heard about a man in Australia who would walk up to some-
one and say, “Excuse me. If you died tonight, are you 100
percent assured that you would go to heaven?” And then he
would hand the person a gospel tract. That’s all he said. He
would try to do this to ten people each day, and he kept at it
for forty years! Now that is faithfulness. At the end of those
forty years, he had not heard of one piece of fruit from his
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ministry. When a pastor discovered several people who were
saved because of seeds this man had planted, he investigated
and found that the number of saved people reached into the
tens of thousands! That is how powerful this question is. It
gets right to the point and makes people think.

Is it possible that the people you talk with could die to-
day? The answer is yes. The only question is: Where will they
be if they did die today? One day I was talking with one of
my students in my office. I wanted to invest more time in
him, so I asked if he would like to go out to dinner the next
week. He said, “Mr. Cahill, I would love that.” Little did I
know that six hours later he would put a loaded pistol to his
head and pull the trigger. I had only six hours left with this
student, not a week. People have told me that God had
tugged on their heart to witness to someone and they didn’t,
and the person died the same day. I didn’t feel impressed to
witness to this student on that day; I had talked with him
before about his salvation. Yet I wonder if I missed God’s
agenda that day because I already had my own. Keep listen-
ing for the still, small voice of the Lord so you will not have
any regrets on Judgment Day.

A great way to start a conversation with a stranger is to
use a survey approach. The word “survey” has a negative con-
notation so I often call it a “project.” You can create you own
survey questions and have your youth group or Bible study
group talk with a certain number of people each week.

Instead of using a large clipboard, which can be intimi-
dating to the people I’m trying to talk with, I use a Post-It
notepad to record their responses. That also allows me to
give them information, such as the title of a book I’d like
them to read. Some believers using this approach carry 3"×5"
cards or a small spiral notebook.

This particular question is a good one to use for a survey,
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because people answer it! One time I walked up to a gen-
tleman in a mall and said, “Can you help me out? I’m work-
ing on a project.” He didn’t say a word! 

I continued, “Well, I am asking people the question: If
you died tonight, are you 100 percent sure that you would go
to heaven?”

He turned to me and responded, “You’ve asked the wrong
man that question.”

This is not how I wanted it to go. So I asked, “Why is
that?”

He answered, “Because I am an atheist. When you die,
you die, and that’s all there is.”

Forty-five minutes later, we were
still talking! It’s easy to talk to athe-
ists about God; they have no way to
defend their position. They cannot
prove that there is no God. The man
told me that a few years earlier his
closest buddy committed his life to
Jesus, and then died in a car accident
two weeks later! We had a marvelous
talk. He then asked me if that survey
was just to allow me to talk about
Jesus.

“I use the data for talks that I give,” I replied, “but basi-
cally, yes, that is what it is for.”

He said, “That’s a great idea!” Numerous lost people have
mentioned that the survey approach is a good idea.

By the way, can believers in Jesus be 100 percent sure that
if they died today they would go to heaven? I am amazed at
the number of people who don’t think you can know that.
Even more amazing is how many lost people have said they
know for sure that if they died today, they would go to hell.
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If they can know that, why can’t we know whether we would
be going to heaven when we die? Look at what the Bible says:

■ “Most assuredly, I say to you, he who believes in Me has
everlasting life” (John 6:47).

■ “If you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and be-
lieve in your heart that God has raised Him from the
dead, you will be saved” (Romans 10:9). Not that you
might be saved, but you will be saved!

■ “Whoever calls upon the name of the LORD shall be
saved” (Romans 10:13).

■ “He who has the Son has life; he who does not have the
Son of God does not have life. These things I have writ-
ten to you who believe in the name of the Son of God,
that you may know that you have eternal life, and that
you may continue to believe in the name of the Son of
God” (1 John 5:12,13).

We can know where we will spend eternity. That is very
important in witnessing. If we know that when we die we’ll
go to heaven, does it matter what a lost person says or does
to us as we share our faith? No, it doesn’t. Don’t ever forget
that as you boldly make your stand for Jesus.

Paul wrote in Philippians 1:21, “To me, to live is Christ,
and to die is gain.” Paul knew that this life was to be lived to
please Jesus, and that when he died and went to heaven it
would be much better than living on earth. That is why Paul
could walk into any town and have the craziest of events
happen, but it just didn’t matter to him. He knew that when
he took his last breath, he would be in the arms of Jesus for
all eternity. Do you have that same assurance? When you do,
life is a whole lot of fun! Stay close to Jesus so He will be able
to use you right up to your very last breath on earth!
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If you were to die tonight and stand in front of God, and
He asked, “Why should I let you into heaven?” what
would you tell Him?
This is a great follow-up to use with the previous question.
Since it doesn’t have a yes or no answer, it will draw out
more information from the person so you can know how to
direct the conversation. This is also a great question because
we all know that we will have to answer it one day. When all
is said and done, we know we’ll have to give an account of
our lives. Did fifteen people at Columbine High School have
to answer this question? Yes, they did. Two people weren’t
thinking about it much or they wouldn’t have done what
they did.

Did Frank Sinatra, the great singer, have to answer this
question? You bet he did. His theme song was “I Did It My
Way.” Frank Sinatra found out very quickly that doing it your
way doesn’t cut it when you stand in front of God.

Are you doing it God’s way? It is the only way to live this
life—wholly pleasing to the God of this universe.

People typically answer this question by saying they are
good enough to go to heaven. But the Bible says, “By grace
you have been saved through faith, and that not of your-
selves; it is the gift of God, not of works, lest anyone should
boast” (Ephesians 2:8,9). God has given us salvation as a free
gift, and we must choose whether to accept it. If we got to
heaven by what we did and not by what Jesus did for us, we
would brag about ourselves instead of bragging about that
Guy with the nail-pierced hands and feet.

Isaiah 64:6 says, “We are all like an unclean thing, and all
our righteousnesses are like filthy rags.” Think of that—to an
all-holy and pure God, our righteous acts are just like filthy
rags. And if our righteous acts are filthy, how bad does that
make our sins? They are nasty and putrid before our holy,
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pure, and righteous God. As you can see, our good works will
not get us into the kingdom of Almighty God.

One day I had a knock on my apartment door rather early
in the morning. Normally that is not a good sign. My up-
stairs neighbor asked, “Have you been to your car yet?” This
is not something you want to hear early in the morning!
When I walked out to my car, I saw that someone must have
really wanted my ten-disk CD player the night before—the
thief shattered my window and stole it! In it at the time was
the Bible on CD. All I hoped for was
that, when the thief turned it on, he
would hear something like, “You shall
not steal”! That thought brought a big
smile to my face!

I called the police to report the in-
cident. It was raining when the police-
man arrived, so we stood underneath
my big golf umbrella. Because it start-
ed to rain hard and he was definitely a
captive audience, I began to witness to
him. When I asked him this question, he told me he was a
very good guy and he would be okay on Judgment Day.

So I said, “Let me give you something to think about.
Let’s say your grandmother visits you on your birthday and
gives you a brand new pair of Nike Air Jordan tennis shoes
worth $120. You’re very excited. Then you reach into your
wallet and pull out $120 and give it to your grandmother.
How would your grandmother feel?”

He replied, “Very insulted.”
“Exactly,” I continued. “She is trying to give you a gift,

and you’re trying to pay for it. The only thing you can do
with a gift is accept it. That is exactly what God is trying to
do for you. He is trying to give you the gift of the blood of
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Jesus shed on the cross for your sins, and you are trying to
pay for it. You can’t do that; you can only accept it as a gift.”

The policeman nodded and said, “That is the best exam-
ple I’ve ever heard.” This Nike shoe example really makes
sense to people. Give it a try.

A friend of mine uses this example when people say they
are good enough to go to heaven: If you take a burnt cake
and put white icing on it, how does it look? Sure, it looks
good on the outside—but when you take a bite out of it,
how does it taste? Probably most of us have taken a bite out
of a burnt cookie or piece of cake before, and were excited at
first until we hit the burnt part. It tastes horrible. We are the
same way with good works. We try to look good on the out-
side with our good works, but on the inside we are nasty and
horrible because of our sin. We can’t merely cover our sin; it
must be gotten rid of.

In Chapter 8, I will show you an excellent response to
use when people say they are good enough to go to heaven.
It is straight out of the book of Romans, and will literally
change the way you share your faith.

By the way, is there a right answer on Judgment Day?
There certainly is. First John 1:7 says, “If we walk in the light
as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one another,
and the blood of Jesus Christ His Son cleanses us from all
sin.” When you study different religions, you quickly realize
that there is only one thing that will get rid of our sins—the
pure cleansing blood of Jesus. If that blood has cleansed you
of all your sin, make sure you thank Him for that today!

When you die, what do you think is on the other side?
What do you think is out there when you walk out of here?
This is probably my favorite question to use as part of a sur-
vey or in a conversation. I like it because it is very open-
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ended. It doesn’t assume anything. Also, many people I talk
with say they really love this question. It is amazing how
many people love the question, yet have no clue what the
right answer is! But that is where we come in and can let
them know the correct answer.

When you ask this question, you will hear all kinds of
answers—heaven and hell, heaven and no hell, nothing, re-
incarnation, unsure, an energy source that is out there, white
light, etc. Some college students lately have even been an-
swering, “Aliens.” (I am not sure what they are being taught
at these colleges, but it doesn’t sound good!) To learn more
about what people believe, talk with them awhile about their
spiritual beliefs. Let God show you when to make the transi-
tion to talk about the eternal truth of the Bible and Jesus.

At Emory University in Atlanta, I used the survey ap-
proach to start a conversation with a student, then asked her
this question. She told me that she believed in reincarnation.

I then asked, “Where do you get your information on re-
incarnation?” That opened up a thirty-minute conversation
on what she believed. She was into a strange form of Bud-
dhism, and had actually flown to France to study under a
Buddhist teacher.

After I saw the opportunity to transition to the truth, we
talked for another thirty minutes about the truth of the Bible,
Jesus, sin, etc. At the end of our conversation, I gave her a
tract and a book. (When people are really searching for the
truth, I like to give them God Doesn’t Believe in Atheists by
Ray Comfort, The Case for Christ by Lee Strobel, or More
Than a Carpenter by Josh McDowell.) 

She told me, “I would like to thank you for something.
My beliefs are kind of strange; my friends have told me that.
But you made me feel so comfortable talking about them
that I really want to thank you.”
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She was right—her beliefs were pretty strange! But we
need to let people feel comfortable talking about what they
believe, then when we transition to the gospel they will listen
to us. Because I took time to build a rapport with her, she
heard me when I talked about eternal truth. Being a listener
also helps you learn about other people’s beliefs, so you will
see where you need to counter the lies Satan has fed them.

Why do you wear that cross?
An easy way to start a conversation with people is to ask
about something they are wearing: T-shirt, jewelry, tattoo,
etc. You can also use anything in your surroundings—a pic-
ture on a wall, nature, something that just happened, etc.—
to steer a conversation in the eternal direction.

When you ask people why they wear a cross, the most
frequent answer is that it looks good. That is nowhere near
the right answer. So I usually ask, “Did you know that some-
one died on that cross?” The answer is often no.

I then add, “Did you know that the cross is an instru-
ment of death?” Again, people often say no.

Sometimes I ask, “Would you wear an electric chair
around your neck?” That really makes people think. The cross
is the electric chair of 2,000 years ago. Satan has reduced the
most important and beautiful act in the history of the world
into a mere piece of jewelry. I don’t think our Savior was
nailed to the cross thinking, Won’t this cross make a nice piece
of jewelry in the future? 

This type of question works really well to get a conversa-
tion going. I have seen people commit their lives to Jesus
after a conversation that started with their cross necklace.

I was in a yogurt shop one day and noticed that the
young man behind the counter had “#1” on his necklace. I
asked, “Darius, by the way, who is number 1?”
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“I am,” he boasted. “Why do you think I am wearing this
necklace?” He seemed pretty excited about the idea. He was
fifteen and thought the whole world revolved around him.

So I prompted him, “Darius, who do you think will be
number one on the day you die?” He didn’t have an answer,
but he sure did before I left.

Another time, I was in a mall and noticed a guy wearing
a long, black trench coat and a necklace with a real skull on
it. I walked up to him and inquired, pointing to his necklace,
“What in the world is that?” He told me that it was the skull
of a muskrat—and he was walking around in public with
this on! 

I learned that he was a philosophy and religion major at
Georgia State University. He definitely did not know the right
answer to eternity, and I was able to talk with him about it
for thirty minutes just by using his necklace as a conversa-
tion starter.

A friend of mine once got me a plane ticket for a 7:00 a.m.
flight. I would suggest to you that that is not a real friend! I
arrived at the airport very early and was just trying to stay
awake when I saw a college-age guy sit down about twenty
seats away. He had a rainbow ribbon on his shirt and anoth-
er one tied around his backpack. The rainbow ribbon is a
sign of the homosexual movement. So I put my head in my
hands and thought, God, it is way too early to witness! I am
not a big fan of early mornings! I knew I needed to chat with
this guy, so I walked over and sat down next to him.

“Cute ribbon,” I commented. “What does it stand for?”
Someone asked me once, “Isn’t that a loaded question?”

Of course, it is. We can ask loaded questions. Our answers
are loaded; why can’t our questions be? 

The student told me that it stood for diversity. I asked
him why he wore it and he answered, “We had a diversity
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week on our Catholic college campus, and I just think peo-
ple need to let others believe what they want to believe, and
stop telling them what they ought to believe.”

I said, “Can I ask you a personal question? Are you a ho-
mosexual?” He said he wasn’t, so I asked, “Why do you wear
that ribbon then?” He repeated that we just need to let peo-
ple believe what they want to believe.

That gave me a perfect opening to talk with him about
absolute versus relative truth (which we’ll cover in Chapter
10). Twenty minutes later when the airline gave the last call
for his flight, he said, “Thank you so much for this conversa-
tion on absolute versus relative truth,” and he took a tract

booklet before boarding his plane. It was
another great opportunity to share God’s
truth, based on something the person
was wearing.

While I was in Miami, a high school
buddy and I stopped at a Starbucks. The
college-age girl behind the counter had a
couple of tattoos on her neck, so I asked
her what they stood for. She explained
that they were Egyptian symbols—one

stood for earth and one stood for eternity.
That started a good, ten-minute conversation. She said

she was really searching at that point in her life, so I gave her
ten dollars to get a book that I wanted her to read. I encour-
aged her, shook her hand, and turned to leave.

When my friend and I got outside, he asked, “Mark, did
you see her eyes when you turned around and left?”

“Bruce, I turned around and left; of course I didn’t see
her eyes!”

He said, “Her eyes got huge!”
She probably couldn’t believe that a customer would take
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the time to witness to her, but especially that someone would
give her ten dollars to buy a book. She could take that money
and do anything she wanted with it. But it is important to
put our money where our mouth is when it comes to what
we believe.

Do you want to go to heaven? 
This is a great question because everyone answers, “Yes,” or,
“If there is one.” Then you can follow up with, “Do you know
how to get there?” or, “Can I show you how to get there?”
Within a couple of questions you can be sharing the gospel
with someone.

I was talking with a man from Norway and asked, “Do
you want to go to heaven?”

He responded, “Of course, I do.”
I asked, “Do you know how to get there?”
“I have no clue!” he replied.
“Do you know how to get home to Norway from here?”
“Yes. I get in my car and drive to the airport. I get on a

plane and fly to Norway. Then I get in my car and go home.”
So I said, “You know how to get to Norway, but you don’t

know how to get to heaven?”
“Nope.”
“Well, this is your lucky day,” I said, “because I know how

to get there!”
I don’t actually believe in luck; I believe in the providen-

tial hand of an Almighty God. But is it possible that today
could be a “lucky” day for someone who is planning to go to
the mall or to work, but the God of this universe will send
you across his path to bring the eternal information he so
desperately needs? Step out in faith, tell someone about Jesus
—the only way to heaven—and you just might be an answer
to prayer!
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What is the most important thing in the world to you?
On the day you die, what do you think will be the most
important thing to you?
This is another great survey question. It lets you know im-
mediately what people value in life. To the first question you
will often get answers like money, family, health, etc. Surpris-
ingly, many times people will give the same answer on the
second question as they did on the first.

While at an airport, I sat next to a gentleman and asked if
he would help me on a project. He very nicely agreed. I asked,
“What is the most important thing in the world to you?”

He gave a very common answer: “My family.”
I continued, “On the day you die, what do you think will

be the most important thing?”
He answered again, “My family.” I asked what he meant

and he explained, “I hope I have left behind enough money
to take care of my family now that I am gone.”

I asked, “Shouldn’t the most important thing on that day
be where you are going, and making sure that your family
comes with you?”

“I’ve never thought about that before,” he replied. We
got into a great conversation, because these questions started
him thinking about eternal matters.

Use Word Pictures
When you’re talking to the lost, using word pictures can help
the spiritual concepts to make more sense. After I have talked
with someone about sin, repentance, and the blood of Jesus,
I often use a word picture such as this: “It’s as if you had a
security tag on your jeans, and you walked out of a store.
What would happen?”

When the person answers that the alarm would go off, I
say, “Exactly. Picture heaven the same way. At the gates of
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heaven, imagine that there are sensors when you try to go in.
What is the only thing that will set off the alarm as you try
to enter?”

The usual response is, “My sin.”
“That’s right. Your sin will set off the alarm; but if you

have been cleansed of all your sin by the blood of Jesus
Christ, can you walk through those gates once you leave
earth?”

And the person always says yes—
usually with a big smile! Most individ-
uals have heard an alarm go off at a de-
partment store, and no one wants to
be the culprit who sets it off. Of course,
none of us would want that to happen
to us in an eternal sense. People can
easily understand this clear example.

While I was witnessing to a youth
at a mall, it seemed like the cross was-
n’t making much sense to him. I no-
ticed a sign on a store window advertising a sale inside. I
asked, “If your favorite store had 50 percent off on all cloth-
ing today, would you buy anything?”

He replied, “Of course, I would.”
“If they had 99 percent off on all clothing, would you

buy anything?”
“Not only would I buy stuff, I would get something for

my friends!” (I guess so, since the clothes would be about 50
cents per item!) 

“If you would accept 99 percent off of some piece of
clothing,” I said, “why in the world wouldn’t you accept the
offer of 100 percent off of all your sin—past, present, and
future—washed clean by the blood of Jesus Christ?” I could
see he finally understood.
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It is literally the best deal in the entire universe! Present
it to people that way. Everyone loves a good deal. Jesus is the
best thing that has ever happened in the history of this uni-
verse. Make sure people know that!

The next chapter looks at the biblical way to present the
gospel so it makes sense to the lost. Read it prayerfully and
let it change the way you share your faith.
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They crucified Him, and two others with Him,
one on either side, and Jesus in the center.

JOHN 19:18

Icannot express how important this chapter is when shar-
ing your faith. The information in this chapter is crucial
for helping the lost understand their need for the Savior.
As you share your faith, there are three things you should

talk about in every conversation. They are sin, repentance,
and the cross. If you don’t explain sin, people won’t realize
their need for a Savior. If you just share Jesus without dis-
cussing sin, then He becomes simply another religious figure
like Mohammed or Buddha—people will not know why
Jesus is the only answer or why they need Him.

When mentioning sin, most believers cite Romans 3:23,
which says, “All have sinned and fall short of the glory of
God.” For the lost to understand this verse, they need a defi-
nition for one of those words. They need to know what “sin”
is. The Greek word for sin means “missing the mark”—there
is a certain standard, and you have missed it. A word picture
would be the bulls-eye on a target. If you shot an arrow at
the target and missed the bulls-eye, you missed the mark.

To keep things simple, the lost need to know what the
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mark is so they would know whether they have made it or
missed it. A very good approach when trying to understand
biblical concepts is to let the Bible interpret the Bible. The
answer is likely in the Bible somewhere, and not just in
someone’s opinion. That is why we must know the Word of
Almighty God above all else. In this case, all we have to do is
look a few verses earlier, and the answer is right there.

Romans 3:19,20 says, “Now we know that whatever the
law says, it says to those who are under the law, that every
mouth may be stopped, and all the world may become guilty
before God. Therefore by the deeds of the law no flesh will
be justified in His sight, for by the law is the knowledge of
sin.”

The law must be very important: it will not only stop
people’s mouths (keep them from attempting to justify them-
selves), but will show them that they are guilty before God.
And it is the law that brings the knowledge of sin. So to un-
derstand what sin is, we need to know what this law is.

Psalm 19:7 informs us, “The law of the LORD is perfect,
converting the soul.” This law is perfect and converts the
soul. What is this law?

First John 3:4 says, “Whoever commits sin also commits
lawlessness, and sin is lawlessness.” Breaking the law is sin,
period.

The final clue in our search is in Romans 7:7, which says,
“What shall we say then? Is the law sin? Certainly not! On
the contrary, I would not have known sin except through the
law. For I would not have known covetousness unless the law
had said, ‘You shall not covet.’”

If the law says, “You shall not covet,” what exactly is the
law? “You shall not covet” is the tenth of the Ten Command-
ments. So the law must be referring to the Ten Command-
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ments. Therefore, to know what sin is, we must know what
the Ten Commandments are.

The Ten Commandments
The Ten Commandments can be found in both Exodus 20
and Deuteronomy 5, so they must be very important if they
are stated twice by God in His holy Scriptures. Let’s take a
look at what those Ten Commandments are (from the Book
of Exodus):

1. “You shall have no other gods before Me” (verse 3).

This means God should be the focal point of your affec-
tions. The rich young ruler’s god was money. What has
your affection? Upon what do you meditate? When you
lay your head on your pillow, what do you think about?

2. “You shall not make for yourself any carved image, or
any likeness of anything that is in heaven above, or that
is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the
earth; you shall not bow down to them nor serve them”
(verses 4 and 5).

The golden calf is probably the classic example of this
from the Bible, although an idol doesn’t have to be a tan-
gible item. People also make an idol anytime they create
a god that fits their own image. For example, I recently
talked with a girl who claimed she was a Christian, but
said that the god she believed in would not have created
a hell. That is not the God of the Bible; her god does not
exist. Some people want a lawless god. That god also
doesn’t exist.

3. “You shall not take the name of the LORD your God in
vain, for the LORD will not hold him guiltless who takes
His name in vain” (verse 7).
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Isn’t it amazing how Satan has turned the most holy name
in the universe into a name that we use flippantly or even
as a curse word?

4. “Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy” (verse 8).

No matter what you consider as keeping the Sabbath, you
have broken it—and so has everyone else.

5. “Honor your father and your mother, that your days may
be long upon the land which the LORD your God is giv-
ing you” (verse 12).

This is an unconditional statement. It doesn’t mean to
honor your parents only if they give you the curfew you
want, or if you think they are worthy, or anything else.
Parents must be obeyed just because they are parents.
This commandment has nothing to do with the worthi-
ness of the parents, but only with the obedience of the
children.

6. “You shall not murder” (verse 13).

God made this one very straightforward and simple. We
might refer to abortion as a “choice,” but it is still mur-
der. It is the taking of innocent life. Jesus stated in the
Sermon on the Mount that even hating or being angry
with someone is the same as murder (Matthew 5:21,22).
He judges the inside (our hearts) as well as the outside
(our actions).

7. “You shall not commit adultery” (verse 14).

In the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus let us know that even
looking with lust is the same as committing adultery
(Matthew 5:27,28). Intent matters to God even if it may
not matter to us.
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8. “You shall not steal” (verse 15).

Theft is theft irrespective of value. Whether it is some-
thing small or large that is stolen, it is stealing in God’s
eyes. Stealing an answer from someone else’s test and
stealing time from an employer are also theft.

9. “You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor”
(verse 16).

Lying is wrong according to the God who says, “You shall
know the truth, and the truth shall make you free” (John
8:32). Big lies, small lies, or white lies—all are lies to
God.

10. “You shall not covet your neighbor’s house; you shall not
covet your neighbor’s wife, nor his manservant, nor his
maidservant, nor his ox, nor his donkey, nor anything
that is your neighbor’s” (verse 17).

We covet before we steal. We covet before we commit
adultery. Coveting opens up the floodgates of sin.

After reviewing the Ten Commandments, we may think
we’re not too bad if we have broken only a few of them. We
may have missed the mark, but we think we can try again a
little harder. However, the Bible says, “Whoever shall keep
the whole law, and yet stumble in one point, he is guilty of
all” (James 2:10). If we have broken even one of the Ten Com-
mandments, it is as if we have broken all of them. That is a
pretty tough standard to follow. By that standard, Adolph
Hitler, Timothy McVeigh, Osama bin Laden, Billy Graham,
Mother Teresa, you, and I would all be guilty. That would put
all of us in an eternal world of hurt, unless God provided a
way to remove those sins that we have committed.

Numbers 32:23 warns us, “Take note, you have sinned
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against the LORD; and be sure your sin will find you out.” We
may try to hide our sin with good works every now and then,
but our sin will surely find us out before the throne of Al-
mighty God one day.

With this dismal reality, is there any way out, or are we
just doomed by this Law? You’d better believe there is hope!
And that hope is in the Son of God and in His blood.

Our Tutor
Galatians 3:24 explains, “Therefore the law was our tutor to
bring us to Christ, that we might be justified by faith.” That’s
its purpose: the Law carries us right to Jesus. People attempt
to be justified by their works, but the Law leads us to Jesus so
that we can be justified by our faith, not by our works.

Greek is a very descriptive language. The Greek word for
“tutor” in Galatians 3:24 is also translated
“schoolmaster” or “teacher.” It describes
someone who walked or carried a child
to school to make sure he arrived. Now
do you see how the Law works? It will
literally carry someone right to the cross,
which is where we want to go in any wit-
nessing conversation.

As I was listening to a sermon by a
pastor who used to work in advertising,
one statement in particular caught my
attention. In commercials, he explained,
advertisers never present why their product is better than the
competition. Instead, they create a desire for their product so
people will want to buy it. Why, in commercials, do they
place an attractive woman next to the car? They are trying to
create a desire in you so that you will buy their product. It
occurred to me that that is exactly what the Law of God, the
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Ten Commandments, does for a sinner. Helping sinners see
their personal guilt before a holy, just God will create in
them a desire for whatever can get rid of their sin. They will
now have a desire for Jesus and His cleansing blood.

Romans 2:15,16 says, “[They] show the work of the law
written in their hearts, their conscience also bearing witness,
and between themselves their thoughts accusing or else ex-
cusing them in the day when God will judge the secrets of
men by Jesus Christ, according to my gospel.” God clearly
states that He has written His Law onto the hearts of man-
kind; their conscience will bear witness to this. Conscience
(con + science) means “with knowledge.” The lost will have
knowledge of their sin. By going through the Ten Com-
mandments as we witness, we can help bring it to the fore-
front, and then they will see their need for the cross.

While I was at a chapel service at a Christian college
waiting to speak, they played a video of a missionary from
the college who was working in Papua New Guinea. The
missionary stated that the people in that area had no written
language; everything was passed down by word of mouth.
Interestingly, they had a code of conduct to live by. One of
their rules was to not touch their neighbor’s wife. This
sounds like the seventh commandment to not commit adul-
tery. Another rule was to not take other people’s things. That
is what the eighth commandment says when it tells us not to
steal. Other rules were to not kill people or tell falsehoods
about them. Even though the villagers didn’t have written
communication, the Law of God was written on their hearts,
and they knew right from wrong.

Putting It Into Practice
How do we use this way of talking about sin in a conversa-
tion? Actually, it is very simple. One Sunday morning while I
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was speaking at a church in Hilton Head, South Carolina, I
gave everyone the assignment to share their faith with some-
one before returning to church that night. When I give an
assignment, I like to do it myself. As I was driving back to
the house where I was staying, I noticed a young man on a
skateboard. I love talking to skateboarders—they are rarely
Christian and are normally very open to conversation. I al-
ways begin by asking them to show me their best skateboard
trick. They love showing off, and it helps to build friendship
before starting a conversation.

This young man was an eighteen-year-old high school
senior. After we talked for a few minutes, I said, “Can I ask
you an interesting question?”

“Sure,” he replied.
I asked, “If you died tonight, are you 100 percent assured

that you would go to heaven?”
He quickly answered, “Yes.”
“How do you know that to be true?”
“Because I am a really good guy.”
“God gave us a standard to determine whether we are

good,” I explained, “and it’s called the Ten Commandments.
Have you heard of them?”

He replied that he had, so I said, “Well, let’s see how you
would do. Have you ever told a lie?”

“Yes.”
“So what would that make you?” I asked.
“A liar.”
“That’s right. Have you ever stolen anything?”
“Yes, I have.”
“What would that make you?”
“A thief,” he responded.
“Have you ever lusted in your heart for someone?”
He replied, “Of course.”
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“Jesus said that is the same as committing adultery. Now,
by your own admission, you have told me that you are a liar,
a thief, and an adulterer at heart. You are not sounding half
as good as you claimed to be just a few minutes ago.”

Suddenly his head dropped. When the truth came out, he
wasn’t all that good by God’s standard. No one is. So when I
transitioned to the cross, it suddenly made sense to him.

One of the biggest lies Satan tells the lost is that they will
be good enough for God on Judgment Day. If they helped an
old lady across the road, threw a few dollars into the collec-
tion plate, had the best-kept yard in the neighborhood, etc.,
then they will be just fine on Judgment Day. Do you see how

the Law works to break right through
that lie? 

I recently caught part of the movie
Saving Private Ryan. At the end of the
movie, Private Ryan, who had survived
the battles of World War II, was now an
older gentleman. To assure himself that
he was fulfilling a commitment he had
made to a dying soldier, he appealed to
his wife, “Tell me I’ve led a good life.
Tell me I’m a good person.” He was try-

ing to justify his life by being a good man. But the problem
was that he was asking his wife. Another person will not judge
whether we are good enough.

The Bible explicitly states that when we die, we will stand
in front of God—not anyone else (Romans 2:16; 2 Corinthi-
ans 5:10; Revelation 20:11–15). It is only His opinion that
matters, and by His standard we are all in a lot of trouble
and in desperate need of a Savior. Isn’t it nice to know that
God has provided one, and He is available to all who truly
want Him?
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A Game Show
One day I was flying back to Atlanta from Colorado, where I
had spoken at a camp hosted by Summit Ministries. (It is the
top Christian leadership camp in the country. If you want to
learn how to defend the Christian worldview and how to
make a bold stand for Christ wherever you are, contact
Summit Ministries at www.summit.org or 719-685-9103.) 

A woman was sitting two seats over, with some of her
belongings in the empty seat between us. I glanced over and
noticed a DMB sticker with a lot of autographs. DMB stands
for the Dave Matthews Band, a secular band that is popular
with teens and college-age folks.

I asked her what the sticker was for, and she explained
that she had been to the Dave Matthews concert the night
before in Denver. She said there were 70,000 people were
there. That is a lot of people! Be praying for the day when we
will see 70,000 coming to stadiums for church services, and
not just when Billy Graham comes to town.

When I asked how she got the band members’ auto-
graphs, she answered, “I am a disc jockey from a rock station
in Baltimore, and I was allowed to go backstage.” That was
pretty cool, and it was obvious she was proud of that.

After we chatted for a while, I said, “Can I ask you an in-
teresting question?”

She replied, “Sure.”
“When you die, what do you think is on the other side?”
“I love that question,” she answered. “I grew up Lutheran,

so I think there is a heaven and a hell, but I have been search-
ing out reincarnation lately.”

So we talked a little about reincarnation. Eventually I said,
“The Bible, being true, lets us know that there is a heaven
and a hell. That being the case, if you died today, which place
would you go to?”
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She said, “Oh, I would definitely be going to heaven.”
“How do you know that to be true?”
With an air of confidence she replied, “Because I am a

good person.”
I am amazed that there is as much evil in the world as

there is, because everyone I meet is such a good person! I re-
sponded, “God has given us a standard of good and bad, and
it’s called the Ten Commandments. Let’s see how you are
doing.”

She eagerly agreed. It was as if this were a game show,
and she wanted to see how she would do on the questions!

I began, “Have you ever told a lie?”
“Yes.”
“So what does that make you?”
Rather arrogantly she replied, “A sinner,” almost like she

was proud of it.
I said, “No—more specifically, what does that make you?”
Suddenly she dropped her head; she didn’t want to look

at me. You see, the Law of God is written on our hearts. With
her head lowered she said, “I don’t want to say.”

I assured her, “It’s okay to say, because I’ve done that too.”
“A liar,” she answered.
I continued, “Have you ever stolen anything?”
With her head back up, she said yes. Again, I prompted

her, “What does that make you?”
“A thief.”
“Have you ever lusted in your heart for someone?”
She responded, “Yes.”
“Jesus says that is the same as committing adultery. Have

you ever taken the name of the Lord in vain?”
“Yes.”
“That’s called blasphemy. Have you ever been angry at

someone?”
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She said, “Most definitely.” That’s an interesting answer.
“Jesus says that is the same as committing murder,” I ex-

plained. “Now, by your own admission, you have told me that
you are a liar, a thief, an adulterer, a blasphemer, and a mur-
derer. Would you be guilty or not guilty on Judgment Day?”

Note that I never told her that she was a sinner. She told
me that she was all of those things. That is why you never
have to worry about offending people when you use the Ten
Commandments in witnessing. The lost are just verbally ad-
mitting what they already know in their hearts.

“I would be guilty,” she answered.
“Would that mean you would go to heaven or hell?”
She said, “Hell.” Notice that she went from being a good

person to telling me that she was going to hell, in all of about
five minutes!

I continued, “If you could go from guilty to not guilty on
Judgment Day, would that be good news?” By this time, when
people realize their sin, they can’t wait to hear the good news.

She said, “Yes!”
I then took the time to share with her about repentance,

the cross, and what the blood of Jesus could do for her. She
was very interested when I shared the cross with her because
she now knew her need for it. This isn’t “Jeopardy”! Often
when we share our faith, we want to give people the answer
(Jesus)—and they don’t know what the question is yet. Make
sure that you share Jesus only after people recognize their
need for Him. His shed blood then makes sense to them. If I
walked around saying, “Four, four, four,” you would think I
was crazy. But if I first asked, “What does two plus two equal?”
then stating “four” makes sense. Identify the problem first,
and then give the answer.

At the end of the flight, she asked me for my mail and 
e-mail addresses to keep in touch. When we got off the plane
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in Atlanta, she needed directions to her next flight, so I gave
them to her.

She then looked at me and asked, “Can I give you a hug?”
Here we were, total strangers at the start. I very lovingly

shared the truth with her, making sure I talked about sin. She
appreciated it so much that she felt comfortable enough to
want a hug at the end of the conversation. Step out in faith
and truly witness and act like Jesus, and God will show you
more cool things than you could ever imagine!

It Really Works!
I like to witness in the bar sections of towns, especially in the
summer. These areas are usually bustling with people hang-
ing outside or walking from bar to bar, and many of them
are eager to engage in a conversation. One Saturday night in
Buckhead, the bar area of Atlanta, I used my survey approach
to begin a conversation with a couple in their early twenties.

After the young woman gave me an answer, the guy said,
“There is a heaven and a hell. And when I die I am going to
heaven because I keep the Ten Commandments.” It didn’t take
long to get right to the point! 

“Okay,” I began, “let’s see how you are doing. Have you
ever told a lie?”

He said, “Nope.”
I was thinking, We have all told a lie. You just lied to me in

your answer! So I responded, “What do you mean ‘nope’?”
“I have only stretched the truth before.”
He thought he had me, but I asked, “How far do you

have to stretch the truth before it becomes a lie?” He smiled
and admitted, “Okay, I have lied before.”

“What does that make you?” I asked.
“A liar.”
“Have you ever stolen something?”
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“Yes.”
“What does that make you?”
“A thief.”
I continued, “Have you ever lusted in your heart for a

girl before?”
His answer was, “No.”
His girlfriend quickly pointed a finger at him and said,

“You’ve lusted for me before!” He’s in trouble now! When she
said that, he responded with a curse word—it was the Lord’s
name in vain.

I said, “Wait a minute. There is another one you have
broken! You are 0 for 4 and we have only gone through four
of the Commandments! Would you be guilty or not guilty on
Judgment Day?” He said guilty, and you know where we went
from there. Using the Ten Commandments really is incredi-
bly effective.

After I spoke at a church in Kansas, people came forward
at the end of the service to give testimonies. One woman said
she had been going to church for twenty-six years, but that
this was the first time she could say that she was cleansed of
her sin and was right with Jesus Christ. During the sermon, I
had spent time talking about witnessing and discussed how
to use the Ten Commandments. She said that she knew about
Jesus, but didn’t fully understand why she needed Him. The
Ten Commandments made her realize her guilt before God,
and drove her right to the cross!

On another occasion, I was speaking at a Fellowship of
Christian Athletes meeting at Clemson University. It is al-
ways a fun place to speak because they have a dynamic group
with about eight hundred students at a meeting. As I gave a
talk on the Ten Commandments, I discussed what each Com-
mandment was about, and explained that each one of us has
broken each one of them. I then illustrated how to use the
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Ten Commandments in witnessing. Afterwards, people came
up to ask questions. As I was talking with others, I noticed a
young man walk up and stand a few feet away. The look on
his face said he really wanted to talk with me.

As soon as I could, I walked over to him and asked if I
could help him with anything. He blurted out, “I am not
right with God.”

I asked what he meant, and he replied, “I am in a frater-
nity here at Clemson. All I do is drink—that’s it. Last week
while I was at the fraternity house drinking, I was lying on

the floor, and I looked up to God and
said, ‘God, I am not right with you. If I
died today, I would die and go to hell;
and I don’t want to go there.’” Now,
just a few days later, he walked into this
talk I was giving—the first Christian
event he had ever been to! 

I asked him, “Do you want to get
right with God?”

“Yes, I do.”
“Have you ever told a lie before?”

His response was, “Yes, and I know I am not right with
God!”

I was starting to walk him through the Ten Command-
ments, like I normally do, completely forgetting that I had
just given a fifty-minute talk on them! He knew his guilt be-
fore God. So we talked about the purpose of the cross, and I
asked if he wanted to walk away from this lifestyle, repent of
his sins, and commit his life to Jesus.

“Yes, I do,” he repeated.
When someone is ready to commit his life to Christ, let

him pray. People who are ready to repent of their sins and
come to Jesus really don’t need to repeat a prayer after you.
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God is already working on their hearts—and if He isn’t, hav-
ing them repeat words not only will not help, it will hurt!
Just let them pray.

After praying, we talked about assurance of salvation. I
asked if he had a Bible so he could get started reading. He
didn’t, so I called one of the FCA guys over to help him get a
Bible and get plugged into a men’s Bible study group. I
learned a few months later that this young man had already
read the entire New Testament! 

It is very important to get people lost before you can get
them saved. When you use the Ten Commandments to help
people see their sin before God, they grab hold of Jesus and
don’t let go! And that is how it should be.

Proving the Case
On a flight back from a speaking engagement in Minnesota,
I sat next to a gentleman who was listening to music on his
CD player. He had to turn it off as we taxied out, so I took
the opportunity to begin a conversation. I discovered he was
a gay man who lived in Atlanta, but he had flown to Minne-
sota for the weekend to visit his partner, a professor at the
University of Minnesota. I was excited about the chance to
witness to him. After we had talked awhile I said, “Can I ask
you an interesting question?”

He said, “Sure.”
“When you die,” I asked, “what do you think is on the

other side? What do you think is out there when we walk out
of here?”

“That’s a good question,” he replied. “I’m not really sure,
but I think that there is nothing.”

“How do you know that to be true?” I asked. He didn’t
have any evidence to back up his position.

“Where do you get your information that there is noth-
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ing after we die?” He didn’t have a book or anything else
upon which to base his belief. You will find this to be very
typical.

So then he asked me, “What do you believe?”
That is a great point in a conversation! But always re-

member, people are not interested just in what you believe,
but in why you believe it. How did you arrive at that conclu-
sion? What evidence did you use to make that decision? That’s
what they are looking for.

I explained my belief that there is a God and a heaven
and hell, and that it was the evidence that was very interest-
ing to me. I took time to discuss proofs for God as well as
proofs that the Bible is true.

He remarked, “You ought to be a lawyer. You are arguing
your case very, very well!”

I wasn’t actually arguing with him, but I was proving the
case well—and he appreciated it. He used to be a lawyer, so
he enjoyed someone using logic to make him think. Once I
proved the Bible true, I told him that it says there is a heaven
and a hell, so which place did he want to go to? Of course, he
said heaven.

I asked, “Do you know what it takes to get there?”
“Probably being a good guy.”
“God has given us a standard for being good,” I said, “so

let’s see how you are doing. Have you ever told a lie?”
He answered, “Yes.”
After taking a couple of minutes to review the Ten Com-

mandments, I said, “Now that you have told me that you are
a liar, thief, adulterer, blasphemer, and murderer, would you
be guilty or not guilty on Judgment Day?” He admitted he
would be guilty.

“Would that mean heaven or hell?”
“I guess that means hell.”
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“If you could go from being guilty to not guilty on Judg-
ment Day,” I asked, “would that be good news?”

His eyes suddenly widened as he said, “I know exactly
where you are going with this.”

“Where am I going with this?”
He repeated with eyes still wide, “I know exactly where

you are going with this!”
I asked again, “Where am I going with this?”
He said, “Does this have anything to do with the initials

J. C.?”
I laughed a little and said, “Oh, do you have a hard time

saying the name of Jesus?”
The man had grown up in a Baptist church, so in his

heart he knew the truth of Galatians 3:24—that the Law leads
us to Jesus. He now realized why he would need Jesus to get
rid of all his sin. He knew about Jesus, but now he under-
stood the reason He came to earth two thousand years ago.

At the end of the flight, he told me, “You have made the
flight go by very quickly. Thank you for that, and thank you
for the good conversation.” He loves his sin too much right
now, but a seed has been planted in his life. I am praying
that I will see him in heaven one day, or will see him another
day down here to water that seed.

God’s Word Will Not Return Void
When the door opened for me to speak at a conference for a
certain denomination, I went, even though that denomina-
tion has the reputation of being liberal in their interpreta-
tion of Scripture. On Saturday I spoke to three hundred
teenagers before the big event on Sunday. I gave a basic talk
on the Ten Commandments and how to use them in wit-
nessing. I had barely made it through the Commandments
when a man walked up to me from the side and asked me to
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have the teens stand up and stretch. (They were sitting on a
hard floor.) Then he added, “You have five minutes to fin-
ish.” I glanced at my watch and saw that it was twenty-five
minutes less than what they told me I had! Then it hit me—
they were throwing me off the stage! It was amazing to see
the Ten Commandments work on people’s hearts.

I found out later that a female priest told a friend of
mine, “You must talk with that guy. Tomorrow when he
speaks he cannot mention homosexuality. There are kids
who have brought their two lesbian mothers with them to
this retreat.” What was interesting was that I had never men-
tioned homosexuality in my talk; I merely said that lusting
in your heart is the same as committing adultery. But when
we cite God’s holy standard, the Holy Spirit can work on the
conscience to convict people of their sin.

Needless to say, it was not the best weekend of my life.
The talks didn’t seem to go very well. But always remember
that “we walk by faith, not by sight” (2 Corinthians 5:7).
What we can see is not all that is happening in the spiritual
realm. I received an e-mail a month later from a youth pas-
tor who attended the retreat. There was a very tough teen
whom he hadn’t been able to reach in the two years he’d
been in the youth group. He asked the teenager what he
thought about the retreat.

The teen replied, “It was a great experience. I’ll remem-
ber it for the rest of my life.”

Then the youth pastor asked him, “What did you think
of that Mark Cahill guy?”

The young man’s face lit up as he said, “If I remember
anything about this retreat, it will be the talk that man gave.
It was the best talk I’ve ever heard.”

I was down in the dumps about that weekend, but God
was at work in that teen’s life and was able to reach him. Two
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weeks later, I got a letter from another teen who had been at
the retreat. She said, “I have heard God speak to me twice in
my life. Once was in 7th grade, and the other time was dur-
ing your talk at that retreat.”

Remember, do not always go by what you see. Keep
walking by faith and trusting the Lord; be obedient to Him
and no one else! If you’re faithful to share God’s Word, He
promises that it will not return void.

The Most Pressing Need
Let’s look at what some great men from the past, who boldly
preached the Word of God, had to say about using the Law
of God (the Ten Commandments) in witnessing. And if it
was important to the biblical writers and these great men of
God to preach the Law, it is good enough for you and I to do
the same.

Dr. J. Gresham Machen: “A new and more powerful
proclamation of [the] Law is perhaps the most pressing
need of the hour; men would have little difficulty with
the gospel if they had only learned the lesson of the
Law.”

Charles Finney: “It is of great importance that the sin-
ner should be made to feel his guilt, and not to the im-
pression that he is unfortunate. Do not be afraid, but
show him the breadth of the divine Law, and the ex-
ceeding strictness of its precepts. Make him see how it
condemns his thoughts and life. By a convicted sinner,
I mean one who feels himself condemned by the Law
of God as a guilty sinner. I remark that this [the Law] is
the rule, and the only just rule by which the guilt of sin
can be measured . . . Every man need only consult his
own conscience faithfully and he will see that it is equal-
ly affirmed by the mind’s own intuition to be right.”
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D. L. Moody: “God, being a perfect God, had to give a
perfect Law, and the Law was given not to save men,
but to measure them. I want you to understand this
clearly, because I believe hundreds and thousands stum-
ble at this point. They try to save themselves by trying to
keep the Law; but it was never meant for men to save
themselves by.

“Ask Paul why [the Law] was given. Here is his
answer, ‘That every mouth may be stopped, and all the
world may become guilty before God’ (Romans 3:19).
The Law stops every man’s mouth. I can always tell a
man who is near the kingdom of God; his mouth is
stopped. This, then, is why God gives us the Law—to
show us ourselves in our true colors.”

John MacArthur: “Every unredeemed human being,
Jew or Gentile, is under the Law of God and account-
able to God. The final verdict, then, is that unredeemed
mankind has no defense whatsoever and is guilty of all

charges. The defense must rest, as it
were, before it has opportunity to say
anything, because the omniscient and
all-wise God has infallibly demonstrat-
ed the impossibility of any grounds of
acquittal. Absolute silence is the only
possible response.”

John Wesley: “The first use of [the Law],
without question, is to convince the

world of sin. By this is the sinner discovered to himself.
All his fig-leaves are torn away, and he sees that he is
‘wretched and poor and miserable, blind and naked.’
The Law flashes conviction on every side. He feels him-
self a mere sinner. He has nothing to pay. His ‘mouth is
stopped’ and he stands ‘guilty before God.’
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“The very first end of the Law [is], namely, con-
victing men of sin; awakening those who are still asleep
on the brink of hell . . . The ordinary method of God is
to convict sinners by the Law, and that only. The gospel
is not the means which God hath ordained, or which
our Lord Himself used, for this end.”

John Bunyan: “The man who does not know the nature
of the Law cannot know the nature of sin.”

Martyn Lloyd-Jones: “The trouble with people who are
not seeking for a Savior, and for salvation, is that they
do not understand the nature of sin. It is the peculiar
function of the Law to bring such an understanding to
a man’s mind and conscience. That is why great evan-
gelical preachers 300 years ago in the time of the Puri-
tans, and 200 years ago in the time of Whitefield and
others, always engaged in what they called preliminary
‘Law work.’”

I am forever indebted to Ray Comfort of Living Waters

Repent!
One topic that we must talk about when we discuss sin is
repentance. It’s a word that we don’t use much in witnessing,
and apparently a word that some people don’t want to use at
all. Yet “repent” and its various forms is used over one hun-
dred times in the Bible. It must be a very important word
then, and something that we must understand.
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John the Baptist preached in the wilderness, “Repent, for
the kingdom of heaven is at hand!” (Matthew 3:2).

Jesus preached this same message of repentance. Mark
1:14,15 records that Jesus came to Galilee saying, “The time is
fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand. Repent, and be-
lieve in the gospel.”

When Jesus sent out the twelve disciples two by two,
“they went out and preached that people should repent”
(Mark 6:12). If Jesus sent the disciples out to preach that
people must repent of their sins, we ought to be doing the
same.

According to The Complete Word Study New Testament
by Dr. Spiros Zodhiates, the main word used for “repent” in
the Greek is metanoéo. That word means “to repent with re-
gret accompanied by a true change of heart toward God . . .
It signifies a change of mind consequent to retrospection,
indicating regret for the course pursued and resulting in a
wiser view of the past and future. Most importantly, it is dis-
tinguished from metaméllomai, to regret because of the con-
sequences of one’s actions.” As you can see, repentance is not
when we feel bad because we got caught doing something
wrong. True repentance is when we change our mind about
our sin so our actions will not continue to be the same.

The difference is made clear by Paul in 2 Corinthians
7:10: “For godly sorrow produces repentance to salvation, not
to be regretted; but the sorrow of the world produces death.”

I recently heard a gentleman on a Christian television
show speaking about ancient Hebrew. He said that in He-
brew “repent” literally means “burning down the house and
salting the field.” When you salt the field, you cannot grow
anything. So if you burn down your house and salt the field,
what do you have to go back to? Nothing. What a great word
picture of repentance. We should, by the power of God, hate
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the things of the world so much that it is just like burning it
all down and leaving it behind. Then, as a new creation, we
head out into a new life of serving our Lord and Savior Jesus
Christ!

When I witness to the lost, I talk about sin, repentance,
and the cross. If people do not want to repent of their sins,
do they really want to surrender their
life to Jesus? I am in no way saying that
someone can become a Christian and
then the very next day be perfect and
preaching like Billy Graham. But I am
saying that, if there is no desire to turn
away from sin, the person is not really
making a true heart commitment to
the Savior. In John 6:44 Jesus says, “No
one can come to Me unless the Father
who sent Me draws him.” If God is drawing someone to
Him, He would also be drawing the person away from his
sin.

I was sitting around talking one night with a young man
I had met at a camp. He was telling me about his life and
confessed that he had been using cocaine for the past thirty
days. About forty-five minutes into the conversation he asked,
“Is this the point where you are going to start talking to me
about Jesus?”

I said, “No.”
He looked rather surprised. “You’re not?”
I explained that he was not ready for Jesus and that it

was not his day to get saved. He did not hate his sin enough
to want to repent and walk away from it. He loved the world
way too much. What was interesting was that he didn’t argue
with me one bit. He didn’t want to get saved that day; he
wanted to use drugs. He had gone to a Christian high school,
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so he knew all the right answers. But the issue was repen-
tance, and he didn’t want to do that.

Remember when witnessing to take time to talk with
people and explain salvation. It is the most important deci-
sion they will ever make, so they really need to understand
the decision they are making. It takes more than two minutes
to buy a car or to select a college. When I speak at events, I do
not do two-minute altar calls. If I didn’t give a salvation mes-
sage, I don’t do an altar call at all. If individuals want to come

forward and talk to someone about sal-
vation, they are free to do so.

I explain to people that with Chris-
tianity one cannot drink beer, use drugs,
have sex, cheat on tests, disobey his par-
ents, and get saved; and then the next
weekend drink beer, use drugs, have sex,
cheat on tests, and disobey his parents. I
just can’t find that in the Bible. When a
person is born again, his life changes. It
certainly doesn’t mean that we become
perfect when we get saved; there is defi-

nitely a sanctification process, as we grow in our faith to be-
come like Christ. But there must be a desire to change, or
there won’t be any change.

Ann Landry, an intercessor who prays for me, wrote this
to me in an e-mail: “When we leave the cross out of our call-
ing men to Jesus, we preach a gospel that cannot cure men of
sin. God constantly tells us that His people are separated,
holy, distinctly different from the world. To make a so-called
profession without a lifestyle change is a profession without
the possession of eternal life. When Christ moves into a life,
the life changes. The Holy Spirit is holy and moves men to
holiness. Please, please call them to repent of their sins.” The
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life of a sinner definitely changes when the Spirit of God
moves into that life.

My high school buddies look at my life now and say,
“Cahill, you are different.” It is a bit like those “before and
after” weight-loss pictures, but in a spiritual way. They know
the old Mark Cahill and can definitely see changes in the
new one.

I was talking with two teenagers at a state fair. After chat-
ting for a while, I went through the Ten Commandments
with them, then moved on to the topic of repentance. The
response of both was, “Yes, I want to walk away from this
life. I hate this life that I am leading.” You will be amazed at
how many times you will hear that from people. These teens
were drinking and using drugs, and at seventeen years of age
they already knew that lifestyle was a dead-end street.

A Surrendered Life
Please remember that people don’t become Christians by
“asking Jesus into their heart” or by signing a decision card.
Jesus said that we must be born again (John 3:3). John 3:16
also lets us know that we must believe in Jesus. But belief is
much more than just an acknowledgment of the facts. It is to
be persuaded or convinced, and to put your complete trust
and confidence in something. It is more than just using the
lips; it is using your heart also.

Romans 10:9 says, “If you confess with your mouth the
Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him
from the dead, you will be saved.” We are not confessing sim-
ply that we don’t want to go to hell and we want to go to
heaven; we are confessing that Jesus is Lord! God wants a
total commitment of our whole being. I like to ask people if
they want to surrender their life to Jesus, and by that I mean
giving Him complete control of their life.
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By the way, how do you think of Jesus? Do you believe in
Him or do you trust in Him? Belief is trust with your mind;
faith is trusting with your life. Jesus wants every bit of our
entire being to serve Him, not just the part that we want to
give Him. We can say we have a relationship with God, but
He will know by the reality of what is seen in our lives.

Second Corinthians 5:17 says, “Therefore, if anyone is in
Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away;
behold, all things have become new.” You are not a new and
improved version of the old you, you are a new creation in
God! God is not an additive in your life; He is a transformer
and a redeemer of sinners. Jesus is not some ticket that will

save people from hell; He is the Savior
of the world and wants us to submit to
Him. He wants to completely change
every area of our lives. When we repent
of sin, commit our lives to Jesus, and
make Him Lord, our lives will be dif-
ferent! And please remember, that is a
good thing! I wouldn’t change my life
now for anything. I have lived on both
sides of the fence, both in total sin and

in trying to live for God. I choose this life over that sinful
lifestyle any day of the week. Repenting means to make a
turn, and that is what you see in the true Christian life.

A true Christian will have a hunger for the things of God
—for witnessing, prayer, and Bible study. Are you faithfully
sharing Jesus with the lost? Are you seeking God’s face every
day in prayer? Do you read the Word daily? Dwight Moody
said, “The Bible will keep you from sin, but sin will keep you
from the Bible.” Joshua 1:8 tells us how to have success in the
Christian life: “This Book of the Law shall not depart from
your mouth, but you shall meditate in it day and night, that
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you may observe to do according to all that is written in it.
For then you will make your way prosperous, and then you
will have good success.”

For success in witnessing, the questions in the next chap-
ter will help you as you talk with others about the Lord.
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And when they crucified Him, they divided His garments, casting
lots for them to determine what every man should take.

FOUR DEADLY
QUESTIONS

“If there existed only one man or woman who did not love
the Savior, and if that person lived among the wilds of
Siberia, and if it were necessary that all the millions of

believers on the face of the earth should journey there, and
every one of them plead with him to come to Jesus before he
could be converted, it would be well worth all the zeal, labor,

and expense. If we had to preach to thousands year after
year, and never rescued but one soul, that one soul would be
full reward for all our labor, for a soul is of countless price.”

When witnessing to someone, it’s very important
to ask the person questions. Christians often
make the mistake of rushing into their presenta-

tion of the gospel when they haven’t really talked with the
person yet. Finding out what people believe, and why they
believe it, is essential in a good witnessing situation. Keep in
mind that you don’t have to do all of the proving in a con-
versation. Ask nonbelievers to try to prove their positions on
eternity and God.

At the Summit Ministries Christian leadership camps
where I speak, we teach students something called the “four
deadly questions.” These questions are fantastic. Although
they are very simple, they’re also very thought-provoking.

The questions are designed to help people realize that
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they cannot defend their positions. Then we can come be-
hind and defend our position in love. Make sure that you
don’t use these questions as a weapon; they can make people
look foolish, which will certainly not make them receptive to
your message. They are intended only as aids to help you
gain more information, not to inflict harm. At Summit we
suggest that students use them with their professors in col-
lege classrooms. When these questions are asked in a gentle,
loving way, they prove to be very effective in helping stu-
dents make their point. So let’s take a look at these “four
deadly questions.”

1. What do you mean by that?
With this question you can prompt people to define words
they are using. The more information you have about an
individual’s views, the better you can direct the conversation.

Many times a person will tell me that he is a Christian.
So I ask, “What do you mean by ‘Christian’?” Numerous
people answer the question by stating that they go to church.
By the way, does going to church make you a Christian? Of
course it doesn’t. Does going to the garage make you a car?
Does going into a McDonald’s make you a hamburger?
Going to church is something a Christian should do, but it
doesn’t make someone a Christian.

I was talking with a young man at Georgia Tech one day
who told me that he was a Christian. I asked what he meant
by “Christian,” and he answered, “I am bought and saved by
the blood of Jesus Christ!” I said, “Okay, easy, young man!”
He certainly knows what he believes, as all of us should.

When someone tells me he is into the New Age move-
ment, I ask, “What do you mean by ‘New Age’?” The New
Age can encompass all kinds of things, from reincarnation,
to crystals, to Wicca, etc. So this question will help identify
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what the person means by that term.
If someone says he is agnostic, ask, “What do you mean

by ‘agnostic’?” Some people mean “atheist” but say “agnos-
tic,” and vice versa. (An atheist is someone who denies there
is a God; an agnostic doesn’t rule out the possibility of God
but believes God’s existence is unknowable.) Find out what
the person believes it means, then you can direct the conver-
sation accordingly.

2. How do you know that to be true?
When an individual is explaining his views, one of the most
beneficial questions you can ask is how he knows that a state-
ment he made is true. What evidence does he have to back
up his position? 

One person told me that there were eighteen authors of
the Book of Matthew. I asked him, “How do you know that
to be true?” Did he have any evidence to back up his posi-
tion? Absolutely none. Of course, Matthew wrote the Book
of Matthew, but some very liberal religion professors are
teaching untruths about the authorship of the Bible.

When people say they are 100 percent assured that if they
died today they would go to heaven, ask, “How do you know
that to be true?” You will get some interesting answers, from
“Jesus” to “being a good person.” And if they mention being
a good person, you know what to say from there—just go
through the Ten Commandments.

One person I spoke with claimed that Jesus did not rise
from the dead. I asked him how he knew that to be true. He
didn’t have a single bit of evidence to back up his statement.
He wasn’t aware of all the evidence I shared with him that
conclusively proves Jesus did rise from the dead.

When the topic of evolution comes up, people will often
comment on the age of the earth, which they believe to be
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billions of years. Ask them how they know. You will find that
they have no actual evidence to back up that position. A
friend of mine who travels the country to speak about cre-
ation versus evolution shows in his presentations that most
dating methods reveal a very young earth. Evolutionists, how-
ever, just choose the dating method that supports their posi-
tion, which is not good science. Asking this question helps
people dig deeper for the truth.

One day in a mall I noticed three college-age guys sitting
at a table in the food court. When I
walked over, pulled up a chair, and sat
down with them, they looked at me like
I was crazy. So I asked, “You’ve never
had a total stranger sit down with you
in the mall before?”

“No.”
“Well, this is your first time.”
They said, “Okay,” and began to talk

with me! During the conversation one
of the guys asked, “You’re a Christian,
aren’t you?”

“Yes, I am,” I replied.
He asked, “You believe the Bible is true, don’t you?”
“Yes, I do.”
“You can’t believe that book is true. There is no way that

book is true!” he said. “It was written down by King James in
1611. It can’t be true.”

Notice that he said the Bible was written in 1611. Is that
true? It’s not even close to a true statement. King James had
the Bible translated from Hebrew and Greek into the King’s
English at that time. The Bible wasn’t written then.

So I asked, “Are you sure you want to say that?” I then
gave them the evidence showing that what they believed was
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not based in truth. In return, they gave me instant respect,
and listened to everything else I said during the conversation.

3. Where do you get your information?
This question identifies the information source for what the
person believes. Many times, you’ll find that there isn’t one.
The person is basing his eternal future on something he hasn’t
fully investigated. One guy told me that he believed in reincar-
nation, so I asked, “Where do you get your information on
reincarnation?”

He replied, “I believe in my heart that it’s true.”
“Have you ever believed something in your heart that

was wrong before?”
“Most definitely.”
“Could you be wrong on reincarnation?”
“Oh, I could definitely be wrong!” he responded. Within

thirty seconds, he went from believing in reincarnation to
admitting he could be wrong! 

When people say they are good enough to go to heaven,
ask them where they get their information. Many people
claim that they find it in the Bible. When they do, just ask
them where in the Bible they find that information—and, of
course, they will not be able to tell you. Go through the Ten
Commandments with them to show what the Bible really
says about God’s standard of goodness.

4. What if you are wrong?
On one of my many flights, I had an open seat next to me,
but a man was sitting in the next seat over. I was busy writ-
ing a talk, but I would occasionally glance over to see what
he was doing. He was taking notes from an article he was
reading titled “Spirituality in the Neighborhood.” I was curi-
ous what that was about; there were pictures of Buddha stat-
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ues throughout the article. I knew that when we got around
to talking, it would be very interesting!

He took a nap, but after he woke up, we got into a con-
versation. He told me that he was a Unitarian Universalist
minister, and that in his congregation were Jews, Christians,
Buddhists, atheists, etc. He has a little bit of everything in his
church.

When I asked him, “When you die, what do you think is
on the other side?” he replied, “I really don’t know.” He must
be a great shepherd of his flock if he doesn’t even know this
answer! 

He said he was hoping in reincarnation, but that people
could believe anything they wanted to. His church was into
social justice by doing good things for others, so they thought
that whatever happens on the other side, it will be okay.

I challenged him with this question: “Is it possible that a
person could believe something is going to be on the other
side after death, but when he dies he finds that what he
thought was going to be there was actually not there?”

He answered, “Of course.”
“You are right,” I said. “If someone believes there is noth-

ing when he dies and there is something, then he is 100 per-
cent wrong. But you can’t have a wrong answer unless there
is a what?”

He looked at me and gulped; he knew I had him. He re-
plied, “A right answer.”

“Exactly. There has to be a right answer for eternity, and
you just said so. That means there is eternal truth. That being
the case, then the people in your congregation have wrong
answers for eternity. What are you going to do about it?”

With a not-so-friendly look on his face he said, “I really
don’t like the terminology that we are using right now.”

That was no surprise! He had just been forced to admit
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that there were right and wrong answers, yet he doesn’t be-
lieve in right or wrong. This is a great argument to use with
people. Either there is something when we die or there is
nothing. We can’t all be right when it comes to our opinions
on eternity. If there can be a wrong answer for eternity, then
there has to be a right one. And we must let people know what
that one right answer is!

This is also a great question to ask at the end of a con-
versation to get someone to think about the eternal conse-
quences of his decisions. But be prepared: you can expect the
person to send this question right back in your direction.
How would you answer if someone asked you if you were
wrong and this whole Jesus thing wasn’t true? Have you ever
thought about that? You see that every-
one cannot be right here. For example,
Muslims do not believe that Jesus died
on the cross, let alone rose from the
dead, whereas Christ’s death and resur-
rection are the whole basis for Christian-
ity. We cannot all be right. What if we
are wrong?

Many Christians would answer the
question by saying that they would just
die and go to their grave if it wasn’t true,
so they have nothing to lose. But that
cannot be the whole answer to the question. One guy told
me, “You have believed in the Easter Bunny and Santa Claus.
At least I had fun in my life partying, and then we both go to
the grave.”

He had a valid point. If this whole Jesus thing isn’t true,
we have literally wasted our lives. We have prayed to some-
one who doesn’t exist. We have given people hope for eternity
that isn’t there. Paul said, “If Christ is not risen, your faith is
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futile; you are still in your sins! . . . If in this life only we have
hope in Christ, we are of all men the most pitiable” (1 Cor-
inthians 15:17,19). We should be the most pitied of all peo-
ple if Jesus gives us hope only in this life and not into eter-
nity. Our faith is literally in vain if Jesus did not rise from
the dead.

I answer this question by telling people that, first, I have
believed in the only faith that has evidence to back it up.
When you study other religions, you definitely find this to be
true. Second, my life has been changed by believing in Jesus
Christ. I have been on both sides of the fence, living in sin
and serving Jesus. I will take this life over that other life any-
time. And third, if my belief was wrong, I would die and go
to my grave, and that’s all there is.

Now, turn the question right back on them. After giving
my answer I ask people, “If you are wrong, you are literally
choosing hell for all of eternity. Are you sure you want to do
that?” Of course, the answer is always no.

We need to get people to think about the eternal conse-
quences of their earthly actions and decisions. The New Tes-
tament talks twice as much about hell as it does about heav-
en, so we don’t need to be afraid to talk about hell with
people. As a matter of fact, the loving thing to do is to make
sure that no friends of yours, and no strangers you encounter,
will go to hell when they die.

You can now see how valuable these “four deadly ques-
tions” are. Use them often as you share your faith.
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Now it was about the sixth hour, and there was
darkness over all the earth until the ninth hour.

GOOD ANSWER!
“Do you want arguments for soul winning? Look up to

heaven, and ask yourself how sinners can ever reach
those harps of gold and learn that everlasting song, unless
they have someone to tell them of Jesus, who is mighty to

save. But the best argument of all is to be found in the
wounds of Jesus. You want to honor Him, you desire to
put many crowns upon His head, and this you can best

do by winning souls for Him. These are the spoils that He

My former students used to call Colossians 4:2–6
the witnessing passage. It says: “Devote your-
selves to prayer, being watchful and thankful.

And pray for us, too, that God may open a door for our mes-
sage, so that we may proclaim the mystery of Christ, for
which I am in chains. Pray that I may proclaim it clearly, as I
should. Be wise in the way you act toward outsiders; make
the most of every opportunity. Let your conversation be al-
ways full of grace, seasoned with salt, so that you may know
how to answer everyone” (NIV). In this chapter we will look
at “how to answer everyone”—how to gently and lovingly
explain to the lost what we believe and why.

One man to whom I was witnessing commented as I
answered his questions, “You’ve really thought about this,
haven’t you?”
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“Of course, I have,” I replied. “My eternal destination
rests upon my belief and trust in God.”

What he was implying was that he had met a lot of people
who say they believe in God, but who had no information to
back up their belief. We should be educated believers. First
Peter 3:15 tells us to “always be prepared to give an answer to
everyone who asks you to give the reason for the hope that
you have” (NIV).

When witnessing, though, even if you answer every ques-
tion, that does not mean the person will be saved that day.
So don’t feel pressured to have all the answers. The Spirit of
God has to draw the lost to Himself; we just plant the seeds.
The more we know, however, the stronger our faith be-
comes, and the more we can help the lost as they search for
truth. So let’s take a look at some of the basic questions and
arguments you may encounter in witnessing.

There is no absolute truth.
Always remember that all truth by definition is very narrow.
It has one right answer and many wrong answers. For exam-
ple, 2 + 2 = 4, not 5, not 11, not 67 (one right answer and
many wrong answers). There is only one person who is the
president of the United States right now (one right answer
and many wrong answers). I would expect when it comes to
eternity that there would be one right answer and many
wrong answers. And that is exactly the case. There is only one
truth, and it’s found in the Bible. We must continue to steer
people toward the eternal truth of God’s Word.

A great statement to use with both saved and lost people
is: It doesn’t matter what you believe, it matters what is true.
The point is to get people to think about truth rather than
just belief. I might believe that the earth is flat, but it is not
true. I might believe the sky is green, but it is not true. I
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might believe that you are going to send me a thousand dol-
lars, but more than likely it is not true! We must help people
begin to distinguish the difference between what they believe
and what is true.

At one of my high school reunions, we had a group photo
taken. I am 6'6", so as you might guess, I am always in the
back row of photos. Not only was I in the back row this time,
but I was placed on a chair in the back row! One thing to
look for in witnessing is a captive audience. The guy next to
me, Jim, wasn’t going to be going anywhere for a while, so I
decided to have a conversation with him.

He had been a popular football player in high school.
With his Rolex watch and large gold ring, he appeared to be

fairly successful. I asked Jim what was
happening spiritually in his life.

In explaining his spiritual beliefs,
he stated that, as long as he believed in
his heart that something was true, then
it was true. One issue you’ll encounter
frequently when witnessing is the con-
cept of absolute truth versus relative
truth. Some people think truth is rela-
tive to a given situation.

Here is one of the arguments that I
use: “Adolph Hitler killed six million of God’s chosen peo-
ple. So as long as he believed in his heart that it was an okay
thing to do, then it was definitely okay to do, wasn’t it, Jim?”

At this point Jim is in a bind. I have had only three peo-
ple answer yes to that question. Some people get caught in
their argument and don’t want to admit that they are wrong.

Jim answered, “There must be some absolute truth.” Then
he turned and looked away.
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Remember never to end a conversation about Jesus on a
negative note; He is way too important for that. So I added,
“Jim, if you ever want to find absolute truth, you can find it
in the Bible.” I could see in his eyes that a good seed had
been planted.

One night after witnessing, I came home and watched the
show “Politically Incorrect.” The purpose of the show is sim-
ply to have the guests share their opinions for thirty min-
utes. This night there was a very conservative woman on the
show who did an excellent job of stumping the others. One
question she asked was, “In what situation is rape okay?” The
other guests just sat there.

Think about it. Can you think of one situation in which
it would be okay? Since it is wrong for all people, in all
places, at all times, then the statement “rape is wrong” would
be an absolute truth. And if there is one absolute truth, there
can be two, three, or more. That is a great argument to help
people reason it out and conclude that there must be absolute
truth. You are then well on your way to being able to prove
your position on the truth of God and the Scriptures.

Can you prove that there is a God?
People frequently ask this question, implying that our faith
is blind while reason is on their side. In other words, we have
blind faith, but they have calculated faith. I completely dis-
agree with their assessment. God has never asked us to have
blind faith, and He never will. Blind faith is what leads peo-
ple into cults. We use calculated faith for most decisions in
life, and we should do the same for eternal decisions.

Proving to the lost that there is a God is not that diffi-
cult, especially since Romans 1:19 tells us that “what may be
known about God is plain to them.”

One of the basic proofs for God that I use has four points:
1) Creation
2) Design
3) Art
4) Order
I was at Louisiana State University in Baton Rouge one

day and chatted with a theater professor as he was walking to
class. He asked, “Can you prove there is a God?”

I said, “Sure, I can.”
By the way, a good question to ask an atheist or agnostic

is, “What evidence have you found that proves to you that
there isn’t a God?” Atheists never have an answer to that, and
many have admitted that they have no evidence to prove
their belief. Therefore, what they have is blind faith. What
they mistakenly accuse us of having is actually what they are
using as the basis for their eternal destiny.

I explained to the professor as we walked, “Every time
you see a shirt [name an item around you], you know it has
a creator. Every time you see a watch, you know it has a de-
signer. Every time you see art [point out something artistic
around you], you know there is an artist. Every time you see
order, like twenty Coke cups in a row, you know there is an
orderer. When you look around the universe, what do you
see? You see creation, design, art, and order. If every other
thing has a creator, a designer, an artist, and an orderer be-
hind it, why would you not think that there is a Creator, a
Designer, an Artist, and an Orderer behind this universe?”

He was silent for a minute as we walked along; he could
not refute the obvious. We kept talking. Ten minutes later as
we approached his classroom, he said, “I am still thinking
about that creation, design, art, order thing.” It was so simple
and logical, yet it touched his heart.

Romans 1:20 says, “Since the creation of the world His
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invisible attributes are clearly seen, being understood by the
things that are made, even His eternal power and Godhead,
so that they are without excuse.” People will have no excuse
in front of God if they claim there was not enough evidence
for Him, because the creation speaks of a Creator. How do we
know that there was a builder to a building? Very simply, by
just looking—the building is the proof that there is a build-
er. This universe is the proof that there is a God. Period.

How do you know the Bible is true?
This is probably the most frequent question you will en-
counter. People want to know, as Pilate did, “What is truth?”
(John 18:38). In John 17:17, Jesus says of God’s Word, “Your
word is truth.” Definitely, all of the Bible’s internal informa-
tion points to it being the true Word of God. However, many
people would accuse you of circular reasoning if you argued
your case this way. Most Christians just say that they believe
it to be true. But remember that it doesn’t matter what you
believe—it matters what is true. So is there any external evi-
dence that proves the Bible is true? You’d better believe it!

I usually discuss five points to show that the Bible is
true. After I shared this information at a retreat, people told
me that it was one of the most valuable things they learned.

1. The Bible is the best-selling book in the world.
That alone doesn’t mean that the Bible is true, but because it
is the best-selling book in history, we should take a look at it.
Bible sales are about 150 million per year, with approximate-
ly 4 billion in total sales! No other book even comes close. If
people spend time reading Shakespeare or John Grisham,
why don’t they read the most popular book in the world?
Challenge people that there is a good chance the Bible con-
tains at least some truth; reading it is a great way to find out.
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2. The Bible claims to be written by God.
This is a crucial point. Lost people believe that man wrote the
Bible, but the Bible claims that God is the author:

All Scripture is given by inspiration of God . . . (2
Timothy 3:16).

Prophecy never came by the will of man, but holy
men of God spoke as they were moved by the Holy
Spirit (2 Peter 1:21).

However, just because the Bible claims God as its author,
does that mean He is? Actually, no it doesn’t. I could write
you a letter saying that God told me you should give me all
of your money, and sign it “Love, God.” But that doesn’t mean
God wrote it. We need more proof than that. One preacher
stated that the Bible uses “thus says the Lord” and similar
phrases over 3,600 times. The Bible certainly claims its author-
ship is divine, not human.

These first two points may pique people’s interest. The
next three are the hard evidence for which they are looking.

3. Historical evidence supports the Bible.
No one has yet been able to identify a single historical mis-
take anywhere in the Bible. That in itself is amazing. If man
wrote it, we would certainly find historical errors after all
these years—but there are none. So that you can study more
on this point, as well as on the next two, I recommend that
you read any of the following books:

■ New Evidence That Demands a Verdict by Josh McDowell
(Thomas Nelson)

■ The Case for Christ by Lee Strobel (Zondervan Corp.)

■ The Signature of God by Grant Jeffrey (Word)
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All three books provide powerful evidence that the Bible
is not from the hands of man, but from the hand of Al-
mighty God. If I encounter people who are truly searching, I
often will buy one of these books for them to read.

4. Archaeological evidence supports the Bible.
To date, archaeologists have not discovered a single thing in
the Middle East that has proved the Bible wrong. As a matter
of fact, each additional discovery con-
tinues to prove it true. There have been
25,000 archaeological finds relating to
people, places, and events in the Bible
—and not one has contradicted any-
thing in the Scriptures. That’s incredi-
ble proof of the Bible’s trustworthiness.

The three books I just mentioned
contain numerous quotes and great in-
formation about this archaeological evi-
dence, so I won’t try to repeat it here.

After citing some of the archaeo-
logical evidence for the Bible, I often tell people, “If you can
believe the historical and archaeological evidence for the
Bible, why don’t you think you can believe the spiritual part
of the book?” That often gives people food for thought.

5. Fulfilled prophecies validate the Bible.
If you do not have much time in a conversation, skip the
first four points and begin with this one. Fulfilled prophecies
not only prove the Bible true, they also are a proof for God.

I often ask people, “What is the only book in the world
that contains hundreds of very detailed prophecies?” The
correct answer is the Bible. The Book of Mormon doesn’t;
the Koran for Muslims doesn’t; the Gita for Hindus doesn’t.
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I ask, “If the text contains prophecies that do not come
true, what does that say about that book?”

People will answer that the book is false. And that’s abso-
lutely right. A guy I was talking with pointed to a trash can
and said, “It belongs in that trash can right there!” He knew
that if a book predicted something that didn’t come true, the
book could not be trusted.

I point out to people that when the Bible was written, 25
percent of the content was predicting future events. And every
single one of those prophecies has come true in the minutest
detail, except for the few remaining prophecies about the re-
turn of Jesus Christ to earth. Statistically, there is no way that
man can predict the future with 100 percent accuracy. I then
ask people, “Who is the only one who can do this?”

One time I asked this question of an atheist, and he an-
swered “God”—and he doesn’t even believe that there is one!
But he recognized that only God could know the future.

When people admit that, you have them. You can then
explain that—according to the Bible, which is true—there is
a heaven and a hell, and ask which place they want to go to.
Then discuss the Ten Commandments, repentance, and the
cross to show them their need for the Savior.

Sometimes the person I’m witnessing to will ask what
some of the prophecies are. I usually use the following three:

■ The Book of Micah (5:2) tells us that the Messiah will be
born in Bethlehem—not in Jerusalem, Atlanta, or New
York. And Jesus was born in Bethlehem (Luke 2:4–7).

■ The Book of Zechariah (11:12,13) says that this Messiah
will be betrayed for thirty pieces of silver. Jesus was be-
trayed for thirty pieces of silver (Matthew 26:15).

■ The Book of Psalms (chapter 22) says that this Messiah
will be pierced in His hands and His feet. This prophecy
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is amazing because it was written 800 years before cruci-
fixion was ever used as a means of punishment, yet Jesus
was pierced in His hands and feet (Matthew 27:35).

At that point many people say, “That’s enough. You real-
ly know your stuff.” Do you know what, Christians? We
should know our stuff. And when we do, the lost appreciate
it. They are looking for people who have taken a calculated
step of faith in Jesus, not a blind leap of faith. The Bible is
true. You can prove it, so don’t ever be afraid of that question.

Remember that it is not circular reasoning to cite fulfilled
prophecies, or prophecies that are coming true today (such
as Matthew 24 and 2 Timothy 3). The Bible is not just a sin-
gle book, but a compilation of sixty-six books written by
some forty authors over 1,500 years. Its internal consistency
and fulfilled prophecies prove its divine origin.

Doesn’t evolution prove the Bible false?
The good news about this question is that there is a wealth
of information from the scientific community to disprove
evolution. This topic is a crucial one with numerous people
and is the reason many do not believe in God. The more you
know on this topic, the better.

I use a four-step process to show that evolution cannot
be true:

1. Probability. Let’s say you had a cup with twenty dice, each
labeled with a letter of the alphabet (a, b, c, etc.), and you
wanted to roll the dice and have them come out in order.
For that to occur, you’d have to roll the dice 10,347 times!
Mathematicians say that anything over 1,050 is absolute-
ly impossible. And that is for only twenty things to occur
in order. We have 206 bones in our body; how long would
they take to appear in order? Probability shows that it is
statistically impossible.
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2. Fossil record. Even Darwin stated that the fossil record
should contain millions of transitional forms to show that
evolution is true. Interestingly, the fossil record doesn’t
contain a single transitional form! It contains only com-
plete kinds, but no transitional forms.

3. Missing links. Every “missing link” between ape and man
has now been scientifically disproved. This includes Lucy,
Piltdown Man, Peking Man, Neanderthal Man, Nebraska
Man, etc. Derived more from fertile imagination than
from fossil evidence, all have been shown to be either
fully ape or fully human.

4. Why are there no missing links today? We see only whole
dogs, cats, horses, birds, etc. We do not see creatures that
are half cow and half whale, or half dog and half cat. They
just aren’t there.

I discuss these in more detail when I am witnessing. I
chatted with one college student who claimed that, since
evolution is true, there is no God. As I went through these
four points with her, she could not argue them from a scien-
tific perspective—and her major was anthropology. She was
studying evolution, but she could not disprove any of these
points!

The book that had the greatest impact on me in this area
is The Collapse of Evolution by Dr. Scott Huse (Baker Book
House). It is the source for all of the preceding arguments.
Science is on our side, so remember that.

Also, once you have proved that the Bible is true, you can
use verses to support your position against evolution:

All flesh is not the same flesh, but there is one kind
of flesh of men, another flesh of beasts, another of fish,
and another of birds (1 Corinthians 15:39).
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God made the beast of the earth according to its
kind, cattle according to its kind, and everything that
creeps on the earth according to its kind. And God saw
that it was good (Genesis 1:25).

How can Jesus be the only way to God? Aren’t there
many paths to heaven?
As our society becomes more pluralistic, increasing numbers
of people think all faiths are equal and that people should
simply believe whatever they want to believe. Oprah Winfrey
shared her beliefs one day on her show. She pictures God at
the top of a mountain, and believes there are many paths to
get there. We can take the Christian path, the Jewish path,
the Muslim path, the Hindu path, the good works path, etc.

When someone makes a similar claim, here is my re-
sponse. If there are many paths to God, did the Son of God
have to die on the cross for the sins of the world? Of course,
the answer is no. If people could have remained on the
Jewish path or the good works path and still gotten to God,
then Jesus did not have to endure an excruciating death on a
cross as payment for our sins. Why would He die for us if He
didn’t have to? 

The Bible says that He did this voluntarily. If He chose to
lay down His life for our sins when He didn’t have to, that
would make it the most senseless, idiotic act in the history of
the world. But study His actions and you will see that Jesus
never did anything stupid in His entire life. He was sinless
and always did everything perfectly. Why would He lead the
only perfect life in the history of mankind, and then pull the
bonehead move of the millennium—unless it is just as He
said, that He is the only way to get to heaven? 

When someone asks you why you are so sure Jesus is the
only way to heaven, you might first want to respond, “What
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makes you so sure that He is not?” Try to let others prove
their positions. You will find out very quickly that a lot of lost
people are banking on blind faith.

You can then explain that, once we repent of our sins
and place our trust in Jesus, we are “born again.” He comes
to live inside us through His Holy Spirit, giving us absolute
assurance that we now have eternal life.

Talk about the Ten Commandments,
repentance, the cross, and what the shed
blood of Jesus can do for them. The fol-
lowing verses may help you:

“Look to Me, and be saved, all you
ends of the earth! For I am God, and
there is no other” (Isaiah 45:22).

Jesus said to him, “I am the way,
the truth, and the life. No one comes
to the Father except through Me”
(John 14:6).

“Nor is there salvation in any other, for there is no
other name under heaven given among men by which
we must be saved” (Acts 4:12).

For there is one God and one Mediator between
God and men, the Man Christ Jesus (1 Timothy 2:5).

I don’t believe in hell, so there can’t be one.
Remember, it doesn’t matter what we believe, it matters what
is true. Unbelief doesn’t change reality. We may believe that
poison doesn’t kill, but it does. We may believe that the earth
is flat, but it is not. Continue to remind people to search for
truth, and not just something to believe in.

Hell is a very real place, according to the Bible. Jesus spoke
of it thirty-three times, describing its horrors in graphic de-
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tail. It is a place of eternal, conscious torment. We need to
convince people of its reality and warn them not to go there.

Doesn’t the Bible say we are reincarnated when we die?
Many people today believe in reincarnation because it seems
cool. Who wouldn’t want a chance to start over and do it all
again? However, in Hinduism, where the concept of reincar-
nation originates, reincarnation is not a good thing but a
curse. Individuals must keep returning to life on earth until
they get it right.

The Bible certainly does not support reincarnation. When
Jesus said we must be born again, He was referring to a spiri-
tual, not a physical, birth. Those who place their trust in
Christ are born spiritually into God’s family. Each of us,
when we die, will go to one of two destinations—heaven or
hell. We will not return to earth in another form. The Bible
tells us:

Only a few years will pass before I go on the jour-
ney of no return (Job 16:22, NIV).

Man is destined to die once, and after that to face
judgment (Hebrews 9:27, NIV).

Can God create a rock so big that He can’t lift it?
Can God create the biggest rock in the universe? Yes, He cre-
ated everything. Can God lift the biggest rock in the universe?
Yes, He is all-powerful. So what is the point of the question?
There really is no point. It is just one of the stump-the-
Christian questions that nonbelievers sometimes ask.

The answer to the question is no. It may bother some
people when you say that God cannot do something, but
there are actually numerous things that God can’t do. He
can’t make a square circle. He can’t create a round square. He
can’t lie. He can’t sin. He can’t not love someone.
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But the fact that there are things God can’t do doesn’t
mean that He isn’t all-powerful. It just means that certain
things are outside of His character.

When I am old, I will get right with God.
When people make this comment, I always ask them, “Can
you guarantee that you will wake up tomorrow morning?”
Of course, the answer is no. So I just say, “You shouldn’t put
your head on your pillow tonight unless you know for sure
where you are going to spend eternity.”

A youth pastor once said, “Whether you are old or young
isn’t determined by your age, it is determined by when you

die.” It is an interesting statement. If a
seventeen-year-old is going to die at age
seventy, he has a lot of life left; relatively
speaking, he is a very young man. If a
seventeen-year-old is going to die a week
from now, relative to his lifespan, he is a
very old man.

We think “old” people have walkers
and wheelchairs, but that is not neces-
sarily the case. You could be hanging out
with “old” people right now who look

quite young. It depends on when those people are going to
die. Since you don’t know how “old” they really are in a spiri-
tual sense, make sure you take the time to share with every-
one what they will need to know before they take their last
breath.

The Bible says:

Come now, you who say, “Today or tomorrow we
will go to such and such a city, spend a year there, buy
and sell, and make a profit”; whereas you do not know
what will happen tomorrow. For what is your life? It is
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even a vapor that appears for a little time and then van-
ishes away (James 4:13,14).

Behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is
the day of salvation (2 Corinthians 6:2).

Multitudes, multitudes in the valley of decision!
For the day of the LORD is near in the valley of decision
(Joel 3:14).

How can there be a God when there is so much evil
and suffering in the world?
Evil doesn’t prove that there is no God; it only proves that
there is evil. Some argue that a loving God wouldn’t allow
evil, so either there is no God, or He is not loving or power-
ful enough to prevent it.

Love by definition demands a choice. We can choose to
love our parents. We can choose to love our spouse. We can
choose to love our kids. We can also choose to love God, or
choose not to love God. The evil that we see around the world
is because people choose not to love God and obey Him. If
we truly believed that people were made in the image of
God, we would not do the things that we do to other people.

Be aware that when a person mentions evil like this, it
might be due to a bad experience he has had. That is also
true when a person is angry toward God or church. Very
often, he has been hurt somehow. Try to find out what that
event was, if he is willing to share it, and then minister to
him. He is questioning the love of God at this point, so show
it to him.

One young lady I talked with asked me, “What kind of
God would take my dad away from me when I was nineteen
years old?” She had been without her father for two years.

“Let me give you something to think about,” I replied.
“The Bible says that all death is caused by sin, and that all sin
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is caused by Satan. So if Satan causes all sin, and therefore all
death, who should we point a finger at when someone dies?”

We should be blaming Satan and not God. There was no
death in the Garden of Eden until sin entered the picture.
There is no death in heaven because there is no sin in heaven.

After pondering this a few minutes, this college student
said, “Maybe it is time that I give God another chance in my
life.” Keep sharing God’s truth in love, and people will listen.

What about someone in Africa who has never heard
the gospel? Is he condemned to hell?
When people ask me this question, I challenge them: “If you
are so concerned about the person in Africa, why don’t you
repent of your sin and commit your life to Jesus, then go and
reach that person in Africa?” You quickly find that the indi-
vidual really doesn’t care about anyone in Africa. He is just
trying to stump you.

Explain to the individual that people don’t go to hell be-
cause they haven’t heard of Jesus. They go to hell because they
have transgressed the Law of Almighty God, which is sin (1
John 3:4).

Titus 2:11, a very interesting verse, says, “The grace of
God that brings salvation has appeared to all men.” God
wants to reach each person, and is making Himself available
to all. Romans 1:20 also tells us that God’s invisible attrib-
utes are clearly seen, so that men are without excuse. Since
His grace appears to all men, but there are some who go to
hell, the bottom line is that people are rejecting God and
wanting to selfishly choose their own way in life.

This question is intended as a rabbit trail. The person
asking this is trying to distract you from the truth you were
discussing. So, after addressing this question, say something
like, “When that person stands in front of Jesus, he may be

able to say that he has never heard about Him. But when you
stand in front of God, will you be able to say that you have
never heard about Jesus?” One night I asked this question of
a man outside of a bar and he answered, “No, because you
told me about Him tonight.” Always remember to turn the
question right back toward the individual.

The church is filled with hypocrites.
I was talking with a yuppie in a mall one day who had no
faith in God, but said his parents were committed believers
in Jesus. He blamed all of the hypocrites for keeping him
away from church. I asked him, “If I walked up to you drink-
ing a beer and smoking a joint, and shared Jesus with you,
what would you think?”

“You would be just another freak in the world.”
“You are exactly right,” I said. “That makes me 100 percent

wrong, but that doesn’t make God wrong at all.” I was trying
to help him make the distinction between the actions of fol-
lowers (or supposed followers) and God’s character.

I continued, “There are hypocrites in the mall today, and
it didn’t stop you from coming to the mall. There will be
hypocrites in the restaurant tonight when you and your girl-
friend go out to eat, and it won’t stop you from going there.
Why in the world would you let hypocrites stop you from
finding out about the one true God who loves you uncondi-
tionally and wants to forgive all of your sins?”

He liked the answer so much that when his girlfriend
walked up, he had me repeat the entire answer for her!

There are so many religions, how do I know which 
is the right one?
When you take the time to prove that the Bible is true, indi-
viduals have evidence for the truth of the Christian faith. Use
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the Law, the Ten Commandments, to show people their sin,
because the Law will then carry them to the cross to show
them how only Jesus can get rid of their sin. At that point,
they realize that Mohammed, Buddha, Krishna, etc., cannot
help them.

Also, never neglect to talk about the resurrection of Jesus
—the historical event that sets Him apart from any other hu-
man being. I was witnessing to two twenty-five-year-old
women at an arts festival one time. I told them that Jesus
stated He is the only way to get to heaven (John 14:6). One
of the ladies replied, “That is an awfully arrogant statement
to make!”

When taken at face value, it is an arrogant statement—
unless of course it can be backed up. So I took the time to
explain about Jesus’ life, death, and resurrection. When I fin-
ished, she agreed, “If that Man rose from the dead, He can
make the statement that He is the only way to heaven!”

The resurrection substantiates the words of Jesus. The
eyewitness testimony of the resurrection is very convincing
evidence that must be shared with the lost.

These are just a few of the questions you will deal with
when witnessing. What I have suggested are not the perfect
answers, but keep studying your Bible, and ask the Lord to
lead you to those answers. You will only discover what lost
people are asking by talking with them. So be bold, and get
out there and talk with them!

Now that you have the tools you need to talk with
anyone about Jesus, allow the following stories to
continue to throw wood on the fire of your heart,

so your fire for the Lord will never go out.

Now Is the Time
If you knew for sure that you would die five years from now,
what would you do with those five years? Many people say
they would travel, drop out of school, try thrill-seeking ac-
tivities, etc. Now let’s say you knew for a fact that you would
die twenty-four hours from now. What would you do with
those final hours? Many people give answers like: I would not
sleep, I would hug my parents, I would resolve a problem
that I have with someone, I would tell a certain person that I
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love him/her, I would share my faith, etc.
Now, here is the tough question: Are you in your final

twenty-four hours here on earth? You don’t know, do you?
Could those friends you need to witness to be in their final
twenty-four hours? You bet. So whatever you would do in
those last remaining hours, do it now. Don’t die with any re-
grets or unfinished business. Live every day like it is your
last, because one day you will be right!

A believer once told me, “I need to make time for God
. . . No, that’s the wrong way to say it. It is God’s time; we are
the ones borrowing it to do other things.” That’s a powerful
statement. Psalm 90:12 says, “Teach us to number our days,
that we may gain a heart of wisdom.” Time is precious, so
use it wisely for the Lord.

I often tell people that God doesn’t need them a year
from now; He needs them right now! We serve a “right now”
God. The fact is that God doesn’t need us, we need Him. But
He wants to use us right now. Is He using you right now to
further His kingdom? If not, ask Him to. He wants to use
each believer to reach this world for His Son. In Mark 16:15
Jesus tells us, “Go into all the world and preach the gospel to
every creature.” “Go” means do not stay. It means put this
book down, get up, and go bring the good news of Jesus to
every person you can find in our lost and dying world.

One of my mottoes is: If it doesn’t matter on the day you
die, it doesn’t matter. Will it matter on the day you die if you
made a million dollars or owned two houses or were presi-
dent of the United States? No. Will it matter on the day you
die if you knew the Bible better than you knew today’s news-
paper? Yes. Will it matter on the day you die if you prayed
more than you watched television? Yes. Will it matter on the
day you die if you shared your faith with lost sinners? You’d
better believe it will. We must, as believers, live lives that
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have eternal value, not just temporary value.
In Matthew 6:19–21 Jesus tells us, “Do not lay up for

yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust destroy
and where thieves break in and steal; but lay up for your-
selves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust de-
stroys and where thieves do not break in and steal. For where
your treasure is, there your heart will be also.” If we know
where our heart is, we will know where our treasure is; and
knowing where our treasure is will tell us where our heart is.

Jesus says in Luke 6:45, “A good man out of the good
treasure of his heart brings forth good; and an evil man out
of the evil treasure of his heart brings forth evil. For out of
the abundance of the heart his mouth speaks.” We speak out
of the overflow of our hearts. Why are there so many people
who claim to be Christians, but who can never describe a
time when they have shared their faith? Why do some Chris-
tians talk about seemingly everything else but the things of
the Lord? I think the answer is simple: Jesus is not the over-
flow of their hearts. If you want to become a better evangel-
ist, fall more in love with Jesus. He will be on the tip of your
tongue more than you could ever imagine!

Someone once said, “It seems that nobody is telling any-
body about Somebody who can save everybody!” Make sure
you are not a nobody, but a somebody who tells a very lost
world about Jesus, the only one who can save them.

Tickets to Heaven
If I threw a birthday party for you where every guest would
receive $100,000 in cash and a Mercedes convertible, and I
gave you fifty tickets to your party, how many people would
you have at your party? No doubt, you would have fifty peo-
ple. In fact, if on the way to your party you realized that you
had a ticket remaining in your pocket, and you saw a home-
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less man, you would give him your extra ticket. Isn’t that
similar to what God has done for us? He has given us a
pocketful of tickets, and it is our job to hand out ticket after
ticket to a place called heaven. Please don’t forget what I am
about to say; when I speak about this at events around the
country, people have quoted it to me years later.

Do you realize how many Christians are going to die and
stand in front of God with a pocket full of tickets to heaven?
You had all these tickets to heaven. You could have given
them away to anyone you wanted to, but
you died with your pocket filled with
tickets to heaven. My goal is that as I am
about to die, I hand my last ticket to a
police officer or an ambulance driver or
an emergency room doctor. And then I’ll
take my last breath, die, and stand in front
of the throne of God with no tickets to
heaven left in my pockets.

In Revelation 2:10 the Lord Jesus tells
us, “Be faithful until death, and I will give
you the crown of life.” Would you be faithful to the point of
death, to your very last breath, handing out every ticket you
have to a place called heaven? Please do it because of the love
you have for Jesus.

A fraternity at Auburn University had a very interesting
party. Each fraternity member was given a ticket for a draw-
ing. Tickets would be drawn throughout the evening, and the
very last ticket would be drawn at midnight. Whoever had
this last ticket won two round-trip tickets to the Bahamas! It
was a cool party. As it grew closer to midnight, the tension
would mount, and some people would buy tickets from oth-
ers to enhance their chances of winning. The problem is that
the last ticket was drawn only thirty minutes before the plane
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left at 12:30 a.m.! (It is possible to get to the Auburn airport
in time—barely.) Everyone comes to the party with suitcases
and duffel bags, and they line them up along the wall. So if
their ticket is drawn, they have to run over and hopefully
grab the right bag, and make a mad dash to the airport.

Amos 4:12 says, “Prepare to meet your God.” Are you pre-
pared to meet your God? Is your suitcase packed and ready
for the journey into eternity? Christians have a ticket to get
into heaven, but we forget that there is also a reward day in
heaven for believers. So many Christians are not living a rad-
ical sold-out life for Jesus, and will not receive all the eternal
rewards that they should have. But guess what? You have
friends whom you know have an empty suitcase heading
into eternity. If you would not let one of your friends go to
the Bahamas with an empty suitcase, why in the world would
you let one of your friends walk off into eternity without the
only thing they need: Jesus?

I once asked a guy, “If a young girl was standing on a
curb beside you, and she began to walk into the street when
cars were coming, what would you do?”

He said, “I would reach out and snatch her back, so she
wouldn’t get hit by a car.”

Jude 23 tells us to “snatch others from the fire and save
them” (NIV). If we would snatch someone away from danger
in an earthly sense, shouldn’t we snatch people away from hell
in an eternal sense?

Romans 13:11,12 says, “And do this, knowing the time,
that now it is high time to awake out of sleep; for now our
salvation is nearer than when we first believed. The night is
far spent, the day is at hand. Therefore let us cast off the works
of darkness, and let us put on the armor of light.” Time is very
precious. Every single day, 600,000 souls die and enter eter-
nity. We must use our time wisely.
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John Wesley stated, “You have nothing to do but to save
souls. Therefore spend and be spent in this work.” Solomon,
the wisest man who ever lived, said that “he who wins souls
is wise” (Proverbs 11:30). Soul winners are wise people. The
Bible instructs us to pray for wisdom, and God promises to
give us wisdom to reach the lost for Him. Be wise!

Follow Jesus
In his book Finishing Strong, Steve Farrar quotes James Crook:
“A man who wants to lead an orchestra must turn his back
on the crowd.” Leaders turn their backs on the crowd and fol-
low their mission no matter what the crowd thinks. As you
live your life for Jesus, turn your back on trying to please the
crowd; face Jesus, and please Him with every fiber of your be-
ing. That’s what these faithful witnesses did, and their names
will be written in the annuls of history:

“Now I have given up on everything else. I have
found it to be the only way to really know Christ and to
experience the mighty power that brought Him back to
life again, and to find out what it means to suffer and
to die with Him. So, whatever it takes I will be one who
lives in the fresh newness of life of those who are alive
from the dead.” —Cassie Bernall, 17, Columbine martyr

“I have no more personal friends at school. But
you know what? I am not going to apologize for speak-
ing the name of Jesus. I am not going to justify my faith
to them, and I am not going to hide the light that God
has put into me. If I have to sacrifice everything, I will.
I will take it. If my friends have to become my enemies
for me to be with my best friend, Jesus, then that’s fine
with me.” —Rachel Scott, 17, Columbine martyr

“Father take my life, yes, my blood if Thou wilt, and
consume it with Thine enveloping fire.

As I was reading the Book of Matthew recently, I noticed
something new. In Matthew 4:19, Jesus said, “Follow Me,
and I will make you fishers of men.” The first thing Jesus told
His followers is that we are going to reach the lost with the
best news ever heard! He did not say that we would make a
lot of money at it or have a huge church, but that we would
win souls for the kingdom. I shared this thought with a
friend, and he told me something he had heard: “Remember
that if you are not fishing, you are not following.” What a
statement! How many of us claim to be followers of Jesus,
but don’t do anything to reach the lost for our Lord? 

If you read Matthew 10, you’ll find that when Jesus sent
His disciples out, He didn’t make it optional for His follow-
ers to share their faith. They were all called to witness about
the Lord. In today’s Christianity, it seems that many people
have made witnessing an optional part of the faith. And that
is absolutely not biblical. One of the true highlights of being
a Christian is to bring the good news of Jesus to the lost.

First Kings 18:21 says, “Elijah came to all the people, and
said, ‘How long will you falter between two opinions? If the
LORD is God, follow Him; but if Baal, then follow him.’ But
the people answered him not a word.” Who are you going to
follow, Jesus or Satan? Jesus wants you to forsake all and fol-
low Him. Don’t do what the people did—they answered not
a word; they said nothing. However, indecision is an answer.
It means that you would not be following the Lord. Please be
a follower of Jesus, and remember that followers fish for men.
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Your Heart’s Desire
In 1 Corinthians 9:16 Paul says, “If I preach the gospel, I have
nothing to boast of, for necessity is laid upon me; yes, woe is
me if I do not preach the gospel!” Paul has seen the wonders
of Almighty God. He has given his life to Him. He knows
that Jesus is the only answer for this life
and the next. Woe to him if he doesn’t
share that good news with others. Woe to
each one of us, if we know that Jesus is
the only answer for our friends and
strangers, and yet we do not preach the
gospel to them.

While teaching at a Christian school,
I tried to show the students how impor-
tant it is to live a radical life for Jesus off
campus. One day as the students were
arriving, there were prisoners clearing weeds in front of our
school. In the first period, which was my ninth grade Bible
class, the students asked if we were going to go out and wit-
ness to the prisoners.

“Of course, we are!” I replied. “Why else would God have
brought them here?”

I went outside to talk with the officer in charge, to make
sure it would be all right for us to come out. It was a very hot
day, so the students and I put together enough money to buy
each man a Coke. I told the students that, after I finished
talking to the men, they should hand a tract and a Coke to
each prisoner. I also asked the students to give a positive
touch by shaking the man’s hand or patting him on the back.

It went very well. The prisoners were very moved, as was
the guard.

When we went back inside I told my students, “Now, if
you can share your faith with a prisoner, can’t you share your

faith with your best friend on the soccer team?”
One student raised her hand and said, “Mr. Cahill, it is a

whole lot easier to witness to a total stranger than it is to wit-
ness to your best friend.”

I replied, “If God put two people in front of you—one
was your best friend who didn’t know Jesus and the other
was a total stranger—and He told you that you could take
only one of them to heaven with you, which one would you
take?” Naturally, she said her best friend.

I told her, “Go and do something about it.” God gives us
lost friends for a reason—so we can help lead them to the
Savior. Don’t assume that it is easier to talk with one person
over another. It is just not true.

Second Peter 3:9 says, “The Lord is not slack concerning
His promise, as some count slackness, but is longsuffering
toward us, not willing that any should perish but that all
should come to repentance.” God does not want one soul to
die and go to hell. Do you have the same mindset? Ask God
to give you a heart that beats for all the lost people on this
planet.

The apostle Paul says in Romans 10:1, “Brethren, my
heart’s desire and prayer to God for Israel is that they may be
saved.” Please make it your desire that your friends and your
country become saved and sold out for Jesus.

In Romans 9:1–5 Paul talks of “great sorrow and contin-
ual grief in my heart” for the lost. Look at what Paul would
give up to see his friends saved: “For I could wish that I my-
self were accursed from Christ for my brethren . . .” (verse 3).
Do you realize what he was saying? Paul would literally give
up his relationship with Jesus Christ, if he could, so his Jew-
ish friends could know Jesus.

That is an amazing statement! After Paul’s conversion
(Acts 9), he lives for only one thing: Jesus. How could it even
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cross his mind to give up his relationship with his Lord? Paul
loves his friends so much that he would do anything to see
them living for Christ and going to heaven with him.

Do you love your friends so much that you would liter-
ally do anything to see them saved? What is the craziest thing
you would do to help someone get saved? Would you talk
with the lost? Would you do the hula hoop ten times? Would
you give $10 a week? Would you empty your bank account? 

In Luke 14:33 Jesus says, “Whoever of you does not for-
sake all that he has cannot be My disciple.” Are you forsaking
all for Jesus Christ? What are you holding back that you need
to give to Him?

Whom Do You Love?
In Matthew 7:20 Jesus says, “Therefore by their fruits you will
know them.” Your works will show if you know Jesus. Titus
1:16 says, “They profess to know God, but in works they
deny Him, being abominable, disobedient, and disqualified
for every good work.” Whether you love Jesus or Satan will
be evident by how you spend your time and resources. Do
your Friday and Saturday nights show that you love Jesus or
that you love Satan? Whom do your works show that you
love? 

Why do people spend money on their kids? Simply be-
cause they love them. Do you spend a good deal of money
on the things of God? If you do, it is probably because you
love Him so much. If you don’t, it might be because you
don’t love Him half as much as you think you do. Take a look
at your checkbook and your credit card statements. That’s a
simple way to find out who or what you love the most. Re-
member that God wants our first fruits, not our last fruits.

First Corinthians 3:11–15 lets us know that all of our
works will be tested by fire. Any gold, silver, or precious
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stones will be refined by that fire and become more precious.
Any wood, hay, or straw will turn to ashes in the fire. Leonard
Ravenhill advised an evangelist, “Make sure when you die
that you are not standing knee deep in ashes.” In other words,
make sure your works will last for eternity. Are your actions
today valuable in a temporary sense or in an eternal sense?
Make sure you are doing things for the Lord that will have
value for all of eternity.

In his book Finishing Strong, Steve Farrar wrote:

Vision will enable you to keep daily focus.
Vision will enable you to be faithful each day.
Vision will enable you to fix your eyes on Jesus.

If you could go back in a time
machine, two thousand years ago,
to the times of the New Testament,
it might give you some perspective.

If you were to plant yourself in
a busy market near the temple in
Jerusalem, you could gather some
real insight. Stop and think what it
would be like to randomly inter-
view the citizens of Jerusalem as
they went about their daily business
in the times of the early church.

You would only need to ask a couple of questions.
“Who do you think that people two thousand years

from now will remember from your generation?”
My guess is, many of those citizens of the Roman

Empire would answer, “Caesar.” Others would respond,
“Nero.”

“But what about this group of people known as
Christians? Don’t you think that anyone will remember
them or their leaders?”
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“Are you kidding? That group of nobodies? They
don’t have any influence. They aren’t important.”

“You mean you haven’t heard of Paul or Peter? Don’t
you think they’ll be remembered? Or what about Mary
and Martha? Wasn’t their brother involved in some mir-
acle?”

“I’m telling you, these people are insignificant. The
only thing I ever hear of their leaders is that they’re al-
ways winding up in jail. Trust me, in two thousand years,
nobody will give them a thought.”

So here we are, two thousand years later. And isn’t
it interesting that we name our children Peter and Paul,
Mary and Martha?

And we name our dogs Caesar and Nero.
You are doing something very significant, my friend.
And He sees it.
No wonder you’re going to finish strong.

When you are witnessing, you are doing things that have
eternal value. Your Father in heaven sees it. Don’t stop until
you see Him face to face!
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In the place where He was crucified there was a
garden, and in the garden a new tomb in which no

one had yet been laid. So there they laid Jesus . . .
JOHN 19:41,42



IS THERE NOT

K ing Solomon prayed “that [God] may maintain the
cause of His servant and the cause of His people
Israel . . .” (1 Kings 8:59). What was that cause?

“. . . that all the peoples of the earth may know that the LORD

is God; there is no other” (verse 60). What a great cause! By
the way, is there not a cause that you can give your whole life
to? Surrendering your entire life to Jesus will give you a pas-
sion for Him and for the lost that is indescribable.

Is that a cause that’s worth dying for? It should be. Paul
says in 1 Corinthians 15:31, “I affirm, by the boasting in you
which I have in Christ Jesus our Lord, I die daily.” Paul would
literally die to himself (to his selfish desires) each day and let
Christ live through him. That is how he was later able to die
for Jesus. Do the same. If a cause is not worth living for, it is
not worth dying for. And if it is not worth dying for, it is def-
initely not worth living for!
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John Wesley stated, “Receive every inward and outward
trouble, every disappointment, pain, uneasiness, temptation,
darkness and desolation with both hands, as to a true oppor-
tunity and blessed occasion of dying to self and entering in-
to a fuller fellowship with thy self-denying suffering Savior.”

Compelled by Love
What comes to mind when the word “tragedy” is mentioned:
an earthquake, car accident, war, September 11th? A tragedy
is knowing that someone will be dying and going to hell for

eternity, and not caring enough to do
anything about it.

One day as I was driving, I noticed
a woman crossing the road in front of
me. Her friends on the other side of
the street were waving for her to come
and catch the bus. As she darted across
the road, a vehicle hit her. I pulled my
car over to see what I could do. Others
were already gathered around to help
her. I laid my hands on her and prayed
that she would not die if she did not

know Jesus. Someone had called 911, and an ambulance ar-
rived very quickly.

As I drove away, a thought occurred to me. When the wo-
man was injured, men ran over to her. Women ran over to
her. White people and black people ran over to her. Nothing
else mattered; someone was hurt and possibly dying, so
everyone ran over to see what they could do. You know peo-
ple who are dying, who are heading into eternal flames, con-
demned for eternity. Shouldn’t you be running to them to
see what you can do for them? You know people will die; you
just don’t know when. Run over and talk with them—now!
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Second Corinthians 5:14,15 says, “For Christ’s love com-
pels us, because we are convinced that one died for all, and
therefore all died. And he died for all, that those who live
should no longer live for themselves but for him who died
for them and was raised again” (NIV). Does the love of Christ
compel you to live a holy life? Does the love of Christ com-
pel you to share your faith boldly? What does the love of
Christ compel you to do for Him?

The prophet Jeremiah records his struggle to speak out
for God:

The word of the LORD was made to me a reproach
and a derision daily. Then I said, “I will not make men-
tion of Him, nor speak anymore in His name.” But His
word was in my heart like a burning fire shut up in my
bones; I was weary of holding it back, and I could not
(Jeremiah 20:8,9).

Is your love for Jesus burning so much in your heart that
you just can’t wait to tell someone about Him today?

John Wesley pleaded for such bold witnesses: “Give me
one hundred preachers who fear nothing but sin and desire
nothing but God, and I care not a straw whether they be
clergymen or laymen, such alone will shake the gates of hell
and set up the kingdom of God upon the earth.”

Wesley would tell his evangelist trainees that when they
preached, people should get angry or get converted. Their
message wasn’t “Jesus loves you,” but was a biblical message
about sin, righteousness, Law, judgment, and hell. He knew
that preaching that message would lead people to the cross
and to the Savior.

By the way, when you finish speaking to people, do they
say, “What a wonderful speaker,” or do they say, “What a
wonderful Savior”?
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Through Many Tribulations
In Acts 14:21,22 Luke records, “When they had preached the
gospel to that city and made many disciples, they returned to
Lystra, Iconium, and Antioch, strengthening the souls of the
disciples, exhorting them to continue in the faith, and say-
ing, ‘We must through many tribulations enter the kingdom
of God.’” Trials and tribulations follow believers who boldly
stand for Jesus.

One time I was ordered to leave a mall for talking with
people about Jesus. That doesn’t sound American, does it? So
I located a Christian law firm to help me stand up for my
rights, and the case wound up going to court. The other side
spent over $100,000 to keep Christians out of the mall. Isn’t
it amazing that the malls want our money, but they don’t
want our Jesus! 

Some of my students who went witnessing with me had
to provide depositions for the case. A week later, I went in to
do my deposition. During a break, I began to witness to the
court reporter who writes down all that is said. She was a
very strong believer, and was glad that I was witnessing to
her. She said she couldn’t believe the boldness and love of
my students. One of them had actually done a witnessing
role-play with the opposing lawyer. The reporter said that
the lawyer tries to intimidate people, but the teens’ sweet
spirit took him aback and he wasn’t able to draw them into
an argumentative conversation. She even used the teens as
an example in her Sunday school lesson that week! 

That court case cost me nothing. The law firm I used is
supported by donations. They call themselves legal mission-
aries, who want to keep the doors open for Christians to share
the gospel and reach the lost. If you have any questions about
what you can or cannot do when it comes to witnessing in
school, at sporting events, in malls, on streets, etc., give this

Second Timothy 3:12 assures us, “All who desire to live
godly in Christ Jesus will suffer persecution.” Are you facing
any persecution because of your stance for Jesus Christ? If
not, why not? Is it possible that you may not be living godly
and boldly for the Lord Jesus? Persecution comes with the
territory when we make a stand for Christ. Please know also
that Jesus will see you through when those times of persecu-
tion come. For example, the Lord spoke to Paul in a vision,
“Do not be afraid, but speak, and do not keep silent; for I am
with you, and no one will attack you to hurt you; for I have
many people in this city” (Acts 18:9,10). To remind yourself
that the God of this universe will protect you at all times,
especially when you are witnessing, meditate on Psalm 91.

A youth pastor in Atlanta once asked me, “Mark, why is
it that when we are in church or in a good worship time,
God is so big and Satan is so small; but when we go out wit-
nessing, Satan is so big and God seems so small?”

I didn’t have an answer.
He asked, “Did God change?”
“Of course not.”
“That’s right,” he said. “God hasn’t changed, but our per-

ception of God has.”
That is an incredible truth. God is big wherever you go.

Whether you witness in the bar section of town, at a music
festival, or during spring break, don’t ever forget how big
your God is!

Our heavenly Father promises, “No man shall be able to
stand before you all the days of your life; as I was with Moses,
so I will be with you. I will not leave you nor forsake you”
(Joshua 1:5). In verse 9 He says, “Have I not commanded you?
Be strong and of good courage; do not be afraid, nor be dis-
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mayed, for the LORD your God is with you wherever you go.”
Trust in the Lord. When you witness and make a stand for
Him, He will be with you in ways you can’t even imagine.

Isaiah 30:20,21 says, “Though the Lord gives you the
bread of adversity and the water of affliction, yet your teach-
ers will not be moved into a corner anymore, but your eyes
shall see your teachers. Your ears shall hear a word behind
you, saying, ‘This is the way, walk in it,’ whenever you turn to
the right hand or whenever you turn to the left.” Pray when
witnessing that the Lord will lead you to the right or to the
left. He will guide you where He wants you to go, and you
don’t have to worry about the enemy when God is in con-
trol. General Douglas MacArthur stated, “The enemy is in
front of us. The enemy is behind us. The enemy is to the
right and to the left. They can’t get away this time!” Make
sure that you have the same mindset.

As Steve Farrar wrote in Finishing Strong, “No one is with-
out a divinely appointed task, and the divine means for get-
ting it done.” You have a divine task to accomplish in this life,
and God will give you the divine means to complete it!

Enlightening the Lost
Many times as I witness, people say that they’ve had a con-
versation about Jesus before, but that this is the most inter-
esting and intellectual conversation they have ever had on
the subject. People are looking for a good, solid conversation
on eternal truth. Have that talk with someone today.

At Emory University, I had been witnessing to a college
student for almost thirty minutes before she asked me if I
knew what time it was. I told her the time, then asked, “You’re
not late for class, are you?”

When she said she was, I apologized, but she replied,
“That’s okay; this was much more enlightening!” Eternal truth,
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shared in love, is very enlightening to the lost. Make sure you
spend time enlightening lost people.

While I was witnessing to two guys at a big rock festival,
one looked at his watch and realized that it was twenty-five
minutes after the start of their favorite band. One guy said,
“You don’t know how much I love this band; they’re why I
came tonight. But what you are talking about is much more
important than that band on stage!” He added that this must
be a divine appointment.

He also said, “You look me in the
eyes when you talk to me. I like that.
That shows me that you believe what
you’re talking about.” Look people in
the eyes when you witness. You will
learn a lot from their eyes, but they will
learn whether you really believe what
you say by looking at yours.

One time while I was witnessing, a
guy kept giving me all the right an-
swers, but something just didn’t seem right. So I got more
specific about sin and talked about breaking the Command-
ments of God. Suddenly he confessed that he had recently
been arrested for the largest drug bust in the history of the
county! When witnessing, watch the people as you talk.
Their facial expressions, eyes, and body language can tell you
a lot about what might be going on. As we continued the
conversation, it became apparent to both of us that he could
give me the right answers because he had grown up in
church, but he had yet to surrender his life to Jesus.

Keep in mind that when you witness, you will occasional-
ly be talking with a Christian. That is not a bad thing. Some
people get frustrated because they only want to talk with lost
people. But remember that there is probably a good reason
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the Lord has sent you there. Go through the Ten Command-
ments with the person. I have had many people say they were
Christians, then admit that they are liars, thieves, blasphe-
mers, adulterers, and murderers. When I ask whether they
would be guilty or not guilty on Judgment Day, many have
said guilty. Then I ask if that meant they would go to heaven
or hell. Countless people have said hell. At that point you
know you are not talking with a Christian. These are the ba-
sics of salvation, and they don’t even know them.

If people know that they are saved by the blood of Jesus,
follow up with a couple more questions. Ask them, “Do you
live out your faith?” Many people will tell you no; find out
what they might be struggling with and minister to them.

Then ask, “Do you share your faith?” After I asked this
question of a man on the phone, there was a five-second si-
lence before he responded. He didn’t want to answer.

Ask people if they have any friends who are dying and
going to hell. They always say yes. Then inquire, “What are
you going to do about it?” Go for their heart. It ought to
bother people that they have friends who will die and go to
hell, and they’re not motivated to do anything about it.

Many times I ask, “What can I do to encourage you to
share your faith?” Often believers will reply, “Just your being
out here has encouraged me a lot.” Your boldness will chal-
lenge others to be bold. People may ask you to pray for them
to be a better witness; go ahead and do it right there! It
means so much to them. I have prayed with Christians for
boldness in the middle of music festivals, and their eyes just
light up!

I saw one of my students at a large pagan music festival.
He had been waiting for two hours to meet some friends
that he had lost. He said, “Mr. Cahill, there is no reason for
me to be here.” The place was just sin city.
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“Luke,” I said, “you are correct. You don’t belong here as
a believer in Jesus Christ. Nothing in this place is glorifying
Him. Of course, Luke, you would belong here for one reason.”

He looked at me and said, “If I was standing up and shar-
ing my faith in Jesus Christ.”

“Exactly,” I replied. Why do you spend time at places that
do not glorify the Lord? Hang out at those places with a pur-
pose: to share your faith while you are there.

Divine Appointments 
State fairs are great places to witness. One night I was talking
with a young man who told me that the previous night he
had been suicidal. He called a girl to talk, and told her that
he was going to kill himself. She said she didn’t believe him, so
they talked a bit and hung up. A little later, he put a loaded
.357 Magnum to his head and pulled the trigger. The gun
didn’t fire. He got a dud. Suddenly the girl he had called came
running into his house and slapped the gun out of his hand.

As we talked, he told me his story. He was having a tough
time in life. He asked, “What has God ever done for me?”

I said very excitedly, “What has God ever done for you?
How about last night when He didn’t allow that gun to go
off, and then within twenty-four hours He drew the two of
us together to let you know exactly what will be waiting for
you when you die? That is what He has done for you!” The
young man really thought about that.

God is working very hard in many people’s lives, but so
often they don’t see that it is God doing the work. I believe
He will send us across people’s paths to show them His hand
working in their lives.

While witnessing at a music festival, I talked with a cou-
ple of teenage girls. As I was explaining the cross and what
Jesus did for them, I said that the blood of Jesus can wash
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them as pure and as white as snow (Psalm 51:7). I then stated
that people in heaven will have beautiful white robes of right-
eousness signifying the purity of what Jesus had done for
them (Revelation 6:11). I could see one girl’s eyes light up.

She explained, “The other night I had a dream, and I saw
people in heaven. They were all walking around in beautiful
robes.”

“What color were the robes?” I asked her.
As tears began to well up in her eyes, she smiled and said,

“White!”
She had this dream, but didn’t understand the meaning

of the white robes. Just a few days later, in the middle of a
music festival, she had her answer! God is working on so
many hearts. He will often use your voice or a tract you dis-
tribute as a way to confirm the work He has been doing with
that person.

I was at a mall in Atlanta that wasn’t very busy, so I struck
up a conversation with a college guy selling cell phones at a
kiosk. After we talked for about forty minutes, he asked me
what sales classes I had taken. I told him none.

“No, really,” he replied, “what classes have you taken?”
“I haven’t taken any sales classes.”
Surprised, he said, “You have used every sales technique

that I use to sell a phone. Matter of fact, if anyone walks up
here with even a little interest in buying a cell phone, I’ll be
able to make a sale.”

All I was doing was presenting the eternal truth of sin
and the gospel. I added, “Oh, by the way, you may sell a cell
phone, but my product is much better than what you’ve got!”
He smiled.

He wanted more information on the truth of the Bible,
so I drove home to get a book, then returned to the mall and
gave it to him. Go the extra mile for people. They really re-
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spond to it because it shows your total commitment to God.
Two years later, at a different mall, I was chatting with

someone as the mall was about to close. I looked down the
hall and saw a guy leaning against the railing staring at me.
When I finished my conversation about fifteen minutes later,
he was still there so I approached him. He asked, “Do you re-
member me?” It was the cell phone guy from two years earli-
er! We were able to continue our conversation, and we had a
great talk. The Lord will give you the most special divine ap-
pointments. Pray for those!

Since modern technology makes some things so much
easier, I decided to make a purchase through the Internet. Of
course, I couldn’t get it to work correctly, so I called the num-
ber on the web site. (Couldn’t I have done this from the start?)
After the salesperson helped me, I said, “Can I ask you an in-
teresting question?”

She said, “Sure.”
“When you die, what do you think is on the other side?”
She shared with me that she had been raised Catholic,

but had no real belief right now. Her boyfriend was Bud-
dhist, some of her friends had died recently, and so on. Erica
and I talked for forty-five minutes.

At the end of the conversation, she said, “I have had peo-
ple witness to me before. They would just tell me that if I
didn’t accept Jesus, I would die and go to hell. You explained
why I needed Him. This has been the most interesting and
informative conversation I’ve ever had on this subject.”

I couldn’t finish my Internet order yet because I had an
appointment to have my wisdom teeth taken out. After my
appointment, I decided to get on the Internet, finish my pur-
chase, and do what I could to help the economy. As you might
have guessed, I couldn’t get it to work again. (I was wonder-
ing if I was just a fool, but I found out later that there was a
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problem with the site.) I looked at that phone number on
the screen once again. I said, “Lord, You want me to call that
phone number again, don’t You?”

My teeth were killing me, and I didn’t want to talk with
anyone! But because I wanted to make that purchase, I called
the number. This time a different salesperson helped me. I
asked her the same question: “When you die, what do you
think is on the other side?”

She said, “It’s very interesting that you asked me that
question. I am Catholic, but my college roommate is Baptist.

I have been visiting her church, and yes-
terday I felt a tug on my heart to go for-
ward and give my life to Jesus. Do you
think I should do this?”

God is just way too good to us some-
times! As we finished talking she said,
“Do you think it is possible that God had
you call tonight, so that we could have
this conversation?” What do you think
my answer was? We serve a great God.
Keep serving Him!

My parents’ next-door neighbor was having a few of her
trees cut down. I walked over to her yard and started a con-
versation with some of the workers. One of them, a seventeen-
year-old, said, “Last year, my girlfriend and I were vacation-
ing down in Florida. Life wasn’t too good, so I began to pray.
I said, ‘God, if You’re real, show me.’ And I walked out of the
hotel room to find the nearest church.” He told me that when
two Mormon missionaries rode up to him on bicycles, he
thought they must be a sign from God. As we talked, he said,
“All I am searching for is the truth.” We had great conversa-
tions over the next two days. People all around us are search-
ing for the truth. Why don’t you boldly share it with them?
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While a friend and I were at a restaurant, we were chat-
ting with a waitress who told us a lot about herself. She’d
had a tough family life growing up in New York. Her dad
was raised Catholic, but became a Christian just a few years
ago. I asked how her relationship with her father has been
since he became a Christian. Jill smiled and said, “It is like
getting to know a whole new person!” Her father had com-
pletely changed, and she really loved him now. So we took
time to witness to her about sin, repentance, and Jesus.

I then asked Jill, in her three years of waitressing, how
many Christians had taken the time to share with her about
the Lord. What do you think her answer was? Sadly, she said,
“None.” That is pretty dismal when you consider how many
Christians she must have served during the years.

But that is what often happens in life. We compartmen-
talize our Christianity to just certain times in our lives, instead
of letting it infuse every moment of every day.

I explained to her, “We are inviting you to heaven. It’s up
to you to decide what you want to do with the invitation.
You can take it and throw it in the trash can; or you can take
it and cash it in, and come to a place called heaven.” I gave
her some money to buy a book that I wanted her to get, then
we gave her a nice tip and left. While we were talking in the
parking lot, the front door of the restaurant swung open and
Jill came walking out.

She said with a big smile, “Mark, I am going to cash that
invitation in. You will see me in heaven one day!” She then
turned and walked back into the restaurant. There are divine
appointments all over the place. Just step out in faith, and
watch God show them to you!

One time at a music festival, I talked with a couple about
sin and the gospel, and they both committed their lives to
Jesus. They already had Bibles, and they lived right next to a
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church where they could begin attending. The young man
told me, “A couple of days ago I prayed and asked God, if
this whole thing was real, to send someone to let me know
that.” He pointed to me and said, “And two days later, God
sends you into my life!” When you step out and share your
faith, you might just be the answer to someone’s prayer.

Jesus said to His disciples in Matthew 9:37,38, “The har-
vest truly is plentiful, but the laborers are few. Therefore pray
the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into His har-
vest.” Remember that it is His harvest. Are you praying for
others to be out there witnessing to bring in the harvest? Do
you realize that someone might be praying for you to be out
witnessing to bring in that same harvest?

A. W. Pink said, “It is true that [many] are praying for
worldwide revival. But it would be more timely, and more
scriptural, for prayer to be made to the Lord of the harvest,
that He would raise up and thrust forth laborers who would
fearlessly and faithfully preach those truths which are calcu-
lated to bring about a revival.”

A Potential Paul
The bar section of any town always draws interesting people.
I was hanging out one night in the bar area of Denver, and I
walked up to three folks to get into a conversation. One of
the guys wanted me to go into a liquor store to buy them
some liquor. That wasn’t going to happen, so he and the girl
went looking for someone to help them. But one guy stayed
because he wanted to talk with me. During the conversation,
I asked him if he had ever sinned. He told me yes, but then
he said, “What do you mean by sin?”

I said, “Well, like the Ten Commandments.”
“Oh, I’ve broken all of those.”
“Have you ever killed anyone?” I asked.
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Very nonchalantly he responded, “Yea.”
“Ten people?”
He replied, “I don’t know how many.”
He told me that he had grown up in a gang in Long

Beach, California, and he truly did not know how many peo-
ple he had killed. When he was fourteen years old, shooting
baskets in his driveway, some gang members drove by and
shot his girlfriend. She bled to death in his arms. “She was
the one that I knew I was going to marry,” he said. “She was
the one I was going to have kids with, and she died in my
arms.” Can you imagine having to go through that at four-
teen years of age?

As we talked, I spent some time proving that there is a
God and that the Bible is true. I kept looking at his eyes, and
it seemed like nothing was connecting with him. So I recom-
mended a book to him and gave him money to buy it.

He said, “You have given me an awful lot to think about
tonight.” That surprised me, because I didn’t think he was
listening that much. Then he added, “I am going to get this
book that you want me to get. And if there is as much evi-
dence as you say there is, I am going to commit my life to
Jesus. And when I do, I am going to do like you do. I am
going to walk around and tell people about it!”

You don’t know God’s plan for the person you’re talking
with. You might be speaking to a Saul that God is about to
turn into a Paul. Go meet some potential Pauls today!

A couple of teenagers in Dallas wanted to go witnessing,
so we went to the Galleria mall. They stayed with me for
about an hour, watching what I did, then I told them they
were ready to go it on their own. I gave them tracts and
something to write with, and sent them off. We met a couple
of hours later for dinner. As we were eating, I learned that
Robby, a seventeen-year-old, led a Bible study at his public
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high school, where he was a senior. This amazing teen was
studying Greek so he could know the New Testament just
like it was written! He said, “You can lead all the Bible stud-
ies you want to. You can study all the Greek you want to. But
when you share your faith with a lost person, that is when
the rubber meets the road. That is when you find out what
you have in Jesus Christ.”

Let me ask you a question: When was the last time your
rubber met the road? When was the last time you talked with

a lost person? That is truly when you
find out what you have in Jesus. Make
sure you leave a lot of skid marks as
your rubber meets the road many,
many times before you hit the streets
of gold in heaven one day!

By the way, what do we have in
Jesus? Psalm 31:19 says, “Oh, how great
is Your goodness, which You have laid
up for those who fear You, which You

have prepared for those who trust in You in the presence of
the sons of men!” The psalmist asks a good question: “What
shall I render to the LORD for all His benefits toward me?”
(Psalm 116:12). What shall any of us give to the Lord for all
the great things He has done for us? Why don’t we just be
obedient to Him? Obedience will take you into the world of
the lost to give them the one thing they are really looking
for: Jesus. If you truly want to learn how to love lost people,
all you have to do is spend time with them. The more you do
that, the more you will see why Jesus died for them.

What Do You See?
Phipps Plaza is a very upscale mall in Atlanta. Everything is
so expensive that I can barely buy a piece of gum in that mall!
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I like to go there to witness because most people there have
money as their god. One day, I sat down on a bench next to a
twenty-four-year-old who had just graduated from the Uni-
versity of Georgia. As Colby and I were talking, his parents
walked out of a store and stood behind him.

I was thinking, Now what is going to happen? He wasn’t a
believer in Jesus, but we were at a good point in the conver-
sation. So I decided to keep going.

As his parents listened, they gave me a thumbs-up sign.
His mom began to pray. They were evangelical Christians,
and were so excited that someone was witnessing to him! 

Colby said, “As I look around this mall, all I see are peo-
ple shopping and getting ready for the holidays.” (This was
just before Christmas.)

I responded, “Colby, when I look around this mall, all I
see are people dying and going to heaven or dying and going
to hell. And until you commit your life to Jesus and He lifts
that veil from your eyes, you can never see people any other
way than you do.”

While I was talking with three guys at a festival, they asked
me, “How do you see all of these people?”

I said, “I see people that God is crazy about, but they just
don’t know it yet.”

I could tell that that statement meant something to them.
People sometimes have the impression that God hates them.
God wants all people to repent of their sins and trust in Jesus,
but He does love them no matter what.

By the way, how do you see people? Everyone around you
is either dying and going to heaven or dying and going to
hell. That is biblically true. What do you want to do about it?
Do you want to affect the eternal destination of someone’s
soul? God hopes that you do, because He wants to use you in
the pursuit of every soul on this planet.
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If you won $15 million in the lottery, would you tell any-
one? When I ask people that, they always say that they would
tell folks, and maybe even run up and down the street and
shout about it. Guess what? I have won the lottery. I had a
one-way ticket to hell canceled by the blood of Jesus Christ. I
have won the lottery! I deserve hell more than anyone read-
ing this book, but I am going nowhere near it when I die
because of what Jesus has done for me. Have you won the
eternal lottery? If you have, make sure you shout it from
every rooftop in America!
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The angel answered and said
to the women, “Do not be

afraid, for I know that you
seek Jesus who was crucified.
He is not here; for He is risen,

as He said. Come, see the
place where the Lord lay.”

HIT LIST

“You cannot stop their dying, but, oh, that God might help
you to stop their being damned! You cannot stop the

breath from going out of their bodies, but, oh, if the gospel
could but stop their souls from going down to destruction!”

This chapter contains nuggets of truth that have nailed
me in the heart. They are pearls of wisdom—poems,
stories, and verses—to spur you to think and then act.

I hope you enjoy them and are challenged by them.

A Faithful Witness
Psalm 89:37 states, “It shall be established forever like the
moon, even like the faithful witness in the sky.” I was think-
ing about this verse one day. The moon is a faithful witness
in the sky. What does the moon do? Although it does affect
the tides on the planet, to most people it is primarily a hunk
of rock that just reflects the sunlight. That’s all. On various
days it is a sliver moon, a half moon, or a full moon, but it
was made to reflect the light of the sun. The creation of the
moon shows that there must be a Grand Creator.

The psalmist calls the moon a faithful witness—although
it can’t even speak! How can that be? How can I let the moon
be more of a witness for God than I am, and I can proclaim
His wonderful name! Then I realized that I need to be like
the moon, to do one thing with my life and my voice: I must
reflect the light of the Son. Just think—if all of us Christians
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spent our time reflecting the light of the Son of God, how
bright would this world be? We don’t want to be a sliver
moon, but a full, radiant glowing moon in the dark world in
which we live. That means we must be angled just right
toward the Son.

Ephesians 5:16 encourages us to be “redeeming the time,
because the days are evil.” Time is very precious, and we are
running out of it. Because the days are becoming more evil,
we must let our light—the righteousness of Christ—shine
very brightly right now. How can we do that?

Let’s say you took a flashlight and turned it on outside at
noon on a sunny day. How bright would that light be? Not
very bright. Let’s say you turned the flashlight on outside at
midnight. How bright would the light be then? Much bright-
er. Now let’s say you take your flashlight into a cave deep in
the earth, where no light can penetrate. How bright would
your light be? It would be very bright indeed. Matter of fact,
the more darkness there is, the brighter your light will shine.
Your light can shine at church, but it will shine much brighter
at work or school, the mall, the beach, or the bar sections of
town. Why? Because those places are very dark spiritually.
Jesus says, “I am the light of the world. He who follows Me
shall not walk in darkness, but have the light of life” (John
8:12). Take your light, which is provided by Jesus, to all the
darkness that you can, and illuminate that darkness with the
powerful light of Almighty God.

One very dark place in which you can shine your light is
prison. Prison ministry is a lot of fun; you should try it! The
first time I went into a prison with Bill Glass Prison Min-
istries, I was so nervous that I thought my heart was going to
explode. But within thirty minutes, God was showing me
amazing things. Once in a prison in Houston, three of us
went into the segregation unit. This is where prisoners are
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placed in cells by themselves for twenty-three hours a day,
and are allowed out only one hour a day for a shower and
recreation. These prisoners are like caged animals. The seg-
regation unit houses the worst of the worst: murderers, rap-
ists, gang members, etc.

I began a conversation with one prisoner who said he
was in the Mexican Mafia (one of the toughest, meanest street
gangs there is). He confided that he had decided to leave the
Mexican Mafia. However, there is a penalty when a member
tries to leave a street gang of that magnitude—it’s called
death. They will kill people who leave their gang. He was in
the segregation unit because there was a threat on his life. So
I asked him, “Does anybody in here want to kill you?”

He said yes, and pointed to several cells of prisoners who
wanted to kill him. Then he put his finger to his mouth and
made a sound to be quiet. He pointed to the adjacent cell and
whispered, “The guy in the next cell wants to kill me.”

I whispered hoarsely, “The guy in the next cell wants to
kill you?”

He nodded. I was wondering what I had gotten myself
into! Because it was obvious that this man needed Jesus, and
likely that he could be dying soon, I began to witness to him.
Amazingly, this twenty-year-old prisoner, tattooed from his
neck to his ankles, had all the right answers. He must have
grown up in church, but he had definitely taken the wrong
path in life.

Don’t mistakenly think that young people in your church
are going to turn out perfectly for the Lord when they reach
adulthood. Satan is messing with them in a tremendous way.
Please invest as much time and prayer as you can in those
young folks. They are definitely worth the investment.

After I had talked with this guy, I wanted to meet the hit
man in the next cell. I had never met a hit man before, so I
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thought this would be interesting! In that cell was Juan, a
twenty-one-year-old with a blond crew cut, who looked like
a typical student on a college campus anywhere in America.
I asked him, “Juan, what is the worst thing you have ever
done in your life? You don’t have to tell me if you don’t want
to.” I ask that at times because some people think they have
done something so bad that God cannot forgive them. That
is never true—it is a lie straight from the pits of hell, from
the father of lies himself.

Juan asked, “I don’t have to tell you?”
“No, you don’t, if you don’t want to.”
He replied, “I am actually thinking about doing some-

thing worse than I have ever done before.” He was probably
referring to killing the guy in the next cell! 

I was using an evangelistic poster to share the gospel
with the prisoners. (If you use tracts or other evangelistic
tools, be sure to spend time explaining sin by going through
the Ten Commandments. Make sure people really under-
stand their depraved state before the holy, omniscient God
of this universe.) When we got to the end of the poster and I
asked Juan if he wanted to commit his life to Jesus Christ, he
replied that he did.

Sometimes I will try to talk someone out of making a
decision for Jesus. I know that may sound strange, but I am
trying to make sure that I didn’t talk the person into it, but
that the Spirit of God drew him into this decision. With
Juan, I wasn’t sure if he really wanted to make this commit-
ment. So I folded up the poster and said, “Juan, I am not
sure that you are ready to surrender your whole life to Jesus
Christ and follow Him.”

“Let me tell you something,” he responded. “I am sick
and tired of my life; my life is going nowhere fast. And the
only thing that is going to change my life is Jesus Christ, and I
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want to accept Him right now.” So I unfolded my poster, fig-
uring that if a hit man wants to accept Christ, you let him
accept Christ! We took time to pray as Juan committed his
life to Jesus.

As Juan then began to speak, I interrupted him, “Juan,
wait a minute—that is Romans chapter 8.” As he continued
talking, I said, “Juan, that is James chapter 2. How do you
know all those verses?”

“I don’t know,” he replied. “They just keep coming to
me.” It was one of the wildest experiences I’ve ever had.

Juan then said, “You wouldn’t believe what I have in my
cell. I have a hit list.”

I asked, “What do you mean by a hit list?”
“A list of people that the Mexican Mafia is going to kill.”
“Juan, you are now a born-again believer in Jesus Christ.

You no longer need that hit list, so why don’t you give it to
me?”

He handed me a list of over seventy names and addresses
of individuals that the Mexican Mafia was planning to kill.
Someone gave me an idea and I sent tract booklets to every-
one on the list; they might soon be dying, so they needed the
gospel pretty quickly! Since no one wrote back to me, I am
not sure what happened to any of those people.

A couple of days later as I was praying, God spoke to my
heart. Very simply it seemed like He asked my spirit, “Mark,
are you on Satan’s hit list? Is your life so radically lived for
My Son, are your prayers so fervent, and your witnessing so
strong that you are on Satan’s hit list?” What a convicting
question.

I have the same question for you. Are you on Satan’s hit
list? Is your life so radically lived for Jesus that Satan can’t
wait to get you off this planet? Is your youth group on Satan’s
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hit list? Or is it one of those youth groups that is more con-
cerned about pizza, yo-yos, and Six Flags than about whether
your school is going to serve Jesus? Is your church on Satan’s
hit list? Or is it one of those churches that is more concerned
with how the building looks and the next church program
than with seeing the lost throughout your city come to know
Jesus? 

I have made it my goal, and I hope you will make it your
goal, to get on Satan’s hit list. I guarantee that if you make
that your goal, you will have one crazy ride through this life-
time, but one amazing entrance into heaven when you die.
One young man wrote to me, “Not only am I going to get on
Satan’s hit list, he is going to highlight my name!” That
young man wants to be so radical for Jesus, and cause Satan
so much trouble, that Satan will have to highlight his name
on that hit list! Make sure you live so that Satan hates that
you woke up today because you are taking people off his
team and putting them on God’s team for all of eternity!

One day I was watching the X Games on TV. It is a vari-
ety of events for skateboarders, dirt bike racers, etc. I noticed
on one of the events that when participants reached the sixty-
second time limit, they were given another fifteen seconds.
What was interesting was that those last fifteen seconds were
called “glory time.” The participants were supposed to do
their best tricks because time was running out. I want to en-
courage you that, in an eternal sense, it is “glory time” for us
Christians. Time is running out, and it is time for us to do
our best for our Savior. He will be here soon, and we must
be ready—and we must make sure that the rest of the world
is ready too.

Witnessing: God loves it; Satan hates it. So do you think
you should be doing it?
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Planting Seeds
If you put dirt and fertilizer in a flower pot, added water and
sunlight, and prayed for a sunflower to grow, would it grow?
No, it would not. Why? You don’t have a seed. Once you
plant a sunflower seed, then a sunflower can grow. Although
God could do a miracle and grow something without a seed,
He has established both a seed time and a harvest time. In 1
Corinthians 3:6,7, Paul reminds us how important seeds are.
Someone must plant before God can give the increase. God
hears our prayers when we pray for a friend to know Jesus
Christ, but I think many times He wants us to go and plant a
seed in that person’s life. If we would just talk with that
friend about Jesus and then pray for him, God would have a
seed that He would love to make grow.

Hearing Thanks
Do you realize that every individual you have ever witnessed
to will thank you one day? Think about it. If people you wit-
ness to don’t accept Jesus and wind up in hell, will they
thank you? I don’t believe that you will ever hear it, but I do
believe they will. Once they are in hell and realize that it is
for eternity, I believe they will say, “At least that person who
witnessed to me in the mall or at school that day cared
enough about my eternal destination to tell me how I could
have avoided this place. I really wish I could thank him.”
And, of course, they will wish they had listened.

Now think about the people who end up in heaven. Ima-
gine someone walking up to you in heaven saying, “Remem-
ber me? I used to work (or go to school) with you, and you
witnessed to me one day. I know it seemed like I wasn’t pay-
ing attention, but I was listening. Three years later, I commit-
ted my life to Jesus and lived for Him. And I really want to
thank you for taking the time to share Jesus with me.”
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If someone said that to you in heaven, how do you think
you would feel? It would be an unbelievable feeling! 

Don’t spend your life going after cheap thrills, such as
riding on a roller coaster with your hands up or cheering for
a touchdown at a football game. Instead, go for the eternal
thrill of having people thank you for what you did to help
them enter the gates of heaven for all of eternity. Make sure
you hear a whole bunch of thank-yous in heaven because you
boldly proclaimed the name of Jesus here on earth.

The Greatest Sin
One night as I was preparing to go out witnessing, I was
reading my Bible and praying. As I was thinking about wit-
nessing, it occurred to me that all the
lost people need Jesus, yet sometimes I
don’t want to talk to them about Him. I
realized that not sharing my faith was
really selfish. It then hit me that there
are two kinds of sin in the Bible: sins of
commission and sins of omission. There
are sins that we commit, and there are
things that we should do, but don’t.
James 4:17 says, “To him who knows to
do good and does not do it, to him it is
sin.”

Something began to stir in my spirit. If all sin comes
down to selfishness (having a “me first” attitude instead of
putting God first) and if not sharing my faith is selfish, what
bigger sin will I ever commit as a believer than not telling
the lost about Jesus? We think that committing adultery or
murder would be a great sin—and from the words of an all-
holy God, those are great sins. But I believe that one of the
greatest sins believers can ever commit is to not tell the un-
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saved about the only thing that can save them. Jesus said to
the woman caught in adultery, “Go and sin no more” (John
8:11). As a believer, you know how much God hates sin, so
please go and sin no more by making sure you tell everyone
you encounter about Jesus.

Do It Today
While I was visiting friends at Auburn University, I went wit-
nessing at a mall on Friday night then came back and went
to bed. About midnight, I woke up feeling that I had not
done enough witnessing, so I got dressed and went down to
the bar section of town to talk with people. I saw a guy sitting
on a brick wall and sat down next to him. We had a great
conversation. He told me that his parents were members of
Navigators, a very strong Christian group, but that he had
no faith in God at all. This college senior had some great
questions, but there were answers for all of his questions.

After we talked for an hour he said, “I belong to the Farm-
house fraternity here at Auburn. I have been a member of
this fraternity for four years. There are evangelical Christians
in my fraternity who have never taken the time that you
have to share Jesus with me. Do you know what? That really
stinks, doesn’t it?”

I had to admit that it did.
Think about that. You could have lost people in your life

right now who are wondering why you have never taken the
time to share the truth with them. Don’t let them wonder
any longer. Have that conversation with them today.

Put Another Log on the Fire
Have you ever been to a Christian camp and gotten that
“camp feeling,” where you are pumped up for God, but then
a month or two later you are back to normal or down in the
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dumps? I wonder why that seems to happen so often. As I
was thinking and praying about that one day, I got a picture
in my mind that I believe was from the Lord. It was just a
simple picture of a campfire. If you stop putting wood on a
campfire, what happens to the fire? It goes out. But if you
put wood on it, it keeps burning. James instructs us, “Be
doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving yourselves”
(1:22). He then tells us “that faith without works is dead”
(2:20).

The people I meet who are continu-
ally fired up for Jesus are those who are
doing the work of the Lord. They are ac-
tive in their faith: they work at homeless
shelters, witness to the lost, write school
papers from a Christian perspective, visit
prisoners, etc. They are putting wood on
their fire. And if you do this continually,
not only will the fire not go out, it will
grow larger. God doesn’t want us to be
mere campfires; He wants us to be bonfires, raging infernos
for Him. Keep doing the things of God, and your passion for
Him will stay strong for the rest of your life.

According to author Steve Farrar, “If you are not grow-
ing up in Christ, you are growing old in Christ.”

Philemon 6 says, “I pray that you may be active in shar-
ing your faith, so that you will have a full understanding of
every good thing we have in Christ” (NIV). If you want a full
understanding of everything that you have in Jesus, make
sure that you are active in sharing your faith.

Make Him Look Good
I heard a preacher say something that I will never forget:
“We are here for two reasons: to make Him well known, and
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to make Him look good.” That sums up Christianity, doesn’t
it? We are here to tell others about Jesus, to make Him well
known around the world, and we are to walk like Jesus did,
to make Him look good. Do you think those two things will
matter on Judgment Day? You’d better believe it. Spend your
life making Him well known and making Him look good,
and you will have a very satisfying life.

One night in Myrtle Beach, South Carolina, I was out late
witnessing to two Marines. One really wanted to talk, but the
other guy kept edging away. After about ten minutes, the guy

who wasn’t interested wanted to leave and
go smoke a joint. His buddy said, “I like
talking with this guy, so let’s stay.”

Since they were just going up to their
room, I offered to walk up there with
them. As we were walking, the guy who
wanted to smoke warned his friend that I
might be a cop.

His buddy replied, “This guy isn’t a
cop. He’s talking to people about Jesus!” It
was pretty funny.

When we got to their room, the friendly guy said, “My
buddy wants to frisk you to make sure you don’t have a wire
or something.” So they frisked me to ensure that I didn’t have
a wire to tape the conversation or a gun.

I joked, “You guys watch way too much television!”
We went into their room, where they had Heineken beer

on ice, and one guy began to roll a joint. As I continued talk-
ing with the other guy, he told me that one thing he liked
about me was that I was dressed like they were. I was wear-
ing black jeans and a T-shirt.

I asked him, “If I walked up to you in a three-piece suit,
carrying a twenty-pound Bible, what would you do?”
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He responded, “I would have nothing to do with you!”
When you’re witnessing, do not wear anything that is

sinful or inappropriate, but dress to fit into the place you are
going to. Your countenance and your love for Jesus and for
the lost should draw people to you, and not your clothes.
Also, don’t wear Christian T-shirts or jewelry. That can cause
people to not talk with you because they know exactly where
you are coming from. Jesus didn’t put on anything special
when He was witnessing. We should not wear things that
will discourage people from talking with us or that will dis-
credit our ministry for the Lord Jesus Christ.

I heard the guy who wasn’t into the conversation call his
girlfriend and tell her, “Today hasn’t gone too well. This
morning was terrible; this afternoon nothing good hap-
pened; and now, tonight, I have Jesus in my hotel room!”

I looked at him and said, “No, no. Not Jesus.” But then it
occurred to me: if people cannot see Jesus in you and me, in
whom will they ever see Jesus? We must make Jesus well
known and make Him look good wherever we go. I was able
to give tracts to those Marines, and one of them wanted my
phone number to keep in touch! We serve a great God. Keep
serving Him!

Start a Revolution
The word “revolution” means a sudden, radical, or complete
change; the overthrow or renunciation of one government
or ruler and the substitution of another by the governed. I
am not referring to Washington, D.C., but isn’t it time for
the overthrow of this current government? John 12:31 says,
“Now the ruler of this world will be cast out.” The ruler of
this world, Satan, needs to be overthrown. This can be done
by prayer and by Christians boldly standing for eternal truth
wherever they go.
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However, in order to have a revolution, you must have
one thing: a revolutionary, someone who is willing to make
that stand no matter what the cost. A synonym for revolu-
tionary is radical—someone who is giving it all that he has,
pleasing God above anyone else, living for God alone. Before
there can ever be a revolution in this world, there must be a
revolution in you. You must make that choice to give your all
to God. Would you commit to starting a revolution in this
world? Many people are letting their love for Jesus cause a
revolution in them, and it is beginning to cause a revolution
around them. Be a revolutionary—a radical for Jesus.

Finish Strong
In 2 Timothy 4:7, Paul says, “I have fought the good fight, I
have finished the race, I have kept the faith.” How will you
finish the race of life? It really doesn’t matter how you start;
what matters is how you finish the race.

Carl Lewis, the great long jumper and sprinter who has
won nine gold medals, was an amazing guy to watch in the
100-meter dash. When the gun went off, you could always
find Carl toward the back of the pack. He was not a good
starter. At about the 50-meter mark, Carl would near the
middle of the pack. But by the end of the race, you could al-
most always find him at the tape in first place. Other runners
said that Carl Lewis had a gear at the 60-meter mark that no
other runner had. They said it was like a rocket went off in
Carl, enabling him to pass everyone. The thing is, you don’t
win gold medals at the start, you win them at the finish.

By the way, how will you finish the race of life for Al-
mighty God? I always tell people, “You will either finish
strong, or you will finish wrong.” That is what Paul was talk-
ing about in this verse. He kept the faith all the way until the
end of the race of life. Do the same.
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One time in a mall, I sat down near an older gentleman
and began a conversation. He told me after a couple of min-
utes that he used to be like me, but not anymore. He had
been a Disciples of Christ pastor for nine years. He said, “I
used to believe what you did, but then I got educated.” He
told me about his five degrees from various colleges, and that
he had just finished writing an article for American Atheist
magazine.

This man is finishing the race of life very, very wrong.
Make sure when you meet Jesus one day, when you cross the
finish line of life and enter heaven, that you finish the race
very, very strong! 

Hanging by the Fingertips
At a music festival in Nashville, Tennessee, I had a conversa-
tion with a nineteen-year-old construction worker from
Detroit. He had hopped a train to Nashville to see his girl-
friend. He had arrived late the night before, so I asked him
where he spent the night. He answered, “On top of that build-
ing,” as he pointed to a high-rise. He slept on the top of a
building! 

Then I asked, “What do you do for fun?”
“I’m a building jumper,” he replied. I asked what that was.
“You know, like you see on TV when people jump from

the top of one building to another one. It’s a real rush.”
I’ll bet it is! Since I like to ask people questions, I asked

him, “Have you ever missed before?”
“Once,” he said. “After I jumped from one building to

another, as I was going through the air, I realized that I didn’t
have enough to get there. All I got was my fingertips over the
side of the roof, and my body slammed against the side of the
building. I was left hanging there. I had just enough energy to
pull myself over the top.”
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“Were you scared?”
“Very,” he responded.
Do you realize that you could be talking to people today

who are hanging by their fingertips before they drop off into
eternity? They could be that close. If they knew what awaited
them without Jesus, they would be scared too. In 1 Samuel
20:3 David says, “Truly, as the LORD lives and as your soul
lives, there is but a step between me and death.” Every person
comes to the point where he is one step, one breath from
eternity. And we all reach the point where our own strength
can’t pull us out of our predicament. Tell people, as they hang
on by their fingertips heading into eternity, that there is a
nail-pierced hand reaching down to pull them into heaven.

Sound the Alarm
Ezekiel 33:1–11 records the word of the LORD to the prophet
Ezekiel:

“Son of man, speak to the children of your people,
and say to them: ‘When I bring the sword upon a land,
and the people of the land take a man from their terri-
tory and make him their watchman, when he sees the
sword coming upon the land, if he blows the trumpet
and warns the people, then whoever hears the sound of
the trumpet and does not take warning, if the sword
comes and takes him away, his blood shall be on his
own head. He heard the sound of the trumpet, but did
not take warning; his blood shall be upon himself. But
he who takes warning will save his life. But if the watch-
man sees the sword coming and does not blow the
trumpet, and the people are not warned, and the sword
comes and takes any person from among them, he is
taken away in his iniquity; but his blood I will require
at the watchman’s hand.’
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“So you, son of man: I have made you a watchman
for the house of Israel; therefore you shall hear a word
from My mouth and warn them for Me. When I say to
the wicked, ‘O wicked man, you shall surely die!’ and
you do not speak to warn the wicked from his way, that
wicked man shall die in his iniquity; but his blood I
will require at your hand. Nevertheless if you warn the
wicked to turn from his way, and he does not turn from
his way, he shall die in his iniquity; but you have deliv-
ered your soul. Therefore you, O son of man, say to the
house of Israel: ‘Thus you say, “If our transgressions
and our sins lie upon us, and we pine
away in them, how can we then live?”’
Say to them: ‘As I live,’ says the Lord
God, ‘I have no pleasure in the death
of the wicked, but that the wicked
turn from his way and live. Turn, turn
from your evil ways! For why should
you die, O house of Israel?’”

In ancient times, watchmen were po-
sitioned on the wall surrounding a city
to keep watch. Their job was to be on the
lookout for any armies that were com-
ing. When they saw an enemy approaching, they were to
blow the trumpet to warn the city’s residents. It was not
their job to make everyone ready; it was the people’s own
responsibility to get ready. The watchmen’s job was just to
sound the alarm.

God has left believers on earth to sound the alarm to
others, to warn the wicked that if they do not repent of their
wicked ways and come to Jesus, they will regret it both here
and for eternity. If we know the wicked are dying and going
to hell and we do not warn them, their blood is on our hands.
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I had enough blood on my hands when I was lost; I don’t
need any more. We must tell the lost about Jesus. God takes
no pleasure in the death of the wicked, and neither should
we. Pray for them and witness to them so that they will be in
heaven with us one day.

Earlier Ezekiel says, “Go, get to the captives, to the chil-
dren of your people, and speak to them and tell them, ‘Thus
says the Lord GOD,’ whether they hear, or whether they re-
fuse” (3:11). Remember, it is our responsibility to speak the
truth, whether our listeners hear or whether they refuse the
message.

Be a World Changer
The Jews in Thessalonica complained about Paul and Silas,
“These who have turned the world upside down have come
here too” (Acts 17:6). Wouldn’t it be nice to have the reputa-
tion of having turned the world upside down? We all have
reputations. What is yours? Ask people you know what they
think your reputation is. Ask them what they would say is
the most important thing in your life. It is interesting when
you ask people that because whatever is most important in
your life, they will know. If it is Jesus, others will see that.
God is looking for people He can use to turn this world up-
side down for His Son, but His Son must be the most impor-
tant thing in your life if you are to have a reputation as a
world changer.

In the Bible’s great hall of faith chapter, Hebrews 11, look
at what it says in verses 37–40:

They were stoned, they were sawn in two, were
tempted, were slain with the sword. They wandered
about in sheepskins and goatskins, being destitute, af-
flicted, tormented—of whom the world was not wor-
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thy. They wandered in deserts and mountains, in dens
and caves of the earth. And all these, having obtained a
good testimony through faith, did not receive the prom-
ise, God having provided something better for us, that
they should not be made perfect apart from us.

I have a very simple question: Is the world worthy of you?
Make sure you live a life so holy for your Lord, and so boldly
reaching the lost, that this world will never be worthy of you!

One of the most powerful passages of Scripture is Mat-
thew 10:28–39. Absorb what Jesus says—and then do it.

“Do not fear those who kill the body but cannot
kill the soul. But rather fear Him who is able to destroy
both soul and body in hell. Are not two sparrows sold
for a copper coin? And not one of them falls to the
ground apart from your Father’s will. But the very hairs
of your head are all numbered. Do not fear therefore;
you are of more value than many sparrows. Therefore
whoever confesses Me before men, him I will also con-
fess before My Father who is in heaven. But whoever
denies Me before men, him I will also deny before My
Father who is in heaven.

“Do not think that I came to bring peace on earth.
I did not come to bring peace but a sword. For I have
come to ‘set a man against his father, a daughter against
her mother, and a daughter-in-law against her mother-
in-law.’ And ‘a man’s foes will be those of his own house-
hold.’ He who loves father or mother more than Me is
not worthy of Me. And he who loves son or daughter
more than Me is not worthy of Me. And he who does
not take his cross and follow after Me is not worthy of
Me. He who finds his life will lose it, and he who loses
his life for My sake will find it.”

I won’t look back, let up, slow down, back away, or
be still.

I won’t give up, back up, let up or shut up until I’ve
preached up, prayed up, paid up, stored up, and stayed
up for the cause of Christ. I must go until He returns,
give until I drop, preach until all know, and work until
He comes.

And when He comes to get His own, He will have
no problem recognizing me. My colors will be clear.

“For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ . . .” (Ro-
